Earlier this year I recom-
mended a book about native
American bulbs, and appar-
ently that book has been late
coming off the press.

So this time I'm not sure
I'm recommending a new
book (Insects and Gardens by
Eric Grissell; Timber Press).
I just want to pass along some
of the philsophy contained in
the book, as expressed by a
book reviewer in the June is-
sue of the British magaiine
Gardens Illustrated.

We live in a part of the
world where the general phi-
losophy runs something like
.this: Any creature that moves
in the garden is there to be
killed; any plant not growing
in a straight line is there to be
killed; any plant growing
where it wasn’t planted by the
hand of man is there to be
killed.

It 1sn’t that we're blood-
thirsty — most of us were just
taught that way and never
have thought about whether
it makes sense or not.

My point is that creating a
sterile landscape is the oppo-
site of gardening, and Ameri-
cans are finally beginning to
appreciate the balance and di-
versity of a more natural, less
manicured yard.

The review of Insects and
Gardens was written by Chris
Baines, who is identified by
the magazine as an expert
wildlife in the garden.

Baines introduces himself
by stating “As a horticulture
student in the 1960s, I was
taught that gardens should be
killing fields. However, I've
always argued that if you
want a landscape rich in the
more charismatic creatures
(such as birds), then it pays
to cosset the creepy crawlies,
and that is undoubtedly the
philosophy championed in
this book.”

Baines says the book does
an excellent job of explaining
the value of insects for polli-
nation, and how predator in-
sects keep down populations
of aphids and flies.

“The message of the book
is that the insect world is in-
dispensable to good garden-
ing, and that too much
tidiness, particularly at soil
level, will rob us of more al-

e D)

lies than enemies,” he writes.

He says Insects and Gar-
dens is “thoroughly entertain-
ing” and manages to explain
scientific concepts in an un-
derstandable way — some-
times even making the lesson
“amusing.”

“Anyone who reads this
fascinating book is almost

“bound to find themselves on

hands and knees this summer,
checking out the wildlife that
most gardeners overlook,”
Baines concludes.

I got interested in this type
of thing several years ago
when I had a sizable border
of the dwarf New England
aster known as ‘Snowdrift.’

[ had noticed some weird
magenta-and-orange (I’'mnot
kidding) wasp-like critters on
the flowers, and I wanted a
closer look.

When I got on hands and
knees and bent very close to
the flowers, I saw a whole
community of creatures rush-
ing around in those white
flowers. Besides black and
brown, there were brilliant
shiny green ones, brilliant
yellow ones, stripes and spots
of various colors.

I couldn’t believe it — I
had been gardening for 45
years or so, and certainly had

grown white asters before,

. butI had never seen anything

like that because I never got
close enough.

The effect was like Grand
Central Station, but most of
the inhabitants were less than
an eighth of an inch long!

If you rely on peat moss to
help moisture retention (or
lower the pH of your soil),
you'll be interested to know

Credit OK may depend on |
little-known credit score |

ROCKVILLE, MD. —
Anyone who is not paying
attention to his credit score
may be paying too much for
credit cards, mortgages and
car loans — or might not be
approved for new credit.

“Credit scoring is the
concern that comes up most
often with our clients,” said
Steve Rhode, president and
co-founder of Myvesta, a
financial-health center.
“People are realizing that
their credit scores are be-
coming more important, al-
though few understand
what they mean or what
they can do to make their
scores better.”

The exact scoring for-
mula is not disclosed, but
certain factors are known to
affect a credit score. “Your
payment history, amount of
debt and the types of ac-
counts you hold are all
taken into account when
your credit score is calcu-
lated,” Rhode said. “The
length of your credit history
also plays am important part;
the longer your history the
better.”

A better scoré could
mean big savings. A differ-
ence of 1 percentage point
in interest on a $150,000
mortgage means a $100
savings every month. That
adds up to $36,000 over the
life of the loan.

That calculation com-
pares a 6.5 percent interest
rate to a 7.5 percent interest
rate on a 30-year loan.

Rhode offers these gen-
eral guidelines to explain
what a credit score means:

©700 and up: This is con-
sidered an excellent score
and mostlenders will give
the holder an “A” rating,
meaning the person will
have access to the best in-
terest rates.
