Transportation System

Abilene, TX - Annual
maintenance costs for the
state highway system now
exceed the money the Texas
Department of Transporta-
tion (TxDOT) receives annu-
ally from the 20-cent a-gal-
lon state gas tax.

State and federal gas
taxes, which currently fi-
nance most highway im-
provements, are yielding less
and less revenue because the
taxes are not tied to inflation,
and today's cars use less
gasoline per mile. Due to the

state receiving less revenue,

Russel Lenz, Abilene District

selves by doing such things
as filling potholes, repairing
cracked pavement, ditch
work, delineation and sign-
ing,” Rodriguez said, “our
crews are also responsible
for the inspection of jobs
being performed by contract
maintenance personnel.
Some of these contracted
jobs include mowing, litter
pick up, guard rail repair,
maintaining picnic areas, and
other roadway maintenance
contracts.”

During Fiscal Year 2003,
TxDOT spent $1,446,955.59
on labor, equipment and ma-
terials in Callahan County on
work performed by TxDOT
employees to maintain the
transportation system. In ad-
dition, $1,311,613.84 was
spent on contracted mainte-
nance activities administered
by TxDOT personnel.

“We're perceived as a big
road-building machine,”
says Mike Behrens, execu-
tive director, “*but the reality
1s that we spend more re-
sources on making sure the
roads, bndges and rest areas
that we already have are kept
in the best possible shape for
the traveling puuiic.”

I'xDOT spends close
half, or $2.2 billion, of its
total budget on maintenance,
compared to one-third of its
monies for highway con
striction. Also, almost half
of TxDOT's employees are

WTO Appeal

A World Trade Organiza-
tion (WTO) dispute settle-
ment panel this past week is-
sued a final ruling that the
United States export credit
guarantee program for cotton
does not meet commitments
made in WTO's agricultural
trade framework.

As aresult of this decision,
the U.S. is moving ahead to
appeal certain parts of the de-
cision. This will be alengthy
process.

I spoke with U.S. Trade
Representative Bob Zoellick
earlier this week to make sure
our negotiators commit to
look at all fiber subsidies in
these agreements-synthetic
and natural. Itis very impor-
tant for the West Texas cot-
ton industry that we have a
level playing field in the
world market.

I also expressed concern
for future trade agreements,
and I asked our negotiators
how they expect to receive
support from the agriculture
community if the potential
exists for some WTO panel
to change the rules after an
agreement is already reached.

Please remain assured
there will be no immediate
impact on U.S. farm pro-
grams.

Earlier this year, Brazil
filed a complaint with the

WTO, challengipg numer-
ous U.S. agricultural pro-

grams as being inconsistent:

with carlier agreements in
trade negotiations.

While the panel sided with
Brazil on some of their

claims, some U.S. farm pro-
grams were not determined:

to have a significant effect on
prices.

The panel agreed with the
U.S. that income support

provided to U.S. cotton

farmers that is fully
decoupled from production
and prices has not sup-
pressed world cotton prices.

Decoupled support pro-
grams include program flex-
ibility contract payments,
direct payments and crop in-
surance payments.

The panel also found that
there isn’t significant evi-
dence to show that any U.S.
program caused an increase
in U.S. world market share
for upland cotton.

Additionally, the panel
found that Brazil failed to
establish that FSC/ET]I (For-
eign Sales Corporations/Ex-
traterritorial Income Exclu-
sions) tax benefits for cotton
exporiers were prohibited
export subsidies.

I believe the best way to
address any distortions in
world agricultural markets
are through WTO agricul-

American farmers, ranch-
ers, manufacturers and other
producers can successfully
compete in the international
marketplace, but they need a
level playing field without
their competitors gaining an
unfair advantage through
currency manipulation.
