Gen^TTruTX fn I s-nver; Kiel.! and
Farm Wherever the natural coikII- 
tlons are favorable for the growth of 
plante or animals w« can hope to de­
velop the spud successfully. The
nearer we get to the natural condi­
tions. the better. We h ve here in 
ttolorado the mounlaine. altitude and 
perfect soli conditions It is sfi much 
better to keep the soil free from dis­
eases than It Is to eradicate them 
afterwards. Nothing hut the legumes 
should l»e the foundiillon crop— clover 
or alfalfa

1 use chfver «>r alfalfa, I do not care 
much which, for four years. This Is 
broken up In the fall quite deep or 
broken twice. The action o f the frost 
disintegrates the aoll. loosens It from 
the roots and puts It In bi-tter me­
chanical condition for the seeil l>ed 
Fall plowing Is most desirable because 
the soil will contain from five to 
twelve i>er cent more caloric warmth 
than by spring idowlng It is verv 
Imporlaiil to prep<irc the seed twd 
and start the potatoes In the spring 
In healthy, vigorous condition We 
lake the fall plowing and disc It. or 
use spring tooth harroa- and pulier- 
ixe and re-harrow th> land as long 
as It van be worked. I try to put the 
seed bed In as good tilth as a garden. 
I think my ground last spring was 
cultivated six times before planting 
We like to plant our potatoes about 
two or two and one-balf inches below 
the level of the soli.

If possible cultivate the next day 
after planting. I aiiuld not wall a 
day. We us« ta'n-hurse cultivators, 
something like a double shovel plow, 
with a ilxteen-lnch slioiel and put 
four horses on them A John Deere 
or any other good, strong ciilllia lor 
can be used that « l l l  stand four 
horses. Try and run It as ileep and 
as close to the luliers as piMulble. This 
affords storage for molvfure and opens 
up the soil for plant food and for the 
development o f the roots We keep 
cultivating from time to time, once 
a week If we can If we.-.Is germinate 
we put on a fine tooth harrow, set­
ting the teeth buck and there Is not 
much danger o f dlsturldng the roots 
by harrowing. We run this harrow 
unlll the potato plants are five or six 
Inches high. With this deep l ultlva- 
tlon we seldom need any Irrigation 
until July by planting the tlrst of May 
By that lime In July the ptitatoes are 
set or being set.

To determine when Irrigation Is 
needed we take a shovel aial dig down 
In the hill where the renter roots are. 
take a handful o f dirt aud If It holds 
its form there Is moisture enough for 
present nenis. hut one must not wait 
until It crumbles l>ecause all the po­
tatoes cun not l>e Irrigated In one day 
Then we want to grow potatoes as 
rapidly as we cun. Just like we raise 
a calf. I find If I can grow my po­
tatoes rapidly and strong and get 
them well established they will stand 
a lot of grief later on.

Mr. Sinclair would undergo trouble 
and hardship, no doubt, to obtain 
flrit-hand material for another novel 
In which to exploit his particular 
brand of soclallam, but It la unlikely 
that he would masquerade as a menial 
'f  ho could, and much more unlikely 
I hat he could If he would.

Hervants for nearly all large domes- 
;c establishments are hired by paid 

housekeepers who deal generally with 
■mploynient offices which are known 
to make sharp inquiry into the ante- 
•edents of the servants they reconi- 
:iend. This precaution Is not directed 
tgalnst ambitious authors eager to 
know what life is below stairs In the 
bomas of the very wealthy, but to pro- 
ect their patrons against the con­

stant and skillful efforts of profession­
al thieves to secure servants' places in 
such homes.

The measures taken against this do 
not always succeed. Kngllsh profes­
sional thieves buy or steal the creden­
tials of genuine house servants and 
come to this country to work out 
schemes with them. They sometimes 
succeed.

The big Jewelry robbery from the 
residence of the Townsend-Burdens 
was an "inside" Job as the police call 
It, arranged by a professional London 
thief who had secured employment la 
the house on stolen letters of recom­
mendation. Rut usually the experi­
enced employment agents sift out the 
pretenders and they are helped by 
equally experienced housekeepers.

The foregoing suggests another 
phase of domestic employment in 
which young men as gently bred as 
-Mr. Sinclair earn profit and dinner In­
vitations. .Many a hostess has on her 
domestic staff a young man o f fashion 
who performs practically the duties of 
a butler. But there are few butlers 
In this country who are competent to 
do the work, so these needy young 
meo of good social atanding step in 
and do it.

All very large suppers served In 
private houses, and very many o f tho 
large dinners, are provided by one or 
the other of two prominent caterers. 
The caterer furnishes food, drink, mu­
sic. flowers, cigars, cigarettes and 
service. The young man stands be­
tween the hostess and the caterer; he 
decides a score o f details which a 
butler would decide If the supper were 
a home supplied affair; he Inspects 
the decorations, determines the brand 
of champagne (and gets a commission 
from the wine agent), he even helps 
the caterer's steward in managing the 
actual service, sees that It is prompt, 
smart and that not too much wine is 
opened for consumption below stairs.

If It Is a cotillion supper be selects 
the favors (and ga(s a commission), 
or. If It Is a nuislcale, he deals out the 
managers of the stars employed and 
gets a commission. The hostess tells 
him In a general way what she wants; 
ho sees that she gets it, and that his 
rakeoff does not fail. 8^e rewards him 
by looking to it that he always has 
enough social prominence to Inaure 
him a good living at this Job.

uncle, a broker In New York city, he 
found some documents relating to 
land In Tennessee, which had not been 
taken into account at the time o f tht 
settlement o f his uncle's estate.

•Mr. Cram learned that bis uncle had 
purchased of a physician. Dr Kvans.

It baa been suggested that a (>os

«'d to secure mutual limitation In thi 
matter of warship-building by direci 
negotiation with Km|)eror William; Ir 
other words, to achieve by Indirect 
dl|>lomacy what the Hague (>eace con 
ference failed to bring about. Th* 
critics of Lord Tweodtuouth. however 
(mint out that any such negotiation* 
ought to have been carried on througl 
the foreign office, and there Is con 
sldcrable anxiety to know how far th< 
alleged irregular proceedings have 
gone.

According to one version, Kiii(>eror 
Wllltaiu's letter to tmrd Tweedmouth 
gave executive detaJU of the compara 
tive strength of tb f navies of Great 
Britain and Germany, and basing hie 
opinion on this com(>artson, the em 
peror said he thought tl*e German 
fleet could not be considered more 
than une-tlfth at strong as that ol 
Great Britain.

A Submarine Boa^ Company is Accused 
of Having Used Corrupt Meth­

ods to Keep Monopoly of 
Naval Contracts.

Washington. .Mar. 7.— Without dis 
cusslon or diviHlon the house FTlday 
adopted a resulutiou brought in by 
the committee on rules providing for 
the apiiointment of a committee to 
investigate the charges made by .Mr. 
l.illey to the effect that the Klectrlc 
Boat company of .New Jersey had en­
gaged In an effort to oorru|itly in­
fluence memliers of the house. The 
speaker appointed on the committee 
.Messrs Houtell. I Illinois I ; Stevens, 
..Minnesota); Olmsted. (Pennsylvania) 
Howard. (Ueoraial and Broussard, 
: Ixiulslanai. The committee is direct­
ed to report its recommendations as 
siieedlly as possible. .Mr Lllley was 
present when the resolution was 
adopted but made no remarks. The 
resolution is sweeping in Us character 
and gives the committee authority to 
call for the Klectrlc Boat company's 
check books and all itapers In their 
possession which may have any bear­
ing on the investigation.

Attorney General ilackaen Shows Why 
He Wlthheida itudgemcnt Until 

OuiH' !■ Proven.

New York, MawiT.— The bearing in 
th* case of .NatAtaa Vidaver, formerly 
a special depizty attorney aecc.'a!, who 
is accused of bzivlag attempted to ex­
tort $500 fro a  "WHIiam M. Montgom­
ery, the one-tiae president of the Ham­
ilton bauh wae- begun before Magis­
trate Sherman lahr Friday. The whole 
session o f the police court was tahen 
up by the direct examination of Mr. 
Montgomery by Asslstaut District At 
torney Krelzel. As its conclusion ad­
journment was taken until next Wed­
nesday.

Montgomery's testimony was a re- 
petltluu practically of bis affidavit 
made public Thursday.

In a signed statement Friday Attor­
ney General Jackson state that while 
he has no knowledge that Vidaver 
represented that because of his official 
connection with the attorney general's 
office he could influence the attorney 
general's acts, he hopes that the 
charges will be thoroughly investi­
gated and that if guilt is proved that 
the guilty will be vigorously prose­
cuted.

Mr. Jackson, la bis statement con­
tinues:

" I  can direct the official conduct of 
men employed by the special work, 
but I cannot prevent them from mak­
ing representationa of their ability to 
control my official acts.

"The public mitat clearly understand 
that the succesafal issue of actions and 
proceedings commenced by me to en­
force the civ il aud criminal laws 
against powerful corporatlous who 
have violated them, must of necessity 
be endangered by attacks u|H>n the in­
tegrity of men coanected with my of­
fice. The tendeacy of such attacks Is 
to deprive me in the contest o f such 
litigation, whether civil or criminal, 
whether in the oouns or before graud 
juries, o f the support of an active pub­
lic aentlment so essential to success.

"The powerful Interests against 
which I am proceeding clearly recog­
nizes that fa c t The intelligent men 
who direct suck interests never fail to 
use any meant within their power or 
any willing touls they control or can 
hire to protect them They know the 
value of diverting public attention 
from themselwea and their wrong do­
ings by counter attacks which may re­
fect upon those who are attempting 
to enforce the laws against them. I, 
therefore, will not pais judgment upon 
.Mr. Vidaver antil his guilt shall be 
established as the law provides."

Custer's Measengsr Dead.
Yonkers. ,N. Y.. Mar. 7.—Thomas J. 

Callan. the man whom General t'uster 
sent for reinforcements when his com­
mand was entrapped by Indians on the 
Little Big Horn river. In Montana, and 
who ted a relief force back to the place 
where Custer and his men had been 
slaughtered, died at his home here 
Friday. Callan received a medal from 
congress In recognition of his bravery 
in making the dash for reinforcements 
for Custer. An overwhelming body 
of Indians had already surrounded 
Custer's troops when Callan was 
chosen to carry out the dispatch ask­
ing for help. He made his way through 
the Indian lines to the nearest mili­
tary post and then headed the relief 
party or the long ride back to the 
scene of battle. They arrived too lute, 
however, the entire Custer command 
having been annihilated by the In­
dians. Callan left the army 28 years 
ago and since that time has been en­
gaged in buainess here.
