A SCIENTIST SAYS SPARROW S’ 
FACES MIRROR T^IEIR FEELING.

Clinton Q. Abbctt Proves Atstrlion by
Photenrepbe— Mother Cat Bird 

Cxprceert Her f'ear of 
Siijffed 0\aI.

rhiladolpfcla.— I'm no nature faker, 
but I am cunvlnced that aiirh emotloiie 
aa aaticliiation, atippliratlc);), aatlafac- 
tion, Kurpriao al^eutlun not only 
live in the brcusta of the feathered 
Iribo but that the outward expreaalun 
o f those eniutiona is mirrored In the 
tiny fares of the birds."

This declaration by Clinton O. Ab- 
b«tt. a well-known scientist of New 
York, caused a stir amoug members of 
the twenty-flfth annual conKi'cas of 
American ornitholoitsts at the Acad­
emy o f Natural Sciences the other 
day.

With tbia declaration as the keynote 
o f one of the most notable addresses _ 
ever dellvfired on the subject. Dr. Ab-  ̂
bott dashed ulain the scene a photo-; 
graph showing two small sparrows' 
with the mother bird upon the limb of j 
a tree.

“ While I was at I »n g  Island I ar-l 
ranged, early one morning, my cam j  
era so that It would face a limb of a 
tree In which I knew the sparrows 
ahown in this picture made their 
home," said Dr. Abbott. " I  attached 
a lung string to the press bulb, and 
then, with this in hand, bid mytfelf In 
some distant shrubbery. The two 
younger birds appeared and shortly 
after the mother, pluming her wings 
aa If for flight. A  monieat afterward 
she flew Into the woods and I got a 
photograph of the little ones awaiting 
her return. Their bills were open, aa 
you see them In the picture, and there 
Is uo one who will not agree with me 
that anticipation ia clearly evident 
In the posture and ia their bills sad 
tiny faces.”

There was an outburst o f apptaiiae 
after the audience had taken in the 
details of the picture

“ l.ater," Dr. Abbott continued, "I 
gut a picture o f the birds after the 
feeding. Tbe mother had returned 
with food for one In her bill. On the 
face of the unfed one was an expres 
Sion o f disapiiointmcnt ”

This picture w m  flashed on the 
a<Tct'n.

“There," he continued, "you can see 
the little one still cfying for food. 
The uKithsr left again and returned 
with food for the other, in artother 
picture I have the two satlafled 
youngsters on the Uuib and tbe mother 
as saiisfled on the nest."

This picture waa shown, and In the 
pause there was another enthusiastic 
deni >i\^matlon from the audience.

•'All the emotions I speclfled." said 
Dr. AbboU, “ are shown on the faces 
o f the btrda I placed a atutfed owl 
in a tree ueae the nest of a catbird, 
and then waited until morning to see 
the expression on the bird's face at 
the sight of the stranger. In the morn- 
lug the catbird came out, looked 
qiilsr.lcally at the owl, completely sur­
prised at the presence o f a possible 
enemy. He then made all kinds of 
noise with his wings sud mouth to 
scare the owl away. .After each e f­
fort at scaring there was a look of at­
tention on the fare of the catbird. 
And that look ia photographed before 
you.

"Next day,” Dr. Abbott continued, "I 
took the owl away, then I diacovered 
that the catbird had two young ones 
In a neat. They were permitted to 
come out on tbe limb of the tree, and 
I got In another picture the look of 
Belf-satisfactlon upon that ratblrd'a 
face "

MANY ALIENS LEAVING
FEAR OF HARO W INTER DRIVES 

FOREIGNERS HOME.

Immigration Official Says Men Out of
Work Can Live More Cheaply In 

Europe Than In the United 
States.

Washington.— Anatyala of the causes 
of the recent marked exodus of aliens 
from the I'nited Sistes Is contained In 
an Interview given by T. V. Powderly, 
chief of the divialoa of Immigration. 
Mr. Powderly. who was formerly a 
prominent labor leader, is tbe ofllcial 
who Ip trying to divert immigration to 
those parts of the I ’ nited States where 
It will do most good, and on this ac­
count he has given careful study to 
the economic tendencies o f tbe for­
eigners who come to the L'nitad States 
St the rate of 1,000,000 annually.

“ Several causes combine to bring 
about the eastward march of the 
aliens now leaving us." he said.
'Every year great nunil>ers of aliens 
return to their homes for the winter. 
The rallriiada. principally In the north, 
east and west, lay off men engaged In 
outdoor work and following this oth­
ers are thrown out of employment.

“These men find it desirable to re­
turn to their old homes for the win­
ter; they have the opiM>rtunlly to visit 
their friends and relatlvea and can 
live much cheaper there during the 
winter than here, for food and lodging 
are cheaper and the rlliiiatr Is not so 
severe.

“ In other years tbe exodus began 
the U tter part of October and con­
tinued up to Christmas, but this year 
the rush was accentuated by the finan­
cial flurry. And right here I pause to 
remark that those who imagine that 
our aliens do not read are somewhat 
in error, for those who cannot read 
have others to read to them, and they 
keep a sharp eye on the trend of 
events In thla country, so that when 
the pa|>ers aniiouneed under scare 
head lines that things were going 
wrong, these men, not trained to 
analyte the atatements. took alarm, 
and quite a number more went away 
than would have gone in other years.

“ Another cause is to be found in 
the fact that every four years preced­
ing the presidential election there is a 
tendency eastward on tbe part of the 
aliens. They hear so much said about 
the uncertainty of tbe presidential 
year that they prefer to take no 
chancea and go home for that year.

“ There Is still another cause for the 
return of Italians to their native land. 
The railroads of Italy are owned by 
tho government. Up to this year they 
were managed by private cori>orations 
to whom they were leased by the gov­
ernment. It WM found that they were 
not paying. The rolling stock was not 
kept In order and the maintenance of 
the schedules was not deemed Im­
portant. A consequence of all this was 
that trafllc fell off. no one traveled un­
less be had to and the railroad service 
became demoralited.

“ Now the govermnent has taken the 
railroads out of the hands of tbesa 
corporations and is engaged In the 
work o f reconstructing the entire rail­
road system o f the country. It Is es­
timated that about IIDO.OOO.AOO will be 
expended In the kingdom In bringing 
the railways up to a proper standard of 
etnciency, and Italy is calling her sons 
who have learned how to make good 
railroads in thla country back to Ihalr 
old homes.

“ So you aea that no alarm need be 
felt because o f the ebb in the tRie. 
There Is more work to do In this 
country than ever before. Thera is a 
necessity for more men and women to 
do It, and the first months of next 
year will see a return of aliena, who 
will be able to And remunerative em­
ployment In thin country."

BIO INCREABE IN CRIME.

New York Insurance Companies Con­
template Raising Rates.

New York.— More burglaries, lar 
cenies and thefts of all kinds have 
been committed In this city In the last 
80 days than at any similar period In 
its history.

A canvMs o f the managers o f the
burglary insurance business revealed 
an interesting condition of affairs. 
Several of these openly declared that 
so frequent bad robberies in this city 
become that It was a case of either 
abandoning business altogether or 
of a large Increase in rates.

Few persons realize the magnitude 
of the annual loss to New Yorkers by 
burglary and theft. To illustrate how 
serious this loss Is tbe burglary In­
surance Interests call attention to the 
fact that while the loss for 8,424 tires 
in this city In a single year has 
reached the total o f |‘J,8I6,000, there 
were in the same period :t5,289 rob 
beries, with flIS.Hf.I.OOO as the total 
value of the property stolen. The 
property recovered In these cases, or 
"salvage,”  as the insurance men call 
It, was a negligible quantity, ranging 
In some companiea from less than one 
per cent, to not more than five In the 
most fortunate.

MANICURED W AITERS ONLY.

New York Establishment Lays Down 
the Rule.

New York.— Rector’s Broadway ras- 
tanrant hM decreed that not only must 
its waiters be neat and well shaven, 
but that they shall also be manicured. 
Tbe rule has gone Into eSecL and the 
proprietor says It will be imperative. 
Infractions will be pimlahed by fines 
or dismissal.

Mr. Rector has agreed to maintain a 
well-equipped maaicure parlor, where
all his 75 waiters may have the Job 
done.

It is understood that they will ra 
quest particular attention to the dex­
ter hand or tbe one which usually re­
ceives tip.

Mr. Rector amid that tbe idea Is not 
original with him. “ Why, It has been 
the custom in France for years." he 
declared. "A t the best reetaurants 
there patrons expect to see tbe nails 
o ( waiters properly manicured. They 
are able to keep tbeni ia the best con­
dition, too, because they are not re­
quired to enter the kitchen to get food, 
as in thla ooantry.

' lx)a Angeles, Cal.-^rlkiwn in the Cali­
fornia desert, 150 ^ullea from Dos 
Angeles and arouivd lh « spur of a 
muuniaia, la a little valley owned by a 
canny Bc,otrbman. Ut. Murray. The 
ducti>r has brought tbe water fruni tbe 
mountains near by and has created an 
“uaais in tbe deaert." He has about 
ten acrea In orangea and alfalfa, and 
nothing could be mure pleasant to the 
eye. after ranging over a sandy waata, 
than thla charming valley.

An Indian reaervatiuu adjoins tbe 
doctor's ranch, and from them bs 
leases for 1100 per annum a rare 
aprlng. The pool formed by this 
spring Is about as large as a good 
sized room and ia covered by a rude 
shack. Tbe uniform temperature of 
the water Is 100 degrees, and It U 
said to have many haaling prupertiee.

When a peroea first enters this pool 
his feet strike a soft, sandy bottom, 
and he la apparently In watar about 
I I  Inchaa deep. A ll at once a ripple 
goes over the surface, mack aa If a 
stone had been thrown la. and near 
him he notices the sand bM opened, 
disclosing a hole as large as t ^  cir­
cumference of the body, but how deep 
one is afraid to think.

Hut tbe doctor calla there is no d a »  
ger and he takes bla life la bla hands 
and plunges In. Down he goes up to 
his neck, and, fearing a qulckaand, he 
calls out to the doctor, but he, smiling 
imperturbably, bids him keep quiet 
and wait results.

Presently he feels a soft impact up­
on the soles of his feel, and slowly hut 
irresistibly he feels himself being 
forced to tbe surface. Within the space 
o f three minutes be ie again standing 
in 18 inchaa of water, and the bole 
has disappeared, only to appear a few 
feet further on. He hMtens to tL 
plunges in. and again be sinks to hla 
neck aa before. Only one hole la 
formed at a time, and between the 
closing of one and tbe appearing of 
anoiber there is an interval of about 
fire minutes.

In thla wonderful bath one does not 
require any brush or soap, but when 
he comes out his skin is smooth and 
spotless, here and there appearing 
u|KMi his body minute si-ales of silica 
After dashing a bucket of cold water 
over himself he feels wonderfully In­
vigorated and refreshed People corns 
hundreds of miles to bathe in this 
healing water, and If tbe doctor could 
only move thie spring to Ixie Angeles 
he could make hia fortune In a few 
years The Indiana 4the Mission tribe) 
attach great value to the water and 
use the overflow,of the pool fur bath­
ing and drinking purposes.

particular persons for the influence of 
early training and association Kx 
ceptlons are therefore, too numerous 
to lay down any poaitive rule, still. It 
la safe to say In general that a man's 
intellectual development Is largely de 
ternilned by the extent of hla tndulg 
ence In profanity No one. Indeed, 
doubts Its wide prevalence at the prea 
•nt time Rut compared to the prac­
tice of rhe pair It haa been steadily, 
even If tlowly. diminishing for cen 
lurles This does not prove that men 
are tieller morally or Intellertually 
than they were It d»ea show, however, 
that there exists now a higher aver­
age of culilvailon. which renders the 
habit distasteful u> tucreaslngly large 
numbers.
