Or a mixture o f red rust 
proof oats and hairy vetch can lie 
cut for hay May 1 to May 1.5, leaUng 
a long stubble, with little chance for 
the vetch to reseed the land. Or a 
mixture of turf oat.s and vetch can 
be cut for grain tripe oats and ve|,-h 
.seed) June 
enough ripe vetch and m l i ;;,st proof, 
oats ’.'an be cut for gniin when om r . 
ripe and partially scattered early In 
June, thus reseeding the land.

Vetch seed falling on the ground 
In May or June remains sound and 
comes up in August or September 
without any need to plow the land. 
Meantime a summer * rop o f drilled 
or broadcast cow peas, .-orghum. late 
corn. etc., can be grown

If vetch Is grazed, the stock should 
ho removed t>y April 20 to permit re­
seeding. All summer crops grown 
after a good stand of vetch are well 
fertlll-xed by the nitrogen In the vetch 
vines and stubble. The vetch plant 
anil vetch stuliblc are about as valu­
able as fertilizer as ni'e the cow pea 
plant and cow pea stubtde. Vet< h 
affords exceedingly nutritious grazing 
an*l hay that has proved equal pntinil 
for pound to wheat bran and a little 
better than <’ow pea hay.

THE RECORDS PILIN6 UP

Secretary Cortelyou W a n t s  a  Build- 
ioK Erected to Hold Them.

At Present Uncurrent Filee Are fleet- 
tered All Over Washingytn—Coete 

$86,000 Per Year Retital.

Washington, Mar. 11.— Secretary ol 
the Treasury Cortelyou Tuesday trans­
mitted to congress a recominendatioc 
fur an apprupriatlon for tbe ereotlou 
of a hall of records In Washington "In 
which tile uncurrent flies of the vari­
ous executive deiutrlnienta and other 
branches of the government may he 
stored."

The secretary called attention to the 
fact that tbe erection of auch a buikl- 
liig has been agitated for many years 
and that a slle has been secured by 
tbe goverunient in this city.

“ The necessity for some atnicture of 
the character described occurs con­
stantly,” said the secretary. "An  In- 
vsstlgation made In 1906 showed that 
■ he niet then on hand In all the build­
ings under control of the treasury de- 
Itartmeut in Washington and In spaces 
renteil exclusively therefor, occupied 
over ane million cubic feet of apace 
and that the flies were accumulating 
at the rate of J.*>.000 cubical feet |>er 
annum. The condition of these iincur- 
rent flies Is precarious in the ex­
treme. In many Instances they are 
unprotected In any way from depreda- 
Mon. Some of them are stored in rent­
ed buildings, which are not lire proof. 
-All the available simce in the bullJ- 
Inga nnder the control o f the depart­
ment Is now ucrupled. as well as much 
si>ace In XMher buildings for which an 
annual rental o f tKS.Ouo la paid. In 
most Instances these flies pertain to 
qiwstious of great importance, and 
they have been accumulating since the 
organisation uf the government.”

liis dismissal. Senator Warner pre­
sented the report of the committee 
on behalf o f the majority, and Senator 
Foraker the views of the minority.

The tallowing is the text o f the pres­
ident's message.

"On December 12, 1906, the secre­
tary of war by my direction Issued 
the following order:

“ Applications to reeulist from for­
mer members of companies II., C. and 

Twenty-fifth infantry, mho were d ie  
charged under the provisions of spe­
cial orders number 266, war depart­
ment. November 9, 1906, must be made 
in writing and be aicooipanled by 
such evidence, also la writing, as the 
applicant may desire to submit to 
show that he was neither implicated 
In the raid in liromnsville. Texas, on 
the night of August 13. 1906, nor with­
held in .any evidence that might lead 
to the discovery of the i>erpetrators 
thereof."

Proceedings were begun under this 
order, but shortly thereafter an inves­
tigation was directe<l by the senate 
and the proecedliigs uniler the order 
were stopped. The senate committee 
intrusted with the work has now com­
pleted the lurestigatisn and finds that 
the facts u|H)n which my order of dis­
charge of November 9. 1906 was based 
are substantiated h r the evidence. 
The t•sllll■ony secnred by the com 
mittee la therefore now available and 
I deslrs to receive the order o f Decem­
ber 13, 1906, and to have It carried 
out In whatever shai>e may be neces- 
aary to achieve the purpoae therein 
set forth, any addltj^njil^fvldence be­
ing taken which may be*^of aid In the 
ascertainment o fth e  truth. The time 
lliiiit during which It was possible 
to re-lnstate any Individual soldier 
in hccordance with the terms of this 
order has. however, expired. I there­
fore recommend the passage of a law 
extending this time limit so far as the 
aoldlcrs concerned are affected, until 
a year after the iiassage o f the law 
and permitting the reinstatement by 
direction of the president o f any man 
■who In his judgment shall appear not 
to  be within the class whose discharge 
waa deemed necessary In order to 
maintain the discipline and moral of 
the army.

FLEET NEARIN6 THE 6 0 U

Within Legs Than One Day's Run 
of Magdalena Bay.

Is Expected to Communicate News of 
Its Arrival to Naval Wireless 

Station at Point Loma.

San Diego. Cal., M ar.' 13.— The 
American Itaitleship fleet was Wednes 
day alght less than two hundred miles 
south of Magdalena Kay, Lower Cali­
fornia, aad should put Into that Island 
protected harbor late I'hui'sduy after 
noon. So  reitort of the arrival will be 
available, however, even for the depart­
ment at Washington, until some time 
during Thursday night or Friday 
morning. The navy wireless station 
.at Point l-oma, which is equipped with 
the strongest instruments and is in 
charge o f the most capable of the 
navy's oi»erators, has never been able 
to conimiinicate with a vessel at Mag­
dalena Kay until well after the setting 
of the sun. The best work is after 
mid-ulght. It Is explained that the 
light waves during the day oveircume 
the other impulses of the wireless in 
long distance efforts and that com- 
luiinicatlou by Jay seldutn is main­
tained over a space of more than four 
huadred miles Magdalena Kay Is 620 
miles in an air line from Kan l>iego.~ 

The Point Loma wireless station, 
which is just across an arm o f the bay 
from this city, was in communication 
with the fleet Wednesday morning 
and had again exchanged signals with 
the flagship Connecticut late Tuesday 
night. The exact poaition of the ves­
sels was nut indicated In the earlier 
dispatches which were o f a strictly 
confidential nature and in cipher, but 
the ships are sa'd to be maintaining a 
I0<t-knot s|>eed and this, it is esti­
mated here, would briag them late 
Wednesday night to within less than 
two hundred miles from the .Magda 
lena goal.

Mar. 12.—The hearing 
of evidence in the trial of (Ituseppe 
Alia, charged with murder In killing 
Father Francis Loo H. Heinrichs at 
the altar In S t  Kliiabeth's Catholic 
church on tho morning of February 
Ji, last, was concluded Wednesday 
afternoon. The prlsunor himself was 
not placed upon the stand and the de­
fense called only two witnesses. Dr. 
.loseph Cuneo, formerly Italian consul 
in Denver aud Dr. Baron Custavu 
Tostl, the present local representative 
of the Italian government. Both testi­
fied as physicians, although Dr. Cuneo 
acknowledged he was not an expert 

N>n mental diseases. Me testified that 
he had not had time to form an opin­
ion on the sanity o f the prisoner while 
Dr. Tost! believed Alia insane from 
the aimple fact he had killed his vic­
tim without a motive.

S o  evidence that Alia was an an­
archist or that he had ever been a 
member of a society of any sort or 
even that he had been a reader o f 
anarchistic lllerature has been ad­
duced during the trial. Thursday 
morning the attorneys on both sides 
will make brief arguments and the 
Judge will deliver his instructions. It 
Is expected the case will go to the 
jury by noon Thursday at the latest.

Oppose the Aldrich Bill.
.New York. .Mar. 12.—The .New York 

board of trade and transiiortation un­
animously ailopted a re|K>rt opposing 
the Aldrich currency bill. The report 
held that the ineasure would entail 
three objectionable feattires: First, 
that it would put off Indefinitely furth­
er serious consideration of currency 
reforms; second, it would add an un­
wise provision to present Ttanklng 
methods In that It would Induce banks 
to Invest In real estate, county and 
municipal bonds; and third, that It 
would make the cost of placing cur­
rency In circulation so heavy that the 
bin would probably be inoperative.

Filipino Huts Burned.

The royal train drew inUi the station 
at 9 o'clock and its arrival was an­
nounced by the firing of salutes from 
the Austrian and Bpanlsh warships in 
the harbor. The big square outside 
the railroad station was lined with 
troops and the civil guard, who had 
difficulty in keeping back the surging 
crpwds. As the king emerged from 
the station, accompanied by Gen. Lin­
ares and the members of his person­
al suite In brilliant uniforms, he was 
warmly greeted. KinUlng his acknowl­
edgements to the plaudits of the peo­
ple. the king entered the royal car­
riage In waiting and escorted by a 
squadron o f cavalry he was driven 
rapidly to the Church of I.a Merced, 
w here a Te Detim was celebrated. A f­
ter the services the king repaired to 
the residence of the eaplsin general, 
which adjoins the church.

The young king had a gloiious day 
of bril'.iaut sunshine Tor his visit to 
this ancient city. The Jecoratioas 
wero niori profuse than at any time 
since the iaternational ex|iosltion. The 
public buildings bristled with the red 
and golden coh>rs of Spain, the city 
hali alone displaying 150 flags. .Many 
of the private resideuccs were dec­
orated and all the foreign consulates, 
<ucludlng that of the I'nited States, 
flew the Sp.iiiisU colors. The only dis­
cordant note ill the grneral brilliancy 
of the decorations were the flags of 
iiioiirniiig flying from the C'arlist clubs 
III memory of the men who lost their 
lives in the Carlist wars.

The carriage lu which King Alfonso 
and Premier .Maura rode was drawn 
by four horses, and followed by a niitn- 
her o f army and navy oITIcors in hand­
some iiniforiiis. As the king left the 
railroad station a party of Kuyallst 
students, cheering wildly atleuipted to 
make their way to the loyal carriage 
with the idea of uiihariiei>sliig the 
horses and dragging It themselves, 
but they were driven back by the civil 
guards. The iiopiilar demonstration 
continued throughout the short ride to 
the church of l.a Merceil, and when 
the king p.assed the aristocracy o f Bar­
celona, who had gathered in autimio- 
olles In the Paseo De Catalonia, was 
enthusiastically acclaimed.

After entering the residence o f Gen. 
l/lnares bis majesty appeared on one 
of the balconies and rovle'ved the 
troops of the garrison, who defiled 
through the Paseo De Colon.

At noon, aecompanied by Premier 
Maura and Mlnlstet of .Marine Fernan­
dez. the king waa present at the In­
auguration of the great enterprise fm 
the Improvement o f the streets of Bar 
celoi^a. The king In person, handled 
a trowel at ihn laying of the corner 
stone, which previously had been 
bles.sed by Cardinal Casanas. After 
this ceremony the roya'i party returned 
to the resilience of the captain gen­
eral acconi;i,iiiied by the acclamation 
of the crowd. .No single untoward In­
cident uiaired tho program of the 
day.

It is semi-olficlally Inllmated here 
that if no untoward Inrident mars the 
visit of King Alfonso to Burcclona. 
tho authorities will restore the consti­
tutional guarautees recently with­
drawn from that city and issue a de­
cree declaring political amnesty.

Waxhlngton, .Mar. 11.— That there 
are serious defects in the construction 
of American battle«hi|M was cbsrged 
Tuesday by ((aplaln C. McR Winslow, 
assistant chief of tbe bureau o f uavl- 
ratlon of the navy department, and 
Gunimander A. L. Key, former uaval 
aide to President Roosevelt. The for­
mer officer said the ships under Ad­
miral Kvans were all over draft when 
they left Hampton Hoads. Me defend­
ed Admiral Rojestvensky for taking 
tbe Russian ships into battle with the 
Jat>anese with full bunkers of coal, 
saying that the Russian commander 
could not have done otherwise for he 
did not know how far he would be 
compelled to steam. Commander Key 
attempted to direct the form of his 
own testimony and Incurred the dis 
pleasure of the committee on that ac­
count. He criticised the armor belt 
and the gun decks as being too low 
and the ammunition hoists unsafe. Me 
attempted to dispute the testimony of 
other officers, especlaRy Chief Con- 
strnctor Capps, but was not |»ermltted 
to do so. Ftnally the committee held 
an executive session at which it was 
decided that Key should be heard 
Wednesday, but that his criticism 
should be confined to shiits and not 
dlracted against officers.

Captain Winslow, who was the first 
witness In defending the Russian ad 
miral. used tbe fate of tbe Russian 
fleet as an illustration of the danger 
o f going Into action with the armor 
l>elt too fai’'iinder water. At the same 
time he said that the ships should 
carry at least two-tbirils their caiiacity 
of coal aud full ammunition and stores. 
Me said that twothirds supply of all 
stores would make all American bat­
tleships too low. and therefore the 
armor Ivelts Khoul<l be raised. Me 
could not slate the exact amount, as 
he said it would var.v on the different 

'ships.
Commander A. L. Key. formerly 

naval aide to tlie president, was the 
next witness. He had an experience 
similar to that o f ( ' iruiiianJ'-r Kims, 
the present naial aide. In that he was 
not permitted to follow his own in­
clination a.s to the form of presenting 
views. Me began by stating that he 
ha<l a duty to |>erforni not entirely 
agreeable, as his testimony would not 
be approved at the navy de|>artment 
Me sai(L he expected to show by com 
parison that there were defects In 
American ships as to the location of 
armor belts, the height of free board 
and the character of ammunition 
hoists aud that he would be compelled 
to point out ipacruraries in tbe test! 
mony of Rear Admiral Capps, chief 
constructor and some other officers 
who have been before the committee.

Chairman Male told the witness that 
he need not wa.ste time in rritici.siug 
the statements of other officers, nor 
In discussing defects in old types of 
ships, and instructed him to keep 
abreast of the times and follow the 
lines that had been laid down by the 
committee.

After a long discussion of procedure 
the witness took up the subject of 
armor belts. Me said the belts should 
not be placed around a fictitious water 
line, but should be located with regard 
to the actual line when a vessel is 
equipped for action. Me erltleised the 
sijeed tests of battleships and de­
clared that the vessels run so light 
that the test Id of no value In ascer­
taining the actual spe«d of a ves.sel 
when carrying full armament, crew 
and stores.

Washington, .Mar. 12.— President
Roosevelt Is asked by what authority 
of law he has exercised tbe functious 
of goverument In tbe l*anaiua canal 
tone since the date o f the expiration 
of the nftv-eighth congress in a reso­
lution in the house Introduced by .Mr. 
Harrison 4X. Y .)

Mr Harrison called attention to Sec­
tion 2 of the act to provide for the 
temporary government of the canal 
tone, approved April 28, 194)4, which 
reads as follows:

"That until the expiration of the 
flfty-elgblh congress, unlees provision 
for the temporary government of the 
canal tone be sooner made by con­
gress, all the military, civil and Judi­
cial powers as well as the power to 
make all rules and regulations neces- 
*ary for the government o f the canal 
toue and all rights, powers and au­
thority granted by the terms of said 
treaty to the I'nlted States, shall be 
vesie l In such person or persons and 
shall be exercisetl In such manner as 
the president shall direct, for the gov- 
I rument o f said xone and maintaining 
and protecting the inhabitants thereof 
in the free enjoyment of their liberty, 
•iroperty and religion.

"The fifty-eighth congress," said Mr. 
Harrison, "closed March 4. 194)5, with- 
mi having conferred upon the presi­
dent any authority to continue to ex­
ercise the government of the sons. 
The fifty-ninth congress similarly 
failed to empower him. a bill for that 
I'uruose. Introduced by Representative 
Wanger having died in the committee 
on foreign commerce. Notwithstand- 
inr these omissions tbe president has 
coniinued to direct the government of 
the canal xone the same a* If he had 
been vested by congress with the au­
thority so to do.

"1 think thr president's coucae Is 
open to criticism without malice and 
I think II Is enl'rely within the farts 
to say that bis course In acting with­
out aiithurity Is quite characteristic o f 
the man. It should be said, however, 
in the president's behalf that the ad­
ministration did call the attention of 
the fifty-ninth congress to the fact 
that no empowering art had been 
passed. Why this point was not heed­
ed I do not know, for I was not here. 
In my Judgment It is highly neces­
sary that congress take account of 
this peculiar situation and remedy 11 
at once. It Is possible that the prest 
dent's many and sometime* radlca' 
vct* In ronnecilon with the exercls' 
.if the xone government nee<l some of­
ficial ratification by congress: and cer­
tainly he should not be longer main 
talned In the position o f a ruler with­
out definite right to rule.”
