Flora Whitson swore on the witness
stand that ar agent of the Gerry so-
ciety had frightened her into mak-
fng the charges against Hitchcock. “He
threatened to take me away from my
home—to seprdte"me from my moth
er If | dido't tell that story,” sald the
girl in a sobbing volce when asked
why she had made the charges against
Hitcheock before the grand jury.

Flora Whitson was arrested on a
charge of perjury as she was leaving
the court room.

It has not yet been deterniined what
action will be taken on the remaining
fndictments against Hitcheock

The girl said the only person to
whom she had told the truth concern-
fng her relations with Hitchcock was
her stepfather, It was after the step
father had been called to the witness
stand and testified that the girl had
assured him that Hitchcock never had
fll-treated her that Mr. Garven moved
for the dismissal of the case.
