A string of Colorado feeders
direct to dealers, got in this morning
and these swelled the supply in the
stocker division to fair proportions.
Country demand the past few days
has been strong and indications were
that this supply would not long re-
main intact. With the advancing
tendency of fat cattle prices and near
approach of the grass season there
should be a continued active demand
for all cattle suitable to go into feed

Another Long Dime Added to Live
Pork Prices—Receipts Light.

The movement of hogs toward mar-
kets continues below expectation of
the trade and prices are rapidly work-
ing toward the $5.00 mark. Today
another big dime was added to prices
which are now the highest since the
middie of November last Recelpts
for the half-week at this point show
a sharp ralling off compared with a
week ago and at five points the 222
000 total for three davs is 26,000
under the record for same time last
week, although 20,000 more than a
year ago

-

Demand was active from the start
and sellers did not have much trouble
putting prices up another dime. In
fact, in some instances prices paid
were considered fully 10@15 cents
higher Trade was lively at the ad-
vance and noon saw the hogs pretty

well out of first hands. The advance
of today puts bulk prices right at 30
cents higher than one week ago and
bets are offered in hog trade circles
that the week will see the $5.00 mark
reached

Quality of offerings today was good

CAPT. HOBSON'S STORY 15 CONTRADICTED

Lawrence Spear Vice President of the
New Jersey Concern, Denied He Told
Mr. Hobson He Would Have Him
Appointed to House Naval Affairs
Committee.

Washington, Mar. 18 —~Lawrence
Spear, an employe of the Electric Boat
company was the prineipal witness
Tuesday before the Lilley submarine
boat inquiry committee, Representa-
tive Hobson of Alabama, testified be-
fore the committee several days ago
that Mr. Spear informed him that his
company would use its Influence with
the speaker to have him placed on the
paval commijttee, “If he stood right
on submarines.”

Mr. Lilley has filed with
mittee an unsigned communication
asking “that William Dulles of New
York city, and Robert MeFloy of Cold
Springs Harbor, N. Y., both formerly
directors of the Electric Boat company
resigned because of the amounnt used
for corruption, or for which they would
make no accounting.” be summoned.

Mr. Spear sald that he was one of
the vice presidents and the naval con-
structor of the company, He s a grad-
uate of the naval academy, having
served in the construetion corps and
relieved Mr. Hobson in charge of the
school of naval architecture at An-
napolls. He resigned from the naval
service July 1, 1902, and eantered the
service of the Submarine Hoat com-
pany.

Mr. Spear said that the last time
he had seen Mr. Hobson was at the
eapitol a month or six weeks ago. He
had gone to see him, he sald, at the
instance of Vice President Frost of the
Electric Roat company to give him a
friendly warning against another man
who was tryieg te Influence submarine

the com-

boat legislation,
It his testimony Mr. Spear denled
that he had told Representative Hob-

son that he would use his influence
with Speaker Cannon to have Hobson
appointed on the naval affairs com-
nittee, provided he was “right” on sub-
marines. Mr. Spear admitted he had
told Hobson's secretary that he would
assist Hobson in any way he could.

Referring to the actual conversation
with Mr. Hobson over the telephone,
Mr. Spear sald it was his impression
that Mr. Hobson called him up at his
hotel and said: “Spear, it Is not neces
sary for you to bother about talking
to me about submarine boats. I have
not changed my views, and there is no
necessity for posting mysell about
them.”

“l1 replied to him,"” continued Mr.
Spear, “that 1 was very glad he had
not changed his views.. I then asked
him how he was getting along with
his effort to be placed on the naval
committee. Mr. Hobson sald he was
sarnestly striving to get the place and

[ replied, “Well if there is anything I
can do to help you, let me know'. He
sald ‘There is nothing you can do.

Moreover, I would not want you to do

anything. Your counection with a com- !

pany that Is interested in the legisla-
tion would prove embarassing.’ I told
him I would be guided by what he
said.”
