Another Boost —mm Sales. at
Above $5.00 Mark.

The figure four has finally disap-
peared from the sales that represent
bulk of transactions in the live hog
trade, although it is yet to be seen
whether or not there is to be a return
to temporarily lower prices. It was
short work today establishing the
market at a dime above prices of the
previous day.

Supplies are continuing to run away
short of the previous week. Locally
the falling off for the half week has
been about 7,000, while at five points
there is an apparent shrinkage of
59,000 and this heavy falling off, to-
gether with rapidly advancing prices
for beef cattle has stimulated a lively
demand for hogs that has caused
prices to get away from packers. To-
day's market, with offerings carrying
a liberal proportion of light weights,
was lively from the start and the
finish was at strong point of the day
with hogs well out of first hands be-
fore the noon hour.

AMERICAN TYPEWRITER.

Washington, March 25 —The popul-
arity of the American typewriter in
other countries as well as the United
States, which {s shown in recent con-
sular reports published by the Bureau
of Manufactures. is further illustrated
by the figures of the Bureau of Statis-
tics showing the actual growth iin ex-
ports and the wide distribution of this
class  of American manufactures.
While the typewriter has been for
more than a quarter of a century an
fmportant feature of manufacturing
industries in the Unfted States and
considered indispensablé in its busi-
ness establishments, it was only a de-
cade ago, in the fiscal year 1837, that
the number exported became sufficient
‘to lead the Buréau of Statistics to
make a separate record of these ex-
portations and the countries to which
sent,  Prior to that date the machines
had been inchided u “the general
head of “other machinery.”"
