THE RUINS SWEPT BY FIRE

Details Not Obtainable Nor is the Re
port Fully Confirmed—Shocks
Were Felt Over a Very
Wide Area.

City of Mexico, Mar. 28. —Governo
Pamian Flores, the chief executive ol
the state of Guerrero, who is at pres
ent in this city, at nine o'clock Friday
evening received the first official ad
vices from the town of Chilapa, said
to have been destroyed in the heavy
earthquake shock which oceurred
Thursday night.

The message to the governor says
that while a number of the buildings
of the town were levglled to thy
ground, no lives were lost. The po

—

lice quarter and the mayor's office
were destroyed and the jail badly
damaged® Great flssures were made
In the streets and open fields.

Later returns from Chilapa show,
however, that the dispatch received by
Governor Flores was ultra-conserva
tive. The town was practically de
stroyed though no lives were lost
Most of the buildings that were ley- |
elled were residences.

Thirty-four shocks have bheen re
corded during the past 24 hours by
the seilsmograph at the national ob
servatory at Tabuysea. Most of these
shocks, however, were imperceptible
except to the delicate needle of th
Instrument.

In this city, a gendarme was killed
15 persons ‘were ‘slightly, and one|
fatally, injured by fallilng beams and!
walls.

MINERS 10 STRIKE

ALL THE COAL MINES IN SOUTH-
WEST DISTRICT TO CLOSE
TUESDAY,

MEN'S PROPOSITION IS TURNED DOWN

All the Mines In Kansas, Missouri,
Arkansas, Oklahoma and Texas Are
Affected—A Convention of Miners
Called for Kansas City On Monday—
35,000 Men Involved.

Kansas City, Mar. 28.—A general
strike of all the coal miners of Mis-
sourl, Kansas, Oklabomm, Arkansas
and Texas will begin Wednesday of
next week. Not less than 15,000 and
probably a great many more men will
be idle two months or longer because
of the strike.

The strike was ordered by Alexander
Howat, president of the Kansas dis-
trict, George Colvilie for the Missour!
distriet and John Mass, president for
Arkansas, Oklahoma and that part of
Texas which remains organized in
union mines. The order followed Im-
mediately on the serving of a letter by
the Southwestern Coal Operators’ asso-
ciation on the several miners’ presl
dents. The contract between the op
erators and the unions will expire next
Tuesday. The miners proposed that
they continue to work on the old sche-
dule while fixing 3 new one. The op-
erators answered they wounld not nego-

|tiate a new contract until all the min-

ers involved would live up to the terms
of the existing contracts
