The cattir trade made a very quiet 

a flniah for the week, only a few head 
were offered and theae were moatly 
holdovara of odda and enda. The 
market waa of the uaiial Baturday 
charactar and did net furnlah any 
rrltarlon upon which to Judse the 
future. While piicea for the week 
have declined aharply there has been 
a allffhtly k>etter feellno on cIo iIiik 
daya and It la likely that moderate 
reeelpta neat week may aee a check 
to this decline.

Final llEuraa on receipts for the 
week do not nhow that there waa 
any call, so far as number of cattle 
arriving were concerned, for a aweep- 
ing break in pricea. It haa been 
deroonatrated In recent yeara that the 
freah meat trade la touchy on the 
matter of labor diaturbancea and It 
la not Impuaalble that uneettled con* 
ditiona in the coal Aelda may have

The market for fat cattle haa been 
a declining one during tlio week and. 
In a general way, pricea are now 30 4} 
50c lower than high time with heavy 
end of the decline falling on about 
everything in the steer line except the 
very best grades.

The beat ateers here for the week 
sold at 14.85 and there have been few 
selling above 14.60 with bulk of all 
steers selling between 15.75 and 16 40 
with ordinary to fair light killers sell­
ing largely between 15.25 and 15.80, 
although Inferior lots have gone as 
low as 15.00 and under.

The quality of steers haa not been 
fully up to the standard— not as many 
well-flnished beeves as were noted last 
week and this should be taken Into 
consideration In comparison of prices.

COWS, mriatiS a v d  m i x e d .
Trade in butchers’ Btoc'k today was 

of inconsequentai volume and at un­
changed prices. Receipts consisted 
of a few small lots and these changed 
hands on a basis of late declines.

All classes of cows and heifers have 
sold on a lower basis this week. Good 
to choice grades were the strongest 
tellers, but these kinds are closing 10 
16 20c lower than a week ago. Scarcity 
was A sustaining factor in the market 
for these dassee. Medium cows and 
heifers were plontiful and a big con­
tingent of canner cows put In an ap­
pearance, attracted by the high level 
of pricea last week. Ruyers started 
a campaign Monday on the lower 
classes and throughout the week they 
mads persistent efforts to lower the 
price range. Medium butcher grades 
are off (1 9  40c, while the decline In 
eannera and certain kinds of cutters 
la 40980c and In cases 75c compared 
with the finish of last week. High 
frada coars and heUers and mixed

heifers and steers sold readily from  
day to day, but trade in the undesir­
able kinds ruled very siuaaUh ail 
neek. Cows selling at 14.50 9  6.15 
were scarce and heifers selling above 
15.35 were not plentiful. A lot of 
fanners sold in a range of 12 269 2.75.

Hulls were also included in the 
downward trend of cattle prices, the 
decline amounting to 15 9  26c for the 
week.

It was established In 1836 by 
Michael B. Myers, and In 1871 a 
brother of the present proprietor be­
came part owner, and the place was 
called Meckville.

In those early days the business of 
the place was tanning leather

In 1*79 Mr. Meek, the present own 
er, became proprietor of the entire 
village and postmaster, and has bee: 
holding the dual honor ever since.

The community Is thickly settle-’ 
and the young folks needed some em 
pjoyment other than work on th- 
large farms, and for months Mr. Meek 
studied how he could keep them P 
the neighborhood, so one day he drovi 
hair a dusen slakes on one of his cor 
ner properties and now It Is the site 
of an enterprising shirt factory.

Meckville Is near the Lebanon ebun- 
ty line, and across the border Mr. 
Meek has operated a creamery and 
canning establishment at Fredericks 
burg for 'years.

Doing all this keeps a proprietor of 
a village rather busy, and yet Mr. 
Meek finds time to travel, never 
misses a world's fair or exposition, and 
the Jovial Berks county prince ot 
county merchants always finds a min­
ute or two to pass a joke, whether 
speaking with friend or stranger.
