Yet, but for a 
child be would have died among the 
hogs, for one o f them, while passing, 
heard groans and called assistance.

He was born In Plymouth. England. 
IT years ago, and In hia early life was 
•urrounded by every comfort and lux
ary.

Me wee sent to adiool until he 
reached maabmid, when he matrlm- 
lated at T iia lty  eollege, Oxford. The 
prince of Walee. now King Edward of 
England, was a member of hla class at 
Trinity, where he himself sang in the 
ohoir and often appeared in solos to 
which tha young prince was a listener.

He did aot complete hia course at 
Trinity because of trouble he got Into 
with the school authorities, but he 
later studied at a Oerman university, 
whither he was sent by hls father, who 
at that time lived In Liverpool, and it 
was there that he floiahed hls educa­
tion.

According to the story he told Uie 
woman with whom he boarded In Dor­
chester, who knew him as a sign 
painter and who Identified him at the 
hospital, hls father married a second 
time. He took a dislike to hia step­
mother. In one of the son’s quarrels 
with the woman the father interfered 
and for hls troubls received a blow 
wrhich knocked him down. The boy, 
overcome by remorse, fled to America. 
Ha did not see tha couple afterward. 
He called blmaelf a tramp, though he 
waa brilliantly educated and a fine 
talker.

The passengers of the front car were 
thrown In a heap to the floor and 
some of them were dushetl against the 
windows, culting themselves badly. A 
panic followed in the four rear cars 
and a number o f men rais<d winilows 
and leaped out onto Ihe elevatnl 
structure, where they were in Ininil 
nent danger from the thlnl rail. The 
attendanta of the rear cars, however 
managed to get them buck Into ihi- 
traln before anybo.ly was Injured 
Ambulances and patrol wagona wero 
hurried to the scene from nearly all 
the iiollce stations on the South Side 
o f the city. Lieutenant Cronin and 
ten officers from the Fiftieth street 
station were Ihe first to arrive They 
found the passengers of the motor car 
pennevi in. and struggling to make 
their escape. M’lien additional help 
arrived the Imprisoned passengers 
were dragged through the shattered 
wlndow'B and carrk-d lu 'o  near'.-y real 
denees. while Ihe more seriously In­
jured were hurried to various hos­
pitals.

C. V Weston, geiieml manager of 
the company, aaiJ that the accident 
was caused by tbe motor casing of the 
front car ilmpplng to the track, and 
raising the trucks above the structure. 
"These motor « s t ln g s "  said Mr 
Wesiou. "are heavy, weighing st-veral 
hundrevi iiounda. The one on the front 
car ilropped down ami the rear trucks 
ran into It. .Vaiur.tlly it acted as a 
lever and raisoil ibo car from the 
tracks The impelua of the moving 
train shoved Ibis car off the si rue 
tore and It fell to the ground ilespite 
all that the laotnraiun could do to 
check It."
