Moderate Showing of Fed Steers Met

Steady Outlet. Nothing Fancy Here.

It will always be possible o a big
country Hke this to get an occoslanal
showing of fairly well-finished beeves, al-
though the kinds may be scarce in the
country. Yoday brought out a few loads
of passably good dry-lot steers, although
there was nothing prime or fapey offered.

The supplies of cattle at all poluts
were not large for a middle day of the
week, the five-point aggregate belag but
21,000 and making a total of 122000 for
the week to date agalnst 126,000 last week
and 165,000 for the like period last year.

Of the local supply about one-balf were
eredited to the range conuiries of the
wouth and southwest. Native and fed
steer offerings Included a falr showing of
good kinds of dresed beef and exports
While the offerings were of a falrly at-
traetive kind the buyers were a little slow
in getting Into action, indicating that the
heef demand Is not of a lively or argent
character. But while the business move-
went was slow the supply was taken on
a basis of steady prices compared with
earllfer In the week and considerably
higher than a week ago.

The best cattle here were a lot of Mis-
gouri fed steers, fairly well finished and

_ welghing around 1,350 Ibs. that sold at
$6.75. Other sales of fair to good light
and wedinm weights at $6.25@6.55 were
fully steady as to prices, although not
betng picked up as rapidly as earlier in

During middle hours of the foremoon
there were indications of prices weakening
off a little, but the bulk of supply seold
at full up to the advauce unoted. Hogs
that fell short of top quality sold up te
$6.65, but the range in prices was quite
wide, owing to the presence of so many
unattractive and immature light weights,

It is a time of year when lMght welghts
of attractive quality should be selling
well up toward top, If not outselling the
heavy weights, but country conditions all
season have favored selling hogs light
and unfinished, and the swooth medium
to strong weight still coutinue to be the
top seller,

Prices ranged from 8$0.420,@6.05, with
bulk selling at $0.0066.60. The bulk
yesterday sold at $6.45@6.55, a week ago
at $6.05@0.65, a month ago at $5.90@6.00,
& year ago at $6.10Q6.20, two years ago at
$6.45@6.52%, three years ago at $3.82%@
570, four years ago at $5.20605.205.

Arrvivals Mostly Directs—Market Holds
About Steady.

A run of 1200 sheep and lambs was
posted this moruing, but most of the

arrivals came direet to killers from out-
side markets and the salable supply was
Hmited to a handful of pative stufl,
principally lawmb». Not enough live mut-
ton is coming to this point to satisfy de-
wand and packers are obliged to go to
other polnts for their supplies. The high
level of wvalues prevailing here compated
with outside points should attract heavier

shipments to this market. Packers are
especially bidding for range offeriugs.
So fur this season no lambs from the

northwestern rauge have appeared on this
market and only a few sheep and year-
lings frem that quarter.

The supply at five points today aggre-
gated 23,200, an Increase of 2500 cowpercd
with Thursday of last week. It was a
brief session in the local sheep house this

mornlug. Demand was good and the
meager supply was quiekly bought up,
everything in the killer line changing

In Chili railroad construction on-the
cross-continental line, between Val-
paraiso and Buenos Ayres, has ad-
vanced so that a ride of four hours in
a stage is the only interruption in
a continuous railway journey from the
Pacific to the Atlantic ocean. The
Chilian congress also hat provided for
a longitudinal Iine paralleling the
coast, Peru is making great advances
in raflroad construction, and Ecuador
has joined in comstructing railways
following the general Pan-American
route. The transoceaunic line in Guate-
mala was opened for trafic in last
January, and Costa Rica is finishing a
line from ocean to ocean.

I
sprang to his rescue, and while trying
to release him he bit me savagely,
not knowing what he did from the tor-
ture he was undergoing.

“The pain from the wound was
awful. After releasing the little fellow
I hastened to a drug store and had the
laceration attended to, after which I
went home, In the morning I found
that I was unfitted for work. In view
of all the facts I believe 1 have a fust
claim for damages against the com-
pany.”

Later the matter was submitted to
the legal advisers of the company, and
it came back with a recommendation
that the man receive proper compensa-
tion for the injury he had suffered.

DESPERADOES RUN AMUCK

ELEVEN PERSONS SHOT DOWN IN
BOSTON SUBURBS.

Meg Are Believed to Be Two of the
Gang Engaged in Tues-
day’'s Moldup.

Bosion, July 23.—Eleven
were shot Wednesday night, three of
them probably fatally, by two des
peradoes wWho, on being pursued by
policemen and a crowd of citizens, fled
for two miles through a thickly set
tled district of Jamaica Plain, firing
madly right and left, and disappeared
in the woods near Franklin park
The men are believed to be two of
the gang of three who robbed a saloon
in Jamaica Plain Tuesday night after
shooting and killing one man and
wounding two others,

Mrs. Delia Fallon is one of the most
seriously injured of Wednesday's vie
tims. She was standing in front of
her home with her baby in her arms
when the two men, pursued by a
crowd, came down the sireet. As they
passed her one of them fired and the
bullet entered her head behind the
right ear. She was removed to the
city hospital in a eritical condition

Hrbert F. Knox of Roslindale, night
watchman at the Forest Hill cemetery,
and Edward MoMahon, a Dorchester
patrolman, each received a bullet in
the abdomen.

It 18 believed that the delpandoos
lay concealed in Calvary cemetery
Wednesday while the police were
hunting for them on account of Tues-
day night's holdup and revbery.

Robert E. Knox, the night watchman
of the Forest Hill cemetery, who was
shot In the abdomen by one of the
desperadoes, died at the Emerioun
hospital late Wednesday night. At
that time the condition of Patrolman
McMahon and Mrs. Fallon, two other
victime, was very critical, and it was
feared that they could not live through
the might,

The police surrounded Forest Hill
cemetery after learning that the fug-
itives had escaped from Franklin park.
Three hundred officers under the di-
rection of Superintendent Willlam H.
Pierce were strung around the out-
gide of the cemetery, while 100 more
alded by caleinm searchiights fur-
nished by the fire department ex-
plored the interior. The officers were
confident that they had the men dur-
rounded there,

Tragedy in a Ballroom,

New York, July 235.—In view of
more than 100 persons in the ball-
room of the Fort Lowry hotel at Bath
Beach, Loung Island, late” Wednesday
night John Hanna, 30 years old, shot
16-year-old Augusta Walz, with whom
he was in love, and Ralph Manz, 20
years old, with whom she was danc-
ing. When he saw his victims fall to
the floor he turned the revolver on
himself, firing a bullet into his head
and one into his breast. He died al-
most instantly.

Cincinnati to Have Holiday.

Cincinnatl, July 23.— By formal
proclamation, published Wednesday,
Mayor Markbreit has called on all
Cinecinnati citizens to observe Tues-
day, July 28, as a holiday in honor
of their fellow townsman, William H.
Taft, who will on that day learn that
he has been chosen by the Republi-
can national convention as that party’s
candidate for the presidency.

S8ays War Is Sure.

Panama, July 23.-—A prominent for-
eign consul now here, who lived for
many years in Central America, in-
formed the Associated press Wednes-
day night that he had received a cable-
gram stating that war had been de-
clared, or would be declared at any
moment, between Nicaragua and Hon-
duras against Guatemala and Salva-
dor.

Completed His Work.

Garvin, OK., July 23.—Released on
a writ of habeas corpus after arrest
on a charge of murdering J. A, Lamb
ten days ago Richard Warren Wednes-
day killed R. H. Smith, Lamb’s son-in-
law, and mortally wounded Lamb's
young son.
