ARRANGING PRELIMINARIES,

Selection of Camp Grounds For Great Fall
Tournament By Soldiers.

In the game of war five thousand men
would not coastitute much of an army.
Yet the movement of this number of men,
together with equipment to @t them for

the activities of war on short notice,
means more than the average civilian
would thiak for.

The war department of this country

knows what it means to move soldlers lo
large or small bodiles. In time of war
large bodies of men and fightiag equip-
ment are moved suddenly and without
preliminary preparation; the mea are
traloed to be in readiness for suddeo
movement. In & time of peace armies are
not moved withont some preliminary
preparation,

In the instance of moving 5000 soldlers
together with 3,000 cavalry and artillery
horses to St. Joseph, Missouri, in Sep-
tember for a wmilitary tournament, complete
preparation is being made ahead of time.
When the soldiers leave the several forts
at which they are stationed, to concentrate
at 8t. Joseph, the commanding officer
of every detatchment of troops will know
by c¢hart just where to march his men
when they arrive at the camp grounds
in the southern outskirts of tlie eity.

The detalls of locating camp and ar-
ranging for the accomodation, comfort
and health of the 5000 men was reposed
in Captain E. L. King of the Second U. 8.
Cavalry, now stationed at Fort Des Moines,
lowa.

Under orders from the commanding
officer in the forthcoming tonrmament,
Captain King arrived in St. Joseph a few
days ago, where he at once proceded to
select a site and lay out a camp of suf.
ficfent magnitude to accomodate the five
thonsand men who will be assembled.

The camp has been selected in the Lake
Coutrary grounds at the soutbern Imits
of the city and Is one of the most ideal
camp groonds in the state of Missourl.
The camp as selected and laid out em-
braces upward of one hundred acres of
land, taking In the Lakeside Driving park,

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WINDFALL FOR PEOPLE OF POR-
TUGUESE VILLAGE,

—

Hidden Plunder of Long-Forgotten Sea
Banditti Revealed Through the
Encroachments of the At
lantic Ocean on Coast.

The inhabitants of Paradelha, a tiny
fishing village on the Portuguese coast
some distance south of Lisbon, have
been growing rich of late on what
seems to have been the hiddea plun-
ger of some long-forgotten pirate band
Some of them have gathered in as
much as $1,000 worth of treasure.

That part of the coast of Portugal
fs suffering from the encroachments
of the ocean. Many houses have been
undermined in the last few years and
have had to be abandoned.
