There it not only a multitude of breeds, 
but many clas^lficatlons of tbe different 
registered biv#*ds Draft hor**es are 
classltlcd as IVrcherons, Norfolks. Hhlres, 
Cly4leadales aud Belgians, and w'blle a eon- 
Doisiw*ur could tell a draft horse from a 
Sbetlntid pony, be might not be able to 
sele«’t the tiest animal of any one draft 
cl.is«.

Whnt Is true of draft hor'**‘« app!it*s 
with etiual fone to the Judging of light 
harmss classi's, and the stweral elasslflcs- 
tlons of cattle, sheep and swine. The fact 
that a man Is an expert breeder or d4‘ab'r 
in one class i)f live strx-k d<M's not ne<*es- 
sarily qualify Mm to Judge other bnvds 
or classes of stm k. Tbe Judge mtist have 
had extende4| ex|H‘rlcnce In tbe clASs«*a of 
stock over which he Is to prt'slde In 
awarding prises.

Lire stock expositions hare Increased 
enormously In tb<* last score of years and 
the animals to Ik* Jndgetl hare marvelously 
multiplied. A preuiltiin means much to a 
bnH'der, ns It euipbnslx«'s the high quality 
of bis sto<‘k aud aids him lu uegotattng 
sales. The exhibitor N anxious that Ills 
entries shall l>e InsptN’ted by an expt'ri 
official, ns the Htuudliig of the Jiidgt* has 
much to do lu estimating the vnine of tbe 
awards.

Tbe question of whether one man shall 
Judge a elnsslficatlon or three men offlelatc 
In the show ring Is an o(m*d one, for both 
have tbeir advantages. In large classes 
two men could work in tbe lnsp«*rtlon and 
the third member art as refere in case of 
disagreement. In saddle or harness classes, 
in particular, where tbe Judges personally 
ride aud drive the entries, tbe Judging 
could be abbreviated by the work of two 
officials, but In cnttle, swine and sheep 
one Judge <*onld fill tbe position.

At large lire stock expositions Judges 
are recogotaed as prof4'sslofials and receive 
reasonniile remtineratlon for tbeir services. 
The position Involves the ex|)ense of mile­
age, hotel fsre and loss of time and the 
Judge la entitleil to reeoiup<>nse for his 
services. Ot't-aslonally a wealthy atoek- 
man will donate bis services to promote 
ll\*e sti>ck hnshandry. but tbla should l>e 
a personal coiitrlbntlon of his salary to 
the assiK'latloD employing hla aervicet. 
Hood Judges an* entitled to fair eompen- 
aatlon and agricultural associations can 
rm'onrage hlgh-clasa sf*rvlce by paying 
reasonable aslarlea to offlclala. Ao offl4‘lal 
should not be an exhibitor or financially 
inten'steil In tbe entrlea be Judges.

Hearsboro, la.—Tbe all-absorbing sub­
ject of conreriMitloo Is the corn crop. 
Even the present political fight Is over­
shadowed. From the MlnnesiUa state line 
down here to the c'dge of Mahaska county 
the writer has been a elose obserrer and 
listener. A pecuillar condition exists. Old 
farmers aay their corn stalks were never 
before so green on this date, I’orn is still 
growing. Within sight on these hills near 
town the corn fields are as green and 
luxuriant aa generally lo July. No brown 
busks on the ears, no dead corn stalks, 
bnt great, tali corn stalks with monstrous 
big green covered ears hanging down. 
But a fanner here says under these gr**en 
husks the corn is turning yellow and In 
Borne cases dented, and safe from frost. 
Nevertheleaa this Is a fair statement of 
eondifTona from berv north. Along here, In 
tbe central portion of the atate, corn 
**Beeds** two or three* weeks more of good 
W(*ather to make sound corn. A hundred 
miles north, frost before Oct. 1 will make 
conablerable soft corn. Further north 
only a phenomenally late frost will save 
the crop from being soft. Aud If all of 
these conditions are fvailxc.*d favorably tbe 
c'orn crop rec*ord of tkia part of the state 
will be broken.
