CROPS GROW WITHCJi^T HAIN.

DECENT DISCOVERY IS OF UNI­
VERSAL INTEREST.

Samaritan Varalon of tha Book of
Joahua Difftra in Some Waya 

from tha Incldanta aa Told 
In tha Bibla.

Mention waa made by cable the 
Mher day of the dlacovery of Ur. Moaee 
Caster, tha Hebrew acbolar and anti 
quartan, of the Samaritan vvraion of 
the Cook of Joahua. A few daya ago 
Ur. Qaater described to tha members 
of the Royal Asiatic society how he 
discovered this book, which had been 
lost S.OOO years. This remarkable vol­
ume agrees with and yet differs mate­
rially from our Bible version and 
among other things it furnishes a new 
version of the fall of the walls ot 
Jericho.

The new book starts with a definite 
date of the era of creation, the yeai 
ST94 from tha creation being given ar 
the date of the death ot Moses, and 
from that year starta the new calcri 
latlon of the JuhJIee. That, Dr. Caster 
eaplalned, waa omitted from the Bible.

It then describes how Joshua was 
commanded to proceed to the entry of 
the Promised Land. Joshua ordered 
the counting of the people, which also 
did not a|i|>ear In the Bible.

Then It slates that tha spies weut to 
Jericho and on their return gave a re 
port to Joshua and the High Priest 
Mleazar. They crossed the Jordan, 
preceded by the ark. and put up the 
atones In Oilgal. but there was no 
mentlou of the "reproach of Egypt.**

A new story Is given of the sin of 
Achan. This differs from the Bible 
accounL In the latter Achan Is stated 
to have stolen a mantle. According to 
the new b<iok he stole a golden idol 
from a temple and hia guilt was dis­
covered by the stones no the breast- 
piece of the high priest getting dim 

r and losing their luster when tha name 
of the guilty man was pronounced.

The story of the stratagem of the 
capture of Al Is related, but no men­
tion Is made of Joshua holding up the 
lance. The Dlble, by the way, says 
that Joshua sent 30,000 men against 
Al, whereas the new tMX>k says that 
he tent only S.OOO.

In tha fight with tha combined 
forces o f the kings there Is nothing 
told In the Ramarltan version of 
Joshua's Invocallna to the sun to stand 
still on Cldeon aud the mooo In the 
valley of .\jalnn. The history pro­
ceeded!, said Dr. fiaster, on the same 
lines as the Bible until the division of 
the land among the nine tribes and a 
half.

One of the most Interesting stories 
In the book describes bow Joshua was 
saved before Jericho. The Version 
goes that the two and a half tribes re 
turned Ix-yond the Jordan with King 
Nubah app«>lnl<'d over them Joshua 
waa attacked by King Hhobach. and 
hla army trapped or encircled b> 
aevtn walla of Iron made by the wlx 
arda and enchanters In the service ot 
Bhobacb.

Joahua prayed to God A dove came tr 
him, be tied a letter to Ha wings, ant* 
it bore the message to King .N'obah 
who, with his tribes, came to Jothua't 
rescue. Tbtt priest Pbineas blew s 
Iriinii et ouce, the walls fell down, am 
Joshua defeated Shubacb.

Many of the points wherein the Ba 
marltan text differed from the Bibl< 
were fotind also In .Tosephua, and als. 
In other Jewish rabbinical writings, s 
further proof that Josephus did nol 
Invent the legends, as he was sup­
posed to have done. Tbs original ol 
the newly-tfscovered Hebrew version 
Dr. Oastar said, must have been com 
posed at lesal 300 years before Christ

Dr Oaster, chief rabbi of the Span 
lab and Portuguese .Tews In England 

’- '  has been eloaelr connected with thr 
Samaritans for many years, and when 
In Samaria had free access to theli 
libraries. While he was visiting Na 
blue last year the high priest gave bin 
a manuscript which proved to be t 
chronicle or brief history of the Hu 
maritans from the entry of the Chll 
dren of Israel Into Palestine unde- 
Joahua up to the present lime. Fron 
the verger he received another nianu 
script, almost Identical with that 

'  which the high priest had given him.
At first he did not pay much alien 

tion to It, but a careful examinatioi 
convinced him that It was an authenti 
copy of the old Hebrew original I 
must, he considers, have been regart 
ed by the Samaritans as a book of at 
thorlty, for the calendar started frc 
tbe indications In It. It could not hnv 
been translated from the Oreek, b 
cause It agreed entirely with th 
Hebrew, while the knowledge of t) 
Hebrew language among modern Si 
maritans la very limited.

Hew tha Syrian Peasant Makes Use ef 
tha Meiat fiubsoil.

In Syria and Palestine from the be­
ginning of April until October there la 
practically no rain, yet in July the 
fields teem with a vigorous growth of 
watermelons, tomatoes, cucumbers, 
etc., all nourishing without artificial 
watering, although at that time no 
rain has fallen for many wseka.

In fact the Syrian peasant, from the 
moment bis seed has been sown, prays 
that no rain may fall. During the 
period of growth uf a crop the surface 
of the soil to a depth of six or eight 
Inches Is perfectly dry and loose. Be­
low this surface layer will be found 
moist soli. In which the roots extend 
and grow vigorously. In this moist 
subsoil plants continue to grow until 
late autumn. When the crop Is re­
moved in the autumn the rains com­
mence and the land is plowed after 
each heavy rain as soon as tbe soil 
begins to dry.

Two primary objects are kept In 
view In plowing—to furnish a favor­
able surface for taking up all the 
water and to prevent Us upward evap­
oration from the lubsull. The great 
point le to keep the upper six Inches 
of soil perfectly loose -and friable, so 
that the nioleture from below is not 
drawn upward and lost in avaporatlon, 
but does not ascend higher than tbe 
compact subsoil that is not broken up 
by the plow. For this reason the plow 
Ing is shallow, averaging from four to 
six Inches In depth.

When the time for sowing tbe ee«>d 
arrives the land la plowed to a depth 
of about six Inches and the seed Is 
sown from an arrangement attached 
to the plow, falls on the damp sub 
soil and Is covered by the soil closing 
over behind the plowshare. From this 
time the up|ier stratum ot loose soil 
prevents the escai>e of moisture up­
ward beyond the wet subsoil on whirb 
the see<lB rest and Into which their 
roots after the process of germination 
spread.

VIKING FUNERAL SHIP.

Discovery of Strange Craft Said te 
Be 1,1C0 Years Old.

Paris.—An Iniere.rting conimiiaha- 
tkm boa been mnrie to the Academic 
dw* Inscription* el Helle* Ia*tlres of 
Pari* by .Mr. (inhrlel fliisiafscn, the 
enratur of the ChiirlUnia museum, 
ooiiceining the receut discovery io 
Norwnv o f a Viking funeral ship at 
l**aal I.IUU years old

Its niorluary chamber contalneii the 
bones of two women, who. Judging 
from the size of the craft and the 
elaborateness of Its apimintments. evi­
dently belonged to a noble and wealthy 
family. The vessel, which Ih 70 feet 
long and 18 feet 8 Inches broad, wa.-- 
dug out of a tumuliis !i«» miles from 
the shore.

A large and exliemely valuable col­
lection of historic reniain* wa* found 
In the ship, iaoluding a four-wheeled 
chariot, richly and quaintly decorated; 
four sledges, three of them curiously 
carved; several beds, lintel*, a mill, 
spinning wheel* and a variety of kitch­
en utensils.

One theory is that the second wom­
an wa* a slave condemned to accom­
pany her mt*lre*s In her last sleep. 
The ship and It* strange cargo, which 
constitute one of the most important 
archaeological And* ever made In 
Scandinavia, after being carefully re­
stored, will be placed In the Christiania 
niuaeum.

patrtotir aoags In hoaor of tbe preal 
dent

Mr. Roosevelt bad not met Mr 
Jayne, hnd never even heard of him. 
blit aa be came up he said In hia char 
BCterisllc, hearty manner?

I miKht have known an old soldier 
lived here. ,\o one elae would have 
arranged auch a patriotic demonstra 
Uon "

When Ihe two men were Inirodnced 
the president nuticod that Mr Javne 
extended hla left hand

"What la the matter with your right 
arm?" he asked

The old soldier replied that It waa 
shattered by a bullet at tbe battle of 
Bhilob. that the elbow was atiff

” I>n you get a pension?" was the 
next query, and then: "How much?"

“ Don't you know,' asked Mr Rooae 
valt, when he had learned the amount, 
“that If your right arm had been am 
putated above the elbow you wonM 
receive a much larger peoalon?”

Mr. .fayne knew It.
The president continued:
“ So you have au arm and you have 

not an arm. What you liave is use- 
loas and you ought to get as large a 
pension as If yon didn't have It. Now, 
I don't regulate the pensions, bnt I 
name the men who do, and I am go­
ing to use ray Influence to get you the 
pension you deserve.”

The president did not forget his 
promise. Before he left he asked Mr. 
Jayne if be had any pension blanks, 
and receiving an afflrmative reply, ob­
tained one of them.

The next Sunday Mr. Jayne went to 
church with hit family. Mr. Roose­
velt waa there and, seeing Mr. Jayne 
on the other aide of tbe buUdlug. went 
over to him at once.

“ I sent the blank to Washington,”  
the president said, ‘‘and yoa caa now 
be expecting your Increase."

The letter to the late Juba W. Jayne 
was written Immediately after this last 
eonversatloB, no It does not record the 
change, but nay oae who knows Mr. 
Roosevelt's peachaat fov getting things 
done may easily guess that Mr. Jayae 
ta drawing a paasloa foe the arss 
which lost Ha iiaefnhtes* at Rhiloh.

being sued by the government. The 
merits of that suit will b « determined 
in due I oiirse of judicial procedure.
I have always been a loyal supporter 
of the Republican party both in state 
and nation and I am not willing 
to be tn any wise the means of bring­
ing odium on the party organisation, 
however unfounded. I may deem such 
criticism to be. I therefore respect­
fully lender my resignation as a mem­
ber of the executive committee and as 
a director of the speakers' bureau, 
fully appreciating the great courtesy 
which 1 have uniformly received at 
the hands of yourself and niy other 
B8*o<'iates. Yours very truly, T. C. 
DuPont."

Ur F\>ster traced the history of the 
bubonic plague from Its start In India, 
where, ha said, upward of I.OOO.ObO 
people have died Dom it. “ We have 
the sailsfartlon," said the apeaker, "of 
believing that It can never attain euch 
severity in this country; not that 
there is anything In our climate that 
precludes iL or that Ameri.'wns are 
immune, but because o f our better 
modes of life, more sanitary houses 
and a greater fre«'<lom from vermin."

IVecIaiing that if the Infection has 
not reached the aasiern United States 
Ur. Foster aaid there Is no reason to 
waste time la eonaratulatlon, for de 
spile the excellent work and close 
guard kept by the nmrtna hospital 
service, thara ia no reason to believe 
that the plagua will follow other than 
lie usual oourse. He said no efforts 
'hould be spared to guard airslust Its 
introduetkm and warned his hearers 
that every city and town on the gvilf 
and Atlantic coasts should begin now 
to destroy the rodeute. which carry In 
fectiun. and prepare for the invasion 
threatened.
