fmmature hogs to market has forced
a wide gap between the light and
light mixed and the well finished
corn-fed kinds, and the spread was
more marked today than on previous
days of the week. It has been appar-
ent that light and light mixed grades
of common to fair quality have been
selling relatively 15@ 26¢ higher than
at competitive points, and packers
endeavored today to get somewhere
near into line, but after taking off
16@ 26¢ prices were still high on this
class.

Included iIn the offerings
were a few loads of prime ripe corn-
fed hogs that sold at $6.50, which,
quality considered, were 10¢ lower
than the top hogs of yesterday, but
bulk of fair to good medium and
heavy styles were right at 16c lower,
There were 7,000 more hogs ih sight
at the five markets than on corre-
sponding day for the past four years,
and should the panicky marketing of
immature grades continue the coun-
try can look for still further de-
clines.

But without the government crop
reports, which are made up largely by
and for him, the farmer could not be
sure of receiving any equivalent in-
formation from a disinterested source.
He may know very well the condition
of crops in his own locality, but must
depend upon reports of others, in the
newspapers or elsewhere, for the con-
ditions of the entire crop. Prices in
his home market are influenced, as a
rule, more by the condition of the
whole crop than by local conditions.

Iut the Cre« the full bloods, re¢
ceived no promise of amnesty at that
time Many of them had fired bullets
that had taken the lives of young
men from Toronto and Montreal and
Quebec and Winnipeg and they dared
not go back to the land that had tak-

At last, however, their exile is near
