Illg  Fomha Itani-h In B en ‘ v County, 
KanaaM, W ill He Cut Vp.

Hutchinson, Kan., Oct 17.— The

Forsha ranch is to be sold.
The big cattle, a lfa lfa  and wheat 

ranch that fur fifteen yearx has been 
a show place o f  Reno county is to 
pass out o f control o f the Forshas.

The Forsha estate has been segre­
gated, the ranch cut up into farms, 
and the whole property Is to be dis­
posed of. either In whole or in par­
cels.

inson and elsewhere, have frequently 
enjoyed tholr hoapitality at this place. 
It  w ill be hard for them to realise 
that this great estate Is soon to (lass 
out o f the control o f the fam ily that 
has maite It famous and bo no longer 
known as the Forsha ranch.

C. B. Smith In The Breeders Spe­
cial: The soil o f the United States
and o f the whole world for that m at­
ter, Is worn and mads Icsa productive 
In only two way a. v lx . by the erosive 
effect o f srater and wind which sweep 
o ff the productive soli from  the bills 
and mountain aides down Into the va l­
leys and finally Into the ocean, and by 
grow ing crops which extract ths fer­
tility from  the soil and finally', noth­
ing being placeil therein to take the 
place o f the extracted fertility, the soil 
Is le ft fa llow  and unproductive. The 
latter source o f  <oll murder Is by far 
the most threatening to the agricul­
tural communities snd thus to the 
whole population o f the country.

Steadily, year a fter year, the farm er 
continues to lake more away from  the 
soil than he puts bark. A  rich soil la 
like a big bank account. You can 
draw  on It for a while without notic­
ing any appreciable effect, but the 
steady drain ultimately will be noticed 
and for a very good rca-non. too. When 
a ll the money Is gone your checks are 
no Icynger honored until more money 
Is placed In the hank and It m ight be 
very aptly said that when all the fe r ­
tility Is removed from  the all that the 
fanner's  checks no longer w ill l>e 
cashed. The process o f soil exhaus­
tion la gradually creeping s-eetward. 
The abandoned farms seen by every 
one who has traveled In the east are 
but mute examples o f what the United 
States is com ing to agriculturally.

W ithin the last 50 years over 500,- 
000.4 44 acres o f land has been occu­
pied by settlers. There are at present 
16,500.000 acres o f land awaiting 
settlement. During the past jv s r  an 
area equal to one-fourth o f this 
amount waa settled. W ithin ten 
years, at the greatest, there will be no 
public or “ new " land. What are the 
farmers, and a ll other citixens o f this 
country, to do? Everyone Is dependent 
upon the farmer. When the farm ers’ 
crops fa ll a cry Is heard from the 
whole world. Prices on all com modi­
ties increase and city people watch the 
paper# closely for reports ot good 
crops.

W elfa re  o f  Nation Involrevl.
Upon the intelligent handling o f the 

soli depends the future w elfare o f  our 
nation. Upon the ability o f the land 
owner to produce profltable crops, 
and at the same time keep his land up 
to a high standard o f prodiicflvenes.s. 
rests the responsibility o f a pnisperous 
commonwealth. Rut let us see what 
he has been doing up to the present 
time.

The first cultivations o f our soli 
naturally began along the Atlantic 
coast. To<lay the abandoned farms 
o f N ew  Hampshire. Vermon'^ and 
Northern New  Y'ork bear mute w it­
ness to the melancholy change that 
has been wrought by heedless m eth­
ods o f land cultivation Not only In 
New  England hut farther south. In 
Mississippi, Tennessee and Alabama, 
does one see the effects o f  wasteful 
farm ing methods. ■ Farther wet and 
north In Ohio and Indiana where, on 
account o f a greatly Increased popu­
lation, land should have doubled in 
value, we see Its market price grad­
ually lowering. According to govern­
ment statistics land values In Ohio de­
creased 160,000.000 l>etween 1890 and 
1900. In one county In New  Y'crk 
the population was found to be 4,000 
loss than It was 60 years ago.

Y ields Dccri'iisliig.
The average yield o f corn per acre 

In 1907 was less than It was In 1872. 
The average wheat crop Is now only 12 
to 15 bushels per acre when It form ­
erly was over 18. And so its Is In 
every bram.li o f  f.irm lng— a constant 
fa lling  off In production, a deprecia­
tion In the value o f lands, followed 
by abandonment and a seeking o f 
more fertile soils.

I f  the prise nt system o f soli rob­
bery Is continued whnt will be the re­
sult 7 III our agricultural possessionp 
nature has endowed us with the most 
valuable property ever bestowed up­
on man. And In the face o f this 
grand endowment man Is deliberately 
selling his riches, at s  sacrltlre, in 
order to get a little ready money. 
The whole worhl Is engaged In a ter­
rible scramble for money. The 
farm er steals It from  the ground
and the lumberman from  the
forest. But finally the results
wlM converge at one point. It Is as 
though we s-er« looking through an 
enormous h a »^  lens and could see the 
rays o f prosperity of the farm er and

luml>erman converg' l upon one point. 
T ills  point, the focus toward which we 
are madly rushing, will soon be reach­
ed and then thow  rays w ill again scat­
ter. never again to be collecPd. But 
it Is hoped, an<l lielived. that the agri­
cultural pi'ople o f this country will 
S'ake up leefnre it is too late. At pr-s- 
ent, h'/wever, there are no very bright 
pr‘ >spects o f  an early awakening.

i)u r soil, once the envy o f every 
country, the attraction which draws 
m illions o f Immigrants acr the 
seas, gave an average yield fur the 
whide United Btate; during the ten 
years beginning with 1991 o f 18.5 
bushels o f  wheat per acre. Contrc.ated 
to this Austria and Hungary eai h 
pnxluced over 17 bushels per s< re, 
France 19 8, Germany 27 6 and the 
United Kingdom 12.1 bushels per 
acre. For the same decadt our aver­
age yield o f oati! was less than 30 
bushels, while Germany produceil 46 
and Great Hrilaln 42. For barley the 
flgiirea: are 25 against 33 and 34 C; for 
rye 15 4 against 24 fo r  Germany and 
26 for Ireland. In the United K lng- 
'1 >m. Belgium, the Ne'heilund^ and 
Deinuark a yield o f mure Ih.in 20 
bu.shels o f  whtat p<T .acre has b .n 
the a ierage  for the p.ief live ye .rs.

About 19 years ■ the prof- -urs 
from  the llllnob sta'ion pulii'= ■! cut 
to the farmers o f that state that their 
wretcheil system o f farming, partic­
ularly In the I nrn Is-lt. was we.iriiig 
out their soils They told th ;n i that 
sooner or later theoc lands w.c.ild !«• 
seriously redined In yield with corre­
sponding reductions In the selling 
price o f the lend. Did farmers laugti:''l 
St them. Howt ver, these ramc pro- 
fesueirs have, a fter 10 years <»f ex­
perimentation, some very convincing 
evidence for the farmers who laugh­
ed. F 'lr  the last three years the sver- 
sge  yield o f corn on land. farme<l ns 
m'>st o f the farmers o f the Illinois 
corn belt farm, was 27 bushels per 
acre, while on land which has Is-en 
taken care o f with fertilizers, soiling 
crojis. etc , the yield was 96 bushels 
per acre. This Is pretty convincing 
evidence that it pays to take care o f 
the land

Knowle<lge o f I ’ laiil Life.
Years ago not one farm er In a 

hundred knew whv or how a iil.int 
grew. AH he knew was that If he 
planted a seed In the ground that It 
would grow. He didn't kn^iw that the 
plant exlraeted something from  the 
ground and that .something must lie 
put hack In return There “ re too 
miiny today who apparently don't 
know It either Boll is not a der.d 
Inert something If contains, chemic­
ally, that which must b<’ present In 
certain proportions for the growth o f 
plant life. Ill' pli\s;cal struitiir'- Is 
such that it rnsbles plants to grow 
an'l thrive In It, thus h'dding for the 
plants, the various chemical ( im­
pounds which ir e  "m eat and drink" 
f 'lr  vegetable growth Thus th<' 
chemical compoun*Is. combining with 
the physical condition o f the soil, 
make lip the food f.T  plants

Anything which tends to disturb 
either the chemical or physical bal­
ance o f the s il l  tends to rt luce Its 
productive powers. An extraction 
from  the soils o f various chemical 
elements such os nitrogen and phos­
phorus disturbs this balance. Any 
system o f tillage which works In this 
direction can mean only soil Im­
poverishment It can mean noth­
ing but present returns at the cost of 
future loss. T o  single cropping and 
to neglect o f fertilization may bo. laid 
the blame o f the principal abuse o f 
our soli.

Must Heyerse Systems.
In order to correct these two evils 

we must simply reverse our present 
turtles Instead o f grow ing one crop 
on the same land for s generation let 
us adopt a definite plan o f rotation 
I f  the land l.s lacking i”  bumus, let 
us apply manure or pl.?w under a 
good soiling crop oeca-sionally. I f  
there is a lack o f nitrogen, grow 
legumes: If the supply o f phosphorus 
Is detlclent. apply the phosphate In 
some form. The rotation o f crops 
and the use o f fertilizers act as tonics 
upon the soil. Take adv.antage o f 
this fact and tone yotir soil up until 
reaches Its maximum o f productivity. 
Conserve the resources o f the soil. 
M illion could l>e added to our national 
wealth by such action. In.steaJ o f the 
land depreciating In value and our 
country In p'lpul.itlon, as Is the case 
In the east, both would show an In­
crease.

West Yftiat Awake.
Before It Is too late the farmers o f 

the western states must awaken to the 
fact that they must handle tholr soli 
Judiciously I f  tiikrn now the de­
pleted fertility  can he restored w ith­
out g ro it expense. I f  neglected for a 
few  years It w ill cost as much as the 
land lb worth to make It profitable. 
The assertion has been made, ami by- 
good autlWirlty, that the farm er could 
take from  the s:ime area o f ground In 
four years' grain cr.ips. out o f a total 
o f seven years, us much as the whole 
seven now give him This would 
leave the products o f the other three 
years, when the land rested from  
grain, as a clear profit due to bettor 
methf ds.

The ntimber o f persons who laugh 
at the iden that the soils o f our na­
tion are being d' -Iroyed is decreasing 
daily. I t  Is sincerely hoped that not 
many years w ill elapse until no one 
will laugh, hut will regard the ques­
tion with the serinus consideration 
which It deserves.

Oct. 17.— The Conven­
tion on Animal Tul>ercuIosi“  called by 
tile I'n lvers ily  o f Illinois was in every 
way suci'esaful. < )n Tuesda.v evening 
Dr H. L. Hussell, o f the University 
o f Wisconsin, gave an Illustrated ad­
dress upon their methods o f handling 
the disease in Wiscon.sin Wednesday 
morning Dr Hang, of Copenhagen, 
read an address in whii h all the signi­
ficant questions Invidved In this 
troublesome matter were clearly dis­
cussed from  the si.andpolnt o f his ex­
perience o f twenty-five years In Den­
mark. This wa.s followed by an ad­
dress by I»r. 1,-eonard Pearson. Dean

" i  have come to this conclusion aa 
the result o f olsiervatlun I know a 
few men who have bean In the habit 
of shipping ill a car load or two o f 
sheep early In the fa ll and allowing 
these to run over their stubble land 
and even In their corn held to be ftn- 
labed up with a little gram earlv in 
the winter The laud that haa been 
handled In this way Is the cleanest 
land In this country, and I could take 
you to an elghty-arre >ttni Held where 
sheep hare been kept iwid w ill defy  
you to find In that eighty acre* a sin­
gle iioaioti* wee<l. F iirlherniore. 
there Is no foxtail In It and no crab 
glass. I believe It would lie nO ex­
aggeration to say Itia l field will yield 
a hiindreil bushels per acre this year.

■ Then there is the other hide o f  the 
question which deals with the man 
who make* a practice o f  raising his 
own sheep That. I Ivelleve U even 
Iretter than having to buy stuff every 
year gome year* lanth* and year- 
Itug* are very dear, caused by the 
great demand, so that the profit 
might not be very large when they 
are fed out. but If you rai*e your own 
lambs you will get all there Is in the 
business.

•'So you see. therefore, that I am 
an enthl*ia*tic sheep-man without 
ever having had any ex|M-rleiire In 
handling that class o f stivrk Next 
year will see me with a bunch o f 
ewes on mv farm. Itecaiise I ttgiire 
that the same kind o f fencing that 
will restrain hog* will restrain sheep 
and that the sheep win take what the 
hog and the ateer leave. Rag weeds 
are a great nulsain-e In this country, 
and my understanding le that sheep

Iu)s Angeles Times: "W e  passed 
many Iceberg* com ing home from  Ku- 
rope," said a Philadelphian, "and on 
one o f them a garden bloomed.

The 
great berg shone like an enormous 
emerald in the sun, and in one level 
recess, fenced In by pale-green peaks, 
a yellow  garden gleamed.

"The captain said that Iceberg gar­
den* are not uncommon. Misw, It 
seem*, la brought on to the liergs by 
qnimals' feet The moss grows. It 'de­
cay*. forms n so\I fqr the pollen o f 
buttercups and datidellons that la 
blown through the air during the 
brief Arctic summer

"Soon the incrediblo spectacle pre­
sents Itself o f a great cold berg adrift 
In the salt seat with yellow  flowers 
springing fisim the hard, cold h-e.”

Fort Worth, Tex . t>ct. 17.— At a 
meeting o f the Texas Sheep and Goat 
Kaisers’ UMsiM-latloii. In Hun Antonin, 
last week, the follow ing rusolulion 
wuM adopted:

Giles made a strong speech In favor 
o f  the pro|Kioe<l legislation.

The next legislature, he prophesletl. 
w ill be Induced to re-enact the bill, 
and the governor, "w hoever he bo. 
will not dare veto It. Texas, which 
could put England. Scotland and Ire ­
land twice over In her boundaries and 
then have $• *00 si|uare miles o f sea 
around them, has but 2.000.0AO slyeep 
to the 30.000.000 o f Great Hrtlalii." 
declared Mr Giles In emphaiilxlng 
the Importance uf the sheep and goat 
Industry In this state. W ith a gm>d 
bounty law the Industry would thrive 
and pros|>er aa nevor la-fore, and the 
sheep and goats In Texas would soon 
number In Bccordan<*e with the slae o f 
this great state." Mr. Giles thought 
that the sheep raised In Texas would 
number at least 50.000.000 and the 
gouts 25.0OO.O00 at the present time

C. S. Smith o f IXeWItt county de­
clared the ravage* o f the w o lf a ffect­
ed the poultry ralm’rs o f the sUtie to 
an extent undreameil o f  by those un­
fam iliar with the situation. .Mr 
Smith said he could recall Instance* 
o f where wolve* hud killed a* many 
aa twenty-tlve or thirty turkeys from 
a Hock In a single night.

War vessels are still searching the 
waters sod all outgoing ships havs 
been notified at various ports to be on 
the lookout and It is possible that tbs 
two men who ascended In tbe Herge­
sell may have been rescued by soma 
vessel. The escape of other balloon 
lets during the past week Is consid­
ered little short of miraculous.
