Only a few passably good 
heaves from corn-bsU feed lots came 
to hand and In Una with reports from 
other pointa the local buyers all start­
ed out bidding unuvanly lower. Final 
busineae basis wss established at 
15 cants under last waak prices for the 
more attractive kinds of steers while 
for commoner grades It was a 16 CP 26 
cent lower deal.

Some fairly chMca medium weight 
beeves sold at 66.76 with the bulk of 
fair to good medium to strong weights 
sslling In a range of 66.60dt6.26. the 
prices taking better catts than sold at 
ths same range laat weak. Thare was 
a fair demand fur the more attractive 
steers af the decllnea noted, but com­
mon and unattractive light to medium 
weight styles mat alow tala at the 
uneven decline of 16 626 cants.

Especially In I.ouU,ana has 
mola-s-*s oMs'nrd from sugar cane 
been fed to horre* an<l mules, and es­
pecially during those seasons of ths 
year svhen i1 :-h are not plsnUful. In 
the northern states unUI quite recent­
ly the feeding of sugar ha* been large­
ly confined to show animals Th<j«« 
sth > feel It found thst It was an aid 

i In fattening, and tb.vt It tentled mu. h 
to Imprc.-.ement of the coat We are 
now face tu face with a time when 
the feeding of sugar and molassea will 
become v> r> general. It Is not t >0 
much to expect that the feeding of 
these products s ill eventually ahs >rl' 
all Ihs production of the factories not 
of grade high • n >ugh to bs us-d as 
human food

The rensuns for this view ars by no 
means obscure Ths price of milk Is 
becoming such In many localities that 
It is a luxury In all parts, even where 
young children ars found. The sup­
ply of milk is far short of the demand. 
Tha prices of foo<li for the production 
of milk are In a sense prohlbitiiry 
Rran tn eaatem and southern cities 
IS up nearly to the average of 1 (« 
cents a pound. Hay and other foods 
are proportionately dear, especially 
such foods as are used In milk prod-> 
uctlon. Oats are soaring so high as 
to be out of th* milkman's reach 
This means that a larger proportion 
of cheaper foods must now be used 
than formerly, and to Insure their 
larger consumption by the stock, they 
are mixed with more or leas of mu- 
lassss or sugar This explains In part 
at least why these foods are so num­
erous on the market at present.

Not many years ago, in fa< t, less 
than 20, bran waa useil for firing some 
of ths mills of the states as the heat 
use to which It could bs put. Now 
It sella for 319 to 3 20 per ton at the 
mills Within the same period wheat 
screenings were thrown Into I-ake Su­
perior at Duluth as tha best means 
of getting them out of the way. Now 
they sell for anything between 310 
and 320 per ton. according to their 
quality. Within the same time limit 
oats.were told within the state at 11 
to 13 cents per bushel. At the pree- 
ent time, they are worth about four 
times these prices in Bt. Paul and 
Minneapolis. Th* prices of these and 
other food* In the east and south are 
proportionately higher The dairy­
men and horsemen must have them, 
and it is in some measure to meet the 
needs thus mentioned that the manu­
facturers of the so-called .sugar and 
molasses feeds have set to work.

It is more than probable that con­
troversy mav ariee as to the suitability 
of the two kinds of molasses: vlx,
those from sugar beets, and molasses 
from cane Molaseee from cane does 
not Induce a lax condition of the 
bowels, as molasses from sugar beets 
la much prone to do. especially when 
fed In large quantities This tenden­
cy Is Induced by the presence of cer- 
taiq salts not found in molassea from 
beet sugar.

Molasses has heen fed to live stock 
directly In two ways. It has been fed 
by allowing them to drink It diluted 
or undiluted. It ha* very frequently 
been given to both mule* and horse* 
In the undiluted form It has also 
frequently heen poured ov-sr fodders 
cut up and placed before animals tn 
the manger In soms Instances meal 
has first heen added to the fodder 
The mo|a«ses thus fed take* the plae* 
of a part of th* groin that would oth­
erwise be needeil One objeotlon to 
feeding the molasses thus was found

"It  need 
scarcely be said,”  remarks the Japan 
Tlm*a, "that the period of their fast­
ing waa the shortest.”
