Criap wrather may have been a fac­
tor in etartlng a better demand for 
fat cattle today. The suppilea con­
tinue to run away ahead o f 1a«t week 
at all leading points, local receipts 
for the half-week being more than 
double the figures for same time last 
weak while at five leading points the 
three days total of 157,000 shows an 
Increase o f 72.000 over the first half 
of last week and 24.000 mure than for 
the like period last year.

A general soli survey of the entire 
state will furnish valuable data from 
which a soil map ran be comi.Hed f-ir 
free distribution This soil survey 
win Ineiude a history of the crop 
methods employed in each county and 
from this history certain farts can be 
deducted concerning the adaptation 
of Important crops to well defined soli 
types Brief notes can also be secur­
ed from the farmers In each locality 
on the fertility or producing power of 
the prevailing soli types. Kvery far­
mer Is familiar with the fact that 
some s'dis are classified as fertile 
soils, while others are known as poor 
soils, yet It is a i|iiestlon whether well 
defined reasons can be gix-en to ac­
count for this method of classifica­
