W U h racelpt records broken In 
ChleaBo and river markets crow dln* 
records thers la no chance for Im­
provem ent In market oondltlona for 
Cattle. It  la not unusual fo r  a b lr  
proportion o f common and Inferior 
enttia to be found on markets at this 
peaaon o f  yaar. but at present the 
kreat bulk o f  enormous supplies is 
tiiade up o f th li class o f atock. fu lly 
fut corn-fad steers being a curiosity, 
bnd this Is another factor aralnst the 
■ellinK interest. A t the local yards 
the supply for the half-weak is 2.000 
ahead Of same time last week, while 
the three days* total o f 177.000 at flve 
pointa Is 21,000 larger than fo r  the 
same time last week and 54,000 larger 

^ a n  a year ago.
^  As was ths case yesterday there 

was an entire absence o f anything on 
choice or prime order. Buyers were 
a ll riding the yards in seasonable 
order, but in the face o f number and 
quality o f offerings there was no 
chance for Improvement In the trade. 
They bid steady to weak prices from  
the start and finally bought the sup­
p ly at around steady prices compared 
with the previous day.

The beat cattle here were short-fed 
medium weights that sold at $6.65 
end bulk o f offerings were light to 
A ed lum  weights that sold in a range 
o f  94.60® 5.26. A  few  loads o f range 
westerns sold at about steady prices.

coals earried about the rooms was the approved disiiif<*ctarit for had 
odors, or in cleaning a room after any contagious ilisease. In later 
years we have gone to the druggist for our itisinfeclants and “ no 
smellee’ ’ ajiplanees. Now comes the statement from Prof. Thilbert 
of the Pllatenr institute at Paris that burning sugar develops formic 
acetylene-hydrogen, one of the most powerful antiseptic gases known. 
In an experiment reieiitly ina<Ie 77.16 grains of sugar were burned 
under a glass liell holding ten quarts. After the vapor had ciMiled. 
bacilli of smalliHix, tyjihoid fever, cholera and tnbereiilosis were 
placed in the bell in open glass tiibi-s, with the result that inside half 
an hour all the microbes were dea<l Experiments also proved that 
even rotten eggs and decayed meat |)laee<l in a closed vessed in which 
engar had been burned lost their offensive odor at once, ft api>ears, 
therefore, that grandmother’s belief was well founded after all, 
though alie may not have known the scientific reasons for its cfHcieucy.

New York.— When President Roose­
velt allowed it lo be announced that 
at the end of hla presidency he would 
go to Africa with bis secuud son, Kar- 
mit, a boy still under 2U, la quest of 
big game, the American people know 
Ing little of Africa, took it as another 
phase of the president's many-sided 
character without couslUertug more 
than *'blg game" chances.

Haron A. H d'Alionionte who for 
nearly four years was commandant of 
the polics forces in the Congo Free 
Slate and later headed tha six 
months' hunting expedition of Prince 
Zumikolf In British East Africa, be 
lleves that la folly for a man >f Pre* 
Ideut koosevelt's age to tempt tha 
fevers and miasmas of Africa. H>- 
says It is rxceedingty dangerous to 
take a boy of Kermlt Uuoaavolt's 
years Into the jungle

The baron saj s “ How will Presl 
dent Roosevelt hunt in East Africa'* 
Will he take a train at .Mombasa, pu' 
h.qM'-lf in an open car In from of th> 
engine and shoot, while passing, a 
Iwrds of wild elephant or antelope’ 
,\’o, aurely He will be forced by hit 
own Very daring naiara to hunt fol 
lowing the precepts of Nimrod, la tb« 
only grand way. with all the troubl* 
and all tha dangers of the gr>-a' 
bdttue.

This will neceaaltate camping S' 
night In the damp plains, among high 
graaa. full of insects and mosquitoes, 
or on the border of the muddy and 
pestilent river—home of the tsetse II> 
—or la the tenebrous and treacherous 
for St, fall of miasmas and dampnrnis 
Ha will be forced to the long wait 
lying In ambush for the approach of 
the elephant; he will have to fare th> 
to n ll heat of the rocky and naked 
altitudes to hunt for tha Hon and th< 
ante,ope; he will have to cross the 
putrid bottom of the valleys to watch 
for the rhinoceros, and with this las* 
ona some time be will be compelle<! 
to find the running strength of his 
youth.

"Theae are the general and parllcu 
lar dangers of a hunting r «r iy  In Af 
rira. without mentioning the miseries 
of the daily life -bad aster, the rainy 
season, the fly pest, the Inflammation 
of the skin caused by perspiration, the 
nights without sleep on account of 
the hnat and a hundred other things

“To he short, I come to this con 
elusion that whoever auggested or did 
not dissuade President Roosevelt from 
going to Africa has erred. He la 80 
years old, and at hla age he would 
encounter many dangers la Africa 
merely as a traveler; but as a hunter 
he will face the greatest perils o f bis 
life.

“ Apart from the African fever and 
dysentery and other tropical diseases 
President Roosevelt has another great 
enenty in his eonstltuMon. which Is 
far from being perfect, thnngh the 
averaee man may believe It Is

"1. The African aun Is death-deal 
Ing to highly excitable and full- 
bluoded men.

"2. A man who so quickly loses his 
trmi>cr as does the president Is sub 
K-et when confronted with the miser­
able dllflciilly of the .African life to a 
s|iecial form of bilious fever, which 
decumpoiea the bUxKl and causes 
death in 24 hours. It Is known as 
'Heninturiqiie' fever.

Among thousand- 
of explorers and hunters hardly an> 
have been spared from It. and these 
for tome special reason or for an ex 
traordinary physical constitution.

“ Ur. Henry Uruiiimoad. one o f the 
most Intelligent African travelers, 
speaking of this, says; 'I never knew 
of a white man who lived In Central 
Africa three months without a dan 
gerouB attack of the fever.*

•'The same It repeated by Maj. 
Charles I.«maire, the famous Helglaii 
explorer, and by James Edward Alex­
ander, Henry Rowley, C. D. Lamp- 
bngh and William Walter Fitxgerald 
—men that have crossed Africa aev 
eral times and have explored East 
Africa. AH agree to the fact that no­
body, under normal eonditioos, can 
be spared from the fever."

The mUl waste eatluiale is baaed on a 
recent canvass of aoma of the larger 
mills of tha country by the 
I'nlted Mtatea forest service, which 
established the iuterastlng fart that 
mills having an aggregate cut of 
8.440,000,080 board feet bad a final 
waste of l.VTO.OOO cords o f slabs after 
the beet had been used for lath.

Asauming thes< mills to be repre­
sentative, It is seen that tbera la still 
conshlerable waste In forest products 
at tha mllL even after the earnest 
efforts of Jumbenuen Uurlug the last 
ten years to bring about a cloaar uUU 
gallon of the whole tree

The slab residue from the lumber 
rut of the country la eetimated to 
amount to aiiout 14.800,000 corda, of 
which about C.OOO.OOO. with an aver­
age value of 11 AO a cord. U sold for 
fuel, 3A88.000 buraed by tha mtlU for 
fuel, and 4.800.000 arnt to the refuse 
burners This last flgura shows the 
•-nomious quantity of forest product 
that la pare waste

There Is no longer any question that 
a speolflc germ. Bacillus typhosus. Is 
the cause of typhoid fever. More­
over. w* know that the moat frequent 
channels o f Infection are through 
food and drink, eapecialty the latter, 
writes W. U Sat kett In College News.

Clean, sanitary milk d^iea not con­
tain the germs o f typhoid; but clean 
m ilk la the cx.-eptlun It Is the or­
dinary milkman with a few  cows, a 
dark, vile smelling cow shed, and a 
filthy, bocity barnyard with manure 
and mud knee deep, that luensves 
public health.

Many epidemics have been traced 
t'l sb knees In the home o f the dairy­
man. and wrlth a rarelcss man at the 
helm. H la a very simple m atter to 
spread the disease. The excreta from  
the person tufferlng with typhoid 
fever will be thrown upon th ^  ground 
or Into a leaky cesspool or privy- 
vault. and with the first rain or m elt­
ing o f the snow, this material, alive 
with germ.s w ill be washed Into a 
nearby well, ristern. ditch or ham 
lot. W ater tr im  thia welL without 
pri-vi.iiis boiling, win be used In 
rinsing cans, palls and tiottles; the 
m ilker w ill wash his hands In It pre- 
llm lnarv to m ilking provided k « goes 
to the trouble; the la ii*  o f m ilk will 
be set In troughs and tuba containing 
this water; aerating an^l c<H>liug de­
vice* will be supplied with It. and. 
granting that the day o f the dishon­
est milkman, who waters hi* milk. Is 
past, there ar* a hundred different 
ways by which the diseuse-produclng 
Water m ight get into the milk.

Cow* that hare access to running 
water In an Irrigating ditch, which 
has been p<illuted by an overhanging 
privy or drain, will wade In this water 
and cs^me to the stable with their leg* 
ind udders literally w riggling with 
typhoid fever germ a As soon os 
m ilking begins, germ laden hairs fa ll 
Into the milk, and once In the milk, 
the micro-organisms. lntroduce<l on 

the hairs, multiply at a tremendous 
rate, and no power save h<dilng or 
the addition o f some harm ful or de­
leterious germ icide can render the 
milk safe fur human being*

No bottled milk ahould be le ft with 
customers who have. In their fam ilies 
typhoid fever, diptheria. scarlet fever, 
or. In fact, any contagious or Infect­
ious disease Epidem ic* have origin­
ated from  bottles Infected In Just 
such a manner. Deliver milk to such 
person* In their own utensils.

In the summer time flies offer one 
o f the most dangerous mean* o f 
spreading disease. One minute they 
are feeding upon typhoid excreta, 
their legs and pr>ibo*ce* platered with 
Infectious m.aterlal. and the next, 
they are awarming the stable and milk 
with the germs o f disease.

Medical examination o f the, m ilk­
man's faib lly  at regular Intervals, as 
well as hi* cattle, should be required 
by law. to that If there Is any serious 
sickness, extra precautionary meas­
ure* can be taken to protect the milk 
from  Infection. W hether public sen*- 
tlment Is as yet strong enough to de­
mand legislation for protect1<*ti o f  hu­
man life  against the unscrupulous 
milkman remains to be seen.

The famous quicksilver mines o f 
the Tellngua district are located here, 
and here I, (he richest silver mine In 
the world, said to have produced 
about $35,008 a month for the last 
quarter o f a century. The land Is all 
high, ranging from 3.500 to 8.500 
feet above ae* level, and It Is Ideal 
fo r  raising peaches, w h iih  And rea'ly 
shipment to Ihe eastern United Stales. 
The territory Is quite capable o f sup­
porting Itself If ever were prtaanted 
with Independence.

Should the secession— or. better, 
segregation —  movement accomplish 
It* purpose Ihe capital o f th* new 
state would.

railroad i onnections. however, and If 
It had new dignities suddenly thrust 
ujion It. It would, no doubL wake up 
with the shock and bear them nobly.

It m ight become the center o f  this 
part o f the country In commerce, as 
well aa politic*. Th l* Is a consumma­
tion that the El Paso people r 'ght 
here aren't at all too anxious to have 
drop from  the kind, clear skies. But 
there are •  great many ''Ifa " In this 
question, and nobodjr here Is w orry­
ing much about I t

The movement fo r  separation has 
not gone far as yet. but It will In time. 
That ran be safely prophesied. Th* 
question will <>e put to the Issue soon­
er or later, hut It la lmi>o*atble to *ay 
whether It will b* sooner or later, or 
when It will l>e at alL

There will be ■ vote on It some day 
and the rest of the union will have 
the pleasure o f seeing Texas trying 
the tactics o f the crab and disputing 
with herself whether to remove on* 
o f her claws.

One thing more, the people here 
don't like th* term  ''secessionists.”  
It recalls the c iv il war, and It Is not 
fair, either. Texas doesn’ t like the 
thought o f  th* c iv il war. The word* 
"separatlon lsls" or "eegregatlonlst*,’ ’ 
If you are feeling real hefty, may be 
used fairly and accurately and no­
body's feelings w ill be hurt.

Th l* hrlghL beautiful city o f El 
Paso has a population o f about 14,- 
800 and n spirit fo r  about 288.888 
more. It Is a charm ing place, and It 
ts more than that— It Is an Important 
place

It is the com mercial gateway be­
tween Mexico and the United fttate*. 
It 1* the termonu* o f the Texas A  
Pacific, the Atchison. Topeka *  San­
ta Fe, and the Mexican Central ra il­
roads. The Southern Pacific and oth­
er roads touch It. It has extensive 
cattle ralaing. mining, smelting and

gar manufacturing Interests.
O f course. El Paso confidently pre­

dicts a population o f 500,800 or a 
couple o f  universes or so for Itself In 
half a century. Looked at squarely, 
however. Ihe Idea o f Increase o f pop­
ulation is not at all foolish. The d ty  
had 734 Inhabitants In 1880. Now  It 
has twenty-five times that number, 
and It has. In addition, fine public 
buildings and many educational In­
stitutions.

The government o f the city Is ad­
ministered by a mayor elected blen- 
nlslly ami a unicameral city cminoll. 
All municipal ofUclals are chosen by 
popular voles, except the ch ief o f p.>- 
llce, who has an uit|»>pular poet He 
and the city clerk and the city elec­
trician are appointed by the mayor 
and confirmed In offlee by the coun-
