Bliarp fV llln p  OH In Supply at Ixstd- 
Inp l*«)liili«. Steer* Steady.

The week opened on a sharp fa ll­
ing oft In supply at leading point*, 
but conditions lately arising were not 
favorable to a lively market or higher 
prices. The total o f 66,600 reported 
at live m arkets wa« 88.800 less than 
were at the same points on Monday 
o f last week and with other conditions 
being normal should at once have 
created a stronger market tone. In ­
stead, the demand for eleers proved 
rather slack and steady prices were 
all that could b̂ ' realized out o f offer­
ings In this line.

In the K>cal yards about an average 
Monday run o f i-ecelpts did not In- 

^  dude anything In the steer line tliat 
was on choice or prime order and only 
a few  Iota o f even passably good steers 
were noted. Buyers were riding the 
yards In seasonable hour and were 
w illing to take 4he best o f offerings 
at around steady prices, but were 
weak bidders on all common and In­
fe rio r  stock.

Hales included passably good me­
dium weight steers at IS .60 and 6.10 
that were steady and on dreased beef 
and butcher steers selling from  86.60 
down prices were stearly to weak.

The week la not one that l.s celculat- 
'><id to draw out a strong market iin- 

lesa it should be on extrem ely light 
supply. Thursday w ill be a holiday 
and the whole week w ill be one In 
which the packers w ill complain o f 
light demand for fresh meats. Then, 
loo, the first effect* o f the drantlc 
quarantine order in eastern states will 
perhaps have some effect In curtailing 
lemand for fa t cattle o f export grade 
as well as for feeding grade*.

W estern offerings were light and 
mostly on short fed order with prices 
holding about steady.

A* to prices there was no material 
change compared with the close of 
last week. There was a aeatterlng of 
good butcher and dressed beet cows 
and heifers, but the medium and com- 

styles predominated. Beat 6ows 
offered *015) la rge ly  at $3.50 9  4.00, 
but bulk o f the fa ir to pretty decent 
Rlllors found outlet In a range o f 
18.869 3.40 with canner* and cutters 
Wrgely At $3.0048 8.76. Good fat 
pelfers were scarce and not many 
bales above $4.00 were recorded. A

bunch o f light Colorado heifers sold 
at $3.66.

Bulls o f all dlscrlptlona moved on 
a steady basis of prices.

The ca lf market had a weaker ten­
dency. Good light vsals were acarce, 
bulk o f arrivals consisting o f medium 
and aommun styles. The practical 
top on light veals was $6.00.

STO CKERS AVD  rEp;iy|cns
Only a moderate supply o f stork 

rattle  were on offer this m orning and 
as a rule quality was rather plain 
The movement o f Stockers and feeders 
to the country at the finish o f last 
week was not as large as wa* anti­
cipated and speculators carried over 
considerable stuff. Nevertheless reg­
ular buyers were on their rounds at 
the usual hour this morning and the 
moderate supply o f  iissful and at­
tractive cattle sold fu lly nteady with 
the close o f last week. Trade In the 
common grade*, while a trifle slow, 
did not *how m aterial change com­
pared with the close o f  last week 
The Stocker division contains a liberal 
assortment o f cattle o f all weights and 
ages and anyone wanting stock to feed 
or rough through the w inter can find 
a goo<I supply here from  which to 
make selections.

Only a few  stock heifers were 
available and the few  offered brought 
steady prices with the close o f Ia*t 
week, the better grades selling largely 
at $2.600 3.00.

and higher close last week was re­
sponsible for an active and higher 
opening to trade this week. The total 
receipts at five  leading m arket points 
wer* 76,600 or 20.000 lass than were 
at the same points one week ago, a l­
though the number Is still above 
normal for the season o f ysar.

On the local market the receipts 
were slightly above one week ago. but 
under an active demand and favorable 
reports from  outside points the selling 
Interest was able to dictate a strong 
advance over last week closing price*. 
A  few  trades were effected that were 
barely more than a nickel above 
Saturday prices but the bulk o f sup­
ply sold a close to 10 cents higher 
than bulk sales o f  final day last week 
and thia, too, with quality only fa ir  
There were no strictly top drove* o f 
medium or heavy weight offered but 
mixed lots carried quite fa ir quality 
and weight, although the proportion 
o f light weight Is still unseasonably 
large.

Prices ranged from  $6.609 6.00, 
with the bulk selling At $6.709 5.93. 
The bulk Saturday sold at $6,509 
6.90, a week ago at $6.3595.70, a 
month ago at $5.509 5.70, a year ago 
at $3.$ 0 9  3.85, two years ago at $6.06 
96.0759, three years ago at $4 7259 
9  4.80 four years ago at $4.469 4.70.

Activity Displayed In M ve Pork  Trade, 
I*rk-cs Slolsly IMnic H igher.

A  fa lling off In hog receipt* At 
leading n iarkets* fo llow ing a  strong

Gotxl Sheep ami lauiib* W ere AA'aiiled 
— Common stu ff Slow .Sale.

A  shrinkage o f over 20.000 sheep 
and lambs wa* noted in aggregate re­
ceipts at five  points today compared 
with last Monday and the total o f 
47,400 reported wa* also less than 
corresponding day a year ago. This 
was a sufficient shortage to stimulate 
a little better feeling In trade circles, 
Chicago quoting a stronger market.

Locally  .salesmen were handicapped 
by the poor quality o f the offerings 
and while there was good Inquiry for 
desirable m aterial there was no 
strength manifested In the common 
and medium grade.* and the general 
market was not quotably better than 
steady at la.st week's closing prices 
Receipts were 1.600, consisting o f 
three cars o f range yearlings on the 
feeder order, three loads o f common 
western ewes and a deck o f mixed 
natives.

Measures Prsssure of Blood.
Paltlmore, Md.—An Instrument long 

needed by the medical profession for 
measuring blood pressure has been In­
vented by Dr. D. R. Hooker of Johns 
Hopkins university and J. A. Eystsr of 
the University of Virginia.

The new instrument consists of a 
BBMlI glass box containing a rubber 
bag. This is attached to the wrist of 
the patient directly over the vein. The 
box la connected by a tube to a water 
manometer, to which is attached a 
rubber bulb.

By squeexing this bulb pressure is 
exerted on the vein. When this v«»ta

Teal, who died in Brooklyn, N. Y.. and 
willed lo her granddaughter, Mrs. Wll- 
llam Floyd, the helrl <Mim. For more 
than 40 years It has bi-en In the poe- 
session o f Mrs. Floyd, who resides In 
Wallaburg,,

Another piece of handicraft of un­
usual Interest was a patchwork quilt 
pieced by Mra. Martha Louise liar 
baugh In 1838, at Salem, O. No piece 
Id the quilt ia larger than one Inch 
square, and hundreds o f them are 
smaller. The thread used was home- 
spun. much heavier than that now 
used, but the stitching is beautifully 
done. Thia prerlotM keepsake was ex­
hibited by Mrs. O. Rotnlne

Homespun goods were not so com 
mon In* 1*60 when Mrs. Sarah RIc# 
apun the thread and wove the lining 
for a log cabin patti rn quilt, which 
required more than two years lu Ha 
manufacture. These three heirlooms 
attracted more attention than any 
of the hundreds of exhIbUa gathered 
In the women's department.

No effort 
was made to oonoeiil the character o f 
Ihe gooils. but on a plate was a print 
o f white oleo with a polite lady In 
charge who deftlj- passed samples 
over to prospective customers on 
small crackers to taste. The sample 
had a clean, rich ftav’tir and only a 
critical person wrould have noted the 
a fter taste being a llUlt- greasy or tal- 
I.)wy. Naturally, at twenty-five cents 
a pound, this product would be a 
good com petitor to the cream ery but­
ler ad join ing which sold fo r  a third 
more. A t least, only persona o f dis­
crim inating tastee or o f strong senu- 
ment would hesitate to take the op­
portunity to save SI per cent on their 
I.utter bill. A long with each print 
was given an oun* .■ o f  coloring fluid 
with instructions for coloring Ihe 
purchase. The print was gotten up 
in as nice sh.xpe as real butter, was 
plainly m arked so that no one could 
be deceived.but the ’ ’don’ t ai-cept a 
substitute,'* which was printed across 
the carton was very suggestive o f  oth ­
er contents.

In draw ing conclusions the paper 
In question says:

There ts no way o f m eeting this 
rom petitlon quite so effeotually as to 
raise Ihe quality o f the butter prod­
uct. and Increase the quantity so that 
prices tn the consumers shall not 
reach the extrem e f gurus that have 
ruled for a year or two past. The 
present attitude o f the courts In this 
city leads to the U 'lle f that as oleo 
is rev'ognixed as a legitimate article 
o f com merce and taxed by the United 
;<tatee g.ivernment. It can hardly he 
ejicluded from  thla state If sold In Its 
original and uncalorcd condition. Kor 
that reason the butter trade must 
c.'unt on this competition and meet 
It sifuarely by furnishing something 
better than oleo.

The qiiestl.vn Is on*' o f rather gen­
eral nature, o f course, and one or sev­
eral inillvlduals cannot do much In 
the m.mner siigs.-stcd to check the 
sale 'if the subatUiite through rom - 
IM'tltlon W herever there ts any 
chanci* to iiopularlse butterine or any 
other substitute for butter there will 
be plenty o f backing available to give 
It wholesomeness and prestige. On 
the .ither hand, there Is plenty o f 
rie.m for Improvement In the quality 
of much o f the butter that goes on 
Ihe market and the maker has this 
fact to his advantage, namely, that 
the Increase In the cost o f producing 
high-grade goods is but a fraction on 
the average o f the Increase In price 
which the improved product will 
bring.

ter years events have combined to 
bring about a moat Intensive Interest 
In matters o f com  grinding. The fact 
that corn ts today at high water mark 
for the time o f year slnee this grain 
has Iwgiin to figure In the world's 
markets Is not one to detract from  
this A'idespread Interoet On the oth- 
" r  hand, this Interest grows apace, 
and present prices are good enough 
to keep farmers thinking From  the 
farm ers’ point o f  view, however, the 
big thing is yield.

On another page we are present­
ing the government crop report on 
corn for the ye.ar 1908. This report 
will be found o f general interest to 
our readers at this time. But there 
are other phases o f the corn growing 
question than that o f the mere m at­
ter o f yields to engage the attention 
o f the corn grow ing public. In this 
connection we are quoting bulletin 
No. 128. as published by the Illinois 
experiment station, which deals with 
a ten-year period o f exjierlments in 
corn breeding.

The fo llow ing Is the summary:
1. The result o f ten years’ exper­

iments In breeding corn to m odify the 
composition o f the grain and thereby 
adapting It to varkuis special pur­
poses are here reported.

2. Starting with a variety o f aver­
age composition. It has been possible 
hj- selecting and breeding, in ten gen­
erations. t l )  to Increase the aver­
age protein content from  10.92 to 
14 26 per cent: (3 )  to decrease the 
average protein content from  10.92 
to 8.64 per cent: (2 ) to Increase the 
average oil content from  4.70 to 7.37 
per pent: (4 ) to decrease the average 
oil content from  4.70 to 2.66 per cent 
In other words, out o f a single vari­
ety o f corn two strains has been de­
veloped o f which one Is now almost 
twice ns rich In protein as the other, 
ami two other strains have been de­
veloped. one o f whl"h now nearly 
three times aa rich In oil as the oth­
er.

3. Variations among Individual 
ears have lieen found ranging In pro­
tein content from  6 13 per cent In 
the low-proteln str.iln, to 17.79 per 
cent In the high protein strain, and 
In oil content from  1.60 per cent In 
the low-oil strain to 8.39 per cent In 
the high oil strain.

4. f ’ llmatlc cwndltlons exert. In 
certain years, a marked effect upon 
the composition o f the corn crop as 
regards Its protein, nil, and starch 
content.

5. A ltering the romposltlon o f the 
grain has produced no very marked 
effect uiKin the composition o f other 
parts of the ro m  plant.

6 . Conttnued aelecflon appears to 
have Induced a certain correlation 
between protein and oil content.

7. Selection for the composition of 
Ihe grain has resulted l-i characteris­
tic types o f kernel.

8. PerceptlhF# mmllfleatlons In the 
type o f ear have likewise been 
wrought

Columbia, Mo., Nov. 23.— Reports 
receil e<l by this department from  
farmers o f the state show that the 
herds o f dairy cattle that are beat 
managed produce in many cases from  
two to three times as much butter 
during the year os does the average 
dairy cow o f the state, and this d if­
ference largely results from  the best 
herds holding up In th eir m ilk prod- 
ucllon during the winter. W e find 
Ihe reason fur this Is largely due to 
the more carefu l feeding these herds 
receive during this season. W s find 
the farm er getting the poor results 
generally feeds tim othy hay, corn fod ­
der and corn and often not even a 
sufficient aiiiuuiit o f  these. The man 
who (s getting good results has learn­
ed that sueh a ration w ill not enable 
a cow to produce m ilg enough to 
make It profitable It is not neces­
sary to buy large quantities o f expen­
sive feed to make a good ration as It 
can a ll Iw grown on the farm  I f  the 
proper ration Is not at hand, however. 
It will usually pay to buy something 
suitable, or possibly trade some o f Ihe 
feeds on hand.

The man who gets good results 
with COW'S feeds clover, a lfa lfa  or 
t-uwpea hay for the roughness, and 
takes care that Ihe cows have plenty 
o f  It. and If he has some corn fodder, 
feeds some o f that In addition during 
the day. I f  hay o f this class Is fed. 
It la all right to feed a considerable 
quantity o f corn fo r  grain.

The feeds which are generally fed 
In this state may be divided Into two 
classes. The first Includes those 
which are used mainly to produce fat 
and which ars locking in protein 
which Is necessary to produce milk. 
In this class we have corn, com  fod ­
der, timothy hay, straw, m illet and 
sorghum. The second class o f feeds 
are those which contain more protein 
and supply the food necessary to pro­
duce milk. In this class we have 
clover, cuwpea and a lfa lfa  hay, bran, 
oats, cottonseed and linseed meal A 
gxiod dally ration w ill Include feeds 
from  both o f these dosses and It la 
Impossible to make a suitable ration 
by feeding those In the first class on­
ly. A good ration for a cow produc­
ing from  2t  tn 28 pounds o f milk per 
day would be all she wouhl eat of 
clover or cowpea hay, and for grain 
from  S tn 6 pounds corn and 1 to i  
pounds bran or oats. Another fa irly 
g'<od ratlnn for an ordinary cow Is all 
she will eat o f a lfa lfa  or cowt>ea hay 
and 8 to 12 pounds corn. Still anoth­
er would be clover hay as before, corn 
I  to 9 pounds and cutton.sccd meal 8 
pounds per day. These rations will 
be Improved in every case by feeding 
corn silage. C. M. Kckics, professor 
dairy husbandry.

M IM .X l H KOIAM iV,
The director calls special attention 

to the development o f m ining geology, 
or the application o f  the science of 
geology to m ining operations. The 
recognition o f the fact that theco-op- 
eraflon o f the mining geologist Is nec­
essary to the beat development of 
practical m ining operations, the di­
rector states, b) due largely to the ! 
work o f the ITnited States Ooological . 
Survey, and the practical value o f the I 
survey’s contributions to m ining ge- I 
ology has won for it world-wide ree- | 
ognltlon. Geology has now come to 
be considered the handmaid o f m in­
ing. and the actual results o f the sur­
vey's Work have demonstrated to the 
mining industry Its dependence on 
geologic investigations.

The surveys for the classification of 
the coal lands In the west have Inci­
dentally Increased greatly the know l­
edge o f the occurrence and distribu­
tion o f that most valuable mineral, 
coal. Sim ilar systematic investiga­
tions o f the oil fields o f the country 
the director urges, would yield results 
hardly less valuable. TTie goal to be 
sought In mining geo logy is the exten­
sion o f systematic field  surveys o f all 
mineral deposits, so that geologic ex­
ploration may keep In advance o f 
economic development. The prosecu­
tion o f detailed areal mapping In all 
regions where active developm ent o f 
mineral deposits is In progress would 
result In making prospecting less ex­
pensive and more effective, and also 
in winning a much larger proportion 
o f the orq deposits.
