KILLING  BIROS EXPENSIVE.

Country Loaes S800.000.000 by Death 
of Insact Eaters.

New Tork — William Dutcher. preel 
dent of the National Aaxoclatlon of 
Audubon Soctetlea, declared at the an 
nual meeting o f the association In the 
American Museum of Natural History, 
that Ameriesaa were robbing posterity 
and permitting an annual crop losa of 
MOO.OOO.OOO. due to destrucUon of In 
aect-eating birds. He called for a fund 
to tight the comnM-r< lal bird killers In 
every stale legltlalure.

" I f  we permit the heritage of wild 
birds that still exist to be further 
wasted and destroyed, we are robbing 
oar rbUdrea,*' Mr. Dutcher told the 
delegataa "The people, as tmeteca. 
are In honor bound lo preserve these 
wild Wrda for those that follow tie 
W e do not wiah our ebtidren to feci 
about ua as we do about our fathers, 
who perasttted tbe wanton and aaeiess 
extinction of the bIsea and the wild 
pigeon. In the matter of bird legialn 
tion there la no resting place; tbe oaJy 
price of satisfactory bird protectloo Is 
eternal watching of legislatures, for In 
an unguarded moment aa amendment 
may be passed that will undo the work 
of yeara.”
