Supply IJ irgrr TIvsn Kxpeeind ,\fler 
Ihe Holiday.

More rattle  were scheduled for to­
day than trade had been expecting 
after the holiday o f yaeterdny, but It 
aoon developed that the supply was 
largely made up o f directs to the 
stock cattle dealers and a couple o f 
consign nients of western rangers. The 
showing o f natives on the k iller m ar­
ket was very small, but the demand 
was not brisk and prUee were weak.

W ith the holiday cutting out one 
big day In the week, the total mar­
keting o f cattle la running Into large 
flgurea, the four expired market days 
showing a total o f 163.400 against 
j^ j,6 00  fo r  nve days o f the previous 
xecek. Locally  the week's supply will 
run about 1,300 under last week, but 
this Is o f course comparing (our days 
o f this week with live o f last.

W hile the supplies at all points 
have been abnormally large there has 
been a continuation o f complaint 
agalnat common and unattractive 
quality o f stock coming. There have 
been but few  loads o f really attractive, 
fat steers here and absolutely none 
on strictly choice or prim e order. 
Under the heav’y  general marketing 

low  quality o f bulk o f offerings 
th^ .m arket tendency has necee-sarily 
been toward a lower level o f values. 
Beet grades o f steers have not nuffered 
much, but fo r  the bulk o f offerings 
the prices now current show declines 
o f 15025 cents for the week.

The best cattle here have sold at 
56.70 for Juet a good kind o f 1422 lb 
averages while there have been a few  
cattle selling at 56.75 08.40 for nice 
kilHng kinds o f light and medium 
weights with common to fa ir grades 
at 54.5006.50. Westerns have sold 
mostly at 54.00©4.75, not many o f 
them coming.

The poet-holiday market held up 
belter than m ight have been expected. 
Receipts were about normal at all 
prim ary markets and this had the 
effect o f checking the rapidly declin­
ing course o f the market earlier in 
the week. The local market was a 
little slow In getting started but prices 
ruled steady to around 5 cents lower 
than W ednesday and the supply of 
bogs was fa ir ly  bought on this basis.

In the vernacular o f the street 
there was "som ething doing”  in the 
sheep house this morning. A scant 
run found buyers eager fo r  supplies 
and the result was a brtsf, snappy 
marki-t at Inflated prices. Good lambs 
were easily a quarter higher than 
Wednesday, tops landing at 34.25. 
The advance in sheep was not so 
pronounced, being 10#  15c, hut there 
was nothing especially attractive o f­
fered. Some fa ir to good western 
yearlings sold at 54.75 and a few 
native wethers brought 54.50. Sort­
ing was exceptionally light.

The live mutton m arket this week 
has been In good, healthy condition, 
thanks to reduced supplies. Usually 
the Thanksgiving holiday exerts a de­
pressing Influence In the market for 
sheep and lambs, but under scant re­
ceipts this week prices have not only 
held their own hut scored a substan­
tial advance. The combined m arket­
ing at five points shows a shrinkage o f 
79,000 compared with last week, but 
o f course due allowance must be made 
for the holiday.

Locally the week's supply aggre­
gates 7.400, a small Increase over last 
week’s light run. The proportion of 
good to ehholce m aterial In receipts 
has been small, feeders and common 
and warmed-up killers making up 
bulk o f supplies. The undertone o f 
trade has been strong all week, 
culminating In an advance o f 16@25c 
today. Best lambs have sold at $6.00 
66.26; yearlings at 14.75; wethers at 
54.50 and ewes 54.25.

Denver, Col., Nov. 27 — Lamb feed­
ing la ons o f Colorado's leading Indus­
trie*. But It la also an Industry which 
has practlvally reached Its aenith 
within the state

The past year has not been success­
ful for the lamb fi edi-rs o f the state. 
I found upon Investigation, and as It 
Is my purpose to tell all the facts I 
do not intend to conceal past failures.

Do not understand me to say that 
lamb feeding la a failure in Col-jrado 
Ear from  IL It Is one o t  the most 
profitable Industries In the state, and 
past failures n-ere due to purely nat­
ural causes. There la a future for the 
Industry In the state— a future rich 
In promise o f financial returns and a 
future which stands out all the more 
promising in the light o f these past 
failures, writes a staff man on the 
Denver Times

I.-aat year a total o f  1,356.000 Iambs 
and sheep were fed on Colorado's 
fertile flelds. This year the number 
will be not more than 5«0,000. The 
loss a year ago by the feeders is esll- 
mated at close to 61.000.000 by Sen­
ator W, A. I»rake o f Fort Collins, who 
Is Ihe largest Individual feeder In the 
western country. The feeders paid 
52 per hundred too much for their 
young lambs. Is Ihe simple excuse 
which Senator Drake gave me for the 
losses o f a year ago. .And I want to 
repeat again, that the Induitry la still 
a profitable one In the state, and one 
which w ill continue to be profltable 
as long as It is pro|>erIy handled

Ijvrlm er county leads In this Indus­
try. Senator Drake feeds annually 
some 50.000 Iambs and sheep Then 
there come Weld and M'irgan cou;w 
tie*. Prowers and Bent and the fa ­
mous San Luis valley. The failure 
last year gives hope for the future, 
for the wise man proflta by the mis­
takes o f the past. I have already 
given you the reason for the failure 
o f  a year ago. Senator Drake la chock 
fu ll o f Information regarding Ihe In­
dustry. It ha* practically been a life 
study with him. and he ha* facts nnd 
figures to back all his statements

He gave me the reason* aI«o why 
Colorado I* feeding but 500.000 lambs 
thi* year where the average o f  late 
year* ha* heen over the million mark. 
And Incidentally I learned that the 
lamb shortage will not he felt In Den­
ver and Colorado, but In the east.

"F ew  Denver people know the taste 
o f a Colorado grown Itm b." he told 
me.

"W h y ? ”  I asked. I  had an Ide.a 
that practlc.ally all the Iamb* we ate 
here were produced within a few  hun­
dred m ile* o f Denver.

"The i>eople won't pay the price 
the ea»ternerrs do," he »ald. " I  hard­
ly ever ship more than one car o f 
lambs to Denver In a year." And 
Senator Drake, mind you. is the larg- 
eet producer In the atate.

"There are other reason*, thnugh.”  
he continued. "O ur Iambs are m ark­
eted In Omaha. St. Joseph, Kansas 
City and Chicago. Occasionally we 
ship to Buffalo, N. Y. Packers sel­
dom ship a carload o f but one prod­
uct. They ship Iambs In mixed car* 
along with beef and pork. The pack­
ers In Denver could handle more lamb 
If they had the cattle to make up a 
mixed car. But without sufficient 
beef to nil up a car they naturally do 
not wish to kill and dress when they 
have no market. Most o f tho Iambs 
sold In Denver are ewe* and yearlings. 
A ll this flne mutton raised in the stale 
our own people hardly know the taste 
of.

"Hut cannot we kill In Deriver and 
ship the meat east?”

"W e  have been trying to do that for 
some time. I thought when new peo­
ple took hold In Denver that we m ight 
handle all our Iambs In the state, hut 
It didn’ t work out well In practice.”

Senator Drake then went Into detail 
regarding the causes for the small 
feed thI* year. "There  were four rea­
son* for the shrinkage." he told me 
•Fljsl. the pea* were frosted In the 

San Lille valley, where u.«iia11y some 
260.000 lamb* are fed yearly. Second 
wa* the shortage In the hay or a lfa lfa  
crop. The second crop was lost a l­
most entirely. Third Is the Increased 
feed o f cattle over the state. And, 
lastly. Is the grinding o f a lfa lfa  Into 
meal and shipping It east. Naturally

plants are lu-Ing nursed into a siiftt- 
ciently robust life  to allow  for their 
removal to other lands.

Ths trees selected fur this planta- 
tl<>« are those which have proved the 
most desirable fo r  rallruod ties. There 
are ot res o f  oak seedlings, cheetnute. 
catalpa plents. black locust. Scotch 
pine. Austrain pine, Douglas flr and 
other trees

Variety Tr«-e«.
Kesides these trees there are a vast 

number o f seedlings that have never 
lM*en tried for the purpose te which 
it is Intended to put these trees srhea 
they reach maturity, but which m ight 
prove even superior for that purp<iee 
to the trees that have always been se- 
lecled. These seedlings are beiog 
gr.rwn for the purpose o f providing 
the railroad with a variety o f trees #<• 
that experlmeata can be made In the 
future to determine whirh partlru lar 
tree is actually the best for furnish­
ing the all Important tbw on the com­
pany's waj

It will be <• year- or so before the 
trees now In a seedling state will have 
attained growth sutndent to justify 
the forestry department in cutting 
them down fo r  railroad ties.

Three 
p.iumls Ilf average nuts will yield one 
p.iumi o f mi -t*. It i* a vi ry high 
gra-le. indeed, when lhr«»e pounds will 
yield twe poumls of unbroken kernels. 
1 have found it an Invariahl* rule that 
a high percentage o f meat to the shell 
goes with a delicate nutty flavor.

"Pecan* must be dry and handled 
profierly i f  th iir  dlstim tlve merits ar* 
to be liroiight out I f  nut perfectly 
ilry when t.ith. red they should be a l­
lowed to beeume ao before shipping 
Th* best way to dry nuts that have 
byen gathered too soon I* by spread­
ing In th* open air In the shail* or in 
r.ium* where the air passea through 
freely.

"W hen  nuts are not allowed to dry 
properly there t# great danger o f their 
becoming mildewed and rotting, o f  
course, the object o f shipping Improp­
erly dried pecans la to sell sorording 
to weight, regardless o f quality. It 
is shortsighted policy and soon loses 
the grower the trade of the best buy­
ers.

Tr*m* \rc Intcrdcpi'iidcnt.
"T h e  general rule with pecans is 

that every tree la dependent on some 
other tree for the fertilization o f Its 
blossoms. There are, however, many 
exceptions to this rule. A  tree may 
be a regular bearer and not In the 
slightest under the influence o f other 
trees. A  close examination o f such 
trees will reveal the fact that the male 
and fem ale blossoms axe both devel­
oped and at the same time.

"O ften  also an isolated tree v igor­
ous in every particular may be shy o f 
nuts year a fter year. This maye be 
remedied by budding or gra fting on 
the south side o f the tree, taking the 
buds or grafts from  s variety whose 
catkins are ripe at the same time that 
the female blossoms are In full bloom. 
An ini rease o f th* fru it wlU at one* 
be apparent.

"T h e  pecan, so fa r  aa I have been 
able to learn. Is a tree without a dls-

mesUc fowls allowed to run at wlU iu 
the orchard and a tin girded about 
the trunk to keep oft tho squtrreis.

“ This tin should be about two feet 
wide, encircling tbe trtiiik about f if­
teen or twenty feat fi'cui the ground. 
It should be put o «  |n such a way aa 
to slope outward Uk4 the eaves o f a 
house.

"In  weatern Teasu the question o f 
successful |ieean oulture is more a 
question o f moisture -tiian of soil 
W h4M-e the soli la not sulHclently fe r ­
tile 4t may l>* grea lly  bcnefltted by a 
dressing o f bone oieal applied once a 
year.

"Aa there are never a* many pecans 
on the market aa th*- demand calls 
for, the price Is always good. There 
Is no danger In shipping If the nuts 
have been pr.iperly dried.

"Children are the Ideal gatherers, 
and with a few  men to lift the hea\T 
baskets Into the wagons picking up 
pecan nuts Is about as gi>od spurt as 
mo«t children will want. Taken all 
in all. 1 don't know ihst I would 
change my p*H'an groves for an oil 

i well."
