In face of the fact that the week 

wits broken Into by a holiday the local 
receipts of hogs exceed those of last 
week by 8.000 while the flve point 
aggregate falls off 10.000 head. With 
receipts here dropping below a Batur- 
day average the trade opened steady 
to 5 rents higher and bulk o f the 
fresh eiipply was consumed on this 
Itasis. However, there was a con­
siderable stale stuck on hand and 
packers did not show this any favor, 
the trade ruling-rather sluggish after 
bulk o f the fresh supply had been 
taken with bills nut better than 
steady. There were 4,832 holdovers 
In the pens this morning hut half or 
more of these were pigs that have 
been accumulating all week and for 
which there la no reliable outlet at 
sweeping decllnns from prices current 
a week ago.

For the week the local total of 
receipts is 46,500 against 41,586 last 
week, 38,653 a month ago, 16,515 a 
year ago, 21,462 two years ago, 49,163 
three years ago and 50,407 four 
years ago.

At lire points the aggregate total Is
421.000 against 451,800 last week,
345.000 a month ago. 191.200 a year 
ar>. 267,600 two years ago, 336,000 
three years ago and 455,500 four 
years ago.

Prof. J. C. Whitten In Missouri 
L'ollege Farmer;

The comparative merits of fall and 
spring idantlng In this section is a 
live topic (or discussion. I'ertain 
plants, particularly those which are 
not generally subject to winter In­
jury. are better planted in the' fall, 
other species, especially those that are 
not quite so hardy, are safer if plant­
ed in the spring When toll and 
weather conditions are favorable, 
there are certain advantage* In fall 
planting. Autumn-aet plant* usually 
make root grow'lh much more prompt­
ly and abundantly than do spring-set 
plants. They become established de- 
fore winter weather lieglns. so far as 
root growth is concerned, and are 
ready to make uninterrupted growth 
In the spring 8prlng-set plants, on 
the other hand, are usually slow about 
starting root growth.

I f  plants are set in early autumn, 
heat stored In the t.>ll in the warm 
summer seems to act as a stimulant 
to root develutmient much as would 
mill! bottom heat in a gentle hot-bed 
New root growth starts quickly and 
continues aliundantly In case o f au- I 
tumn-set trees provided the soil is ' 
moist. In this way, trees become well . 
eslaidished bef.ire the ground freezes ‘ 
In autuifsn, and are ready to begin un- | 
interrupted growth In the spring. In ( 
autumn at..red foiMl In plants api>ear* 
ti> be easily transferable to needed 
(.arts; wounds continue to heal above 
ground, or callous forms quickly over 
outs on the roots, and the plant store* 
elaborated (ooU, especially in the un­
derground portions These activities 
continue for a time after visible 
growth above ground has ceased and 
the plant appiars to he dominant.

In spring the soil Is cold, having 
lost Its heat during winter. The roo ■ 
of spring-set plants start slowly; fre­
quently the buds make ronsiderahls 
leaf growth aliove ground before root 
growth Ix'gins at all below ground 
During cold, wet spring* particular­
ly. the writer ha* wen root growth 
from «pring-tmn*planted fruit tree* 
delayed until June, when the trees 
above grouinl were in full leaf. This 
leafing out before root growth can 
start tends to exhaust the stored food 
In the tree. It not infrequontly hap­
pens th.1 t newly transplanted tree* 
■tart Into apparent good growth In 
spring and suddenly la-gin to die wHh 
the first hot. dry weather of June, 
bex-au-ie the »n|I Is too cold for their 
roots to start well below ground. 
Agiln . there is a brnger period In 
which transplanting may be done In 
autumn than In spring I f  the trees 
are transplanted In the fall the work 
is out of the way liefore spring work 
la gins. Tender spts-les like the peach, 
and »,>me of our lender ornamental 
shrubs .should not be transplanted un­
til spring, however, a* they arc sub­
ject to winter Injury, unk-si their 
root* are well eMabIbihed. AH spe­
cies not perfectly hardy In this *ec- 
tlon ought to have at least one sum­
m ers growth In which to become es- 
tr.bllahed before they are subjected 
to winter *zposure.

The markets complain that farmers 
are not selling corn. ttejilles to a 
large number of Inquiries sent out hy 
a ('hicago hcu.-a* to stations In Illinois, 
Indiana. Iowa. Missouri and Nebras­
ka were mainly to this effect. In some 
Instances farmers are marketing a 
little corn, but In these states are 
holding for 60 cents as a general 
thing, and In other states are also 
holding for higher prices.

This ie one of the tests of prosper­
ity. The farmer doesn’t have to sell 
his corn Me ran hold It for 60 rents 
if he cares to take the ei>erul«tor'a 
chance. It Is an answer made to the 
buyer conveying the Information that 
the farmer Is on Easy street, with 
money in the bank, credit at the mer­
chant’s, and generally In an independ­
ent condition of purse and mind.

Going back a few years in memory, 
this state o f affair* is one pretty gen­
erally gratifying unless to the pur­
chaser of corn and farm products. It 
has not been many years since farm­
ers were few who could hold their 
corn as they saw flt to await a l>ettcr | 
market. In the old and at that not [ 
ancient day the Interest on the mort­
gage, the store bills, the hired man's j 
wages and the winter outfit for the 
children meant an early market for 
corn and the acTceptance of the mar­
ket price, whatever It might be. He 
had to have the money. Instances are 
not forgotten where grain prices took 
abnormal drops In local market places 
about the time the bills became due. 
The dealer knew the grain simply had 
to come In and took advantage of the 
situation. Today the farmer is taking 
this advantage.

However, it Is a question •whether 
It pays the producer to bitcome a spec­
ulator In Ills own products. It Is like­
ly that mori" money has been lost by ' 
farmers holding corn ’•for 60 cents”  
than has ever been made selling It at 
that price. Most of us can remember 
the man who refused 60 cents for 
corn to sell later at 36. He Is not a 
solitary Instance. It is pretty well es- 
lalillshcd that a man In any produc­
ing business who can get a fair profit 
and sell his product promptly comes 
out In the end with more money than 
his neighbor who holds for the high­
est prices and takes the speculator's 
chance. No manufacturer would at­
tempt speculation. He fixes his profit 
and sells his product as quickly as he 
may.

Nevertheless it Is good to know that 
the downtrodden farmer is able to sit 
back and watch the other fellow 
sweat •
