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peveral headquarters will be transact-
ed hereafter the greater part of the
routine administrative business con-
neeted with the several distriets which
has heretofore been attended to
Washington. At the head of each of-
fice there will be a district forester
and an assistant district forester. Un-
der these will be experts in charge
of the various lines of work.

A chief of grazing will have charge
of range matters. A chief of products
will handle the preservative treatment
Of timber, the strength tests and study
Mmarket conditions. A chlef of lands
will look after such matters as land
examinations

The office of lands deals with gues-
tions involving the validity of claims
@sserted under the public land laws,
applications for special vse of the re-
Bources of the national forests,
e¢hanges in boundaries of forests and
the examination of lands applled for
under the act of June 11, 1906, for
agricultural scttlement.

There will also be in each district
B chief of agriculture, who will have
charge of timber sales, planting and
Ellvical experiments, and a chief of
operation. The latter will supervise
Rhe personnel of the forests; the perm-
anent improvement work, through an
engineer in charge; the accounts of
fhe district, including receipts, dis-
bursements and bookkeeping, which
will be directly supervised by an ex-
@pert accountant, and the routine bus-
finess of the district.

Specialists to Have Charge,

In each of the lines of work the
Mmanagement will Hbe In the hands of
B man who Is a specialist and who has
had thorough experience both in the
west and in Washington. The estab-
lishment of these field districts will
bring the service into more immediate
touch with the public. It is merely
thie completion of the movement,
started some time ago, to have the
Korests administered as far as possi-
ble by men actually on the ground.
f'he change will not affect the inves-
tigation work of the service, which
:nu center, as hitherto, in Washing-
on.

Nearly four Thundred foresters,
btlerks, stenographers and other em-
ployes will start from here early next
mweek for the respective headquarters
Ro which they will he attached. To
most of them the change means an
mdvancement and an increase In their

several states within the limits of and

co-extensive with their jurisdiction.
We declare the vonviction that in

the use of the national resources our

in|independent states are interdependent

and bound together by ties of mutual
benefits, responsibilities and duties.

We agree in the wisdom of future
conferences between the president,
members of congress and the gover-
nors of states on the conservation of
our natural resources with a view of
continued co-operation and action on
the lines suggested; and to thiz end
we advise that from time to time, as
in his judgment may seem wise, the
president call the governors of states
and members of congress and others
into conference,

We agree that further action Is ad-
visable to ascertain the present con-
dition of our natural rgsources and to
promote the conservation of the same;
and to that end we recommend the
appointment by each state of a com-
mission on the conservation of natural
resources, to co-operate with each
other and with any similar commis-
slon of the federal government.

We urge the continuation and ex-
tension of forest policies adapted to
seoure the husbanding and renewal of
our diminishing timber supply, the
prevention of soil erosion, the protec-
tion of headwaters, and the mainten-
ance of the purity and na¥igability of
our streams. We recognize that”the
private ownership of forest lands en-
talls responsibilities in the interests of
all the people, and we favor the en-
actment of laws looking to the pro-
tection and replacement of privately
owned forests,

We recognize in our wa a most
valuable asset of the peog’ot the
United States, and we recommend the
enactment of laws looking to the con-
servation of water pesources for irri-
gation, water supply, power, and nav-
igation, to the end that navigable and
source streams may be brought under
complete control and fully utilized for
every purpose. We especially urge on
the federal congress the Immediate
adoption of a wise, active and thor-
ough waterway policy, providing for
the prompt dimprovement of our
streams and the conservation of their
watersheds required for the uses of
commerce and the protection of the
interests of our people.

We recommend the enactment of
iaws louking to the prevention of
waste in the mining and extraction of
coal, oil, gas, and other minerals with
a view to their wise conservation for
the use of the people, and to the pro-
tection of human life in the mines,

Let us conserve the foundations of
ur prosperity.

in order to thoroughly familiarize my-
gelf with the conditions existing there-
in, to see wherein those conditions
can be improved and the standard of
efficiency iIn thelr management rais-
ed.

“1 also want to take up with those
who have sclentific knowledge wupon
the subject the investigation of such
questions as the improvement of the
soll In those parts of the state where
it has been worn out by overcultiva-
tion; the selection of proper crops for
both the cultivated and
portions of the state; the use of the
rivers and streams for water power;
the development of our rivers as wat-
er highways, and the proper prospeoct-
ing and development of the mineral
resources of the state.

For Stamping Out Disease,
“I also expect, between now and the

opening of the legislature, to have
conferences with members of the
Board of Health and other leading

physicians, as to what the state can
and should do to further the move-
ment for the prevention of the spread
and the stamping out of contagious
and Infectious diseases. I feel confi-
dent that much can be done in this
regard In the institutions of the state
itself, even as the penitentiary and
the jails.

“1 also expect to give what time I
can to famlllarl:_lng myeelf with the
necessities of our educational Institu-
tions, as there is no department of
government in which I feel a keener
interest than in the educational de-
partment.

“In reference to all of these mat-
ters, I shall be glad to receive from
the people of the state any sugges-
tions or advice that they may desire
to offer. The result of these investi-
gations will be submitted to the legis-
lature in proper form at the proper
time for their assistance In the work
of legislation.”

The building, now on reenwood
ivenue, was originally located In
Woodend, Lynn, now known as East

When first moved to Swampscott
he building was placed on a vacant
lot near Humphrey street, and in 1840
it was removed from there further
lown the street, near the beach and
ish house. In 1885 it was taken to its
present location.

It was in 1848 that Charles W. Has
kell, father of the present owner, put
his “seat” into the shop and, with the
exception of two hours, it has never
