Less than 1,000 cattle arrived today
and of these a considerable proportion
was direct to the killers. There were
but few steers on sale, but thege were
picked up readily at full steady to
firm prices and the week finishes with
the market for fat cattle in fair con-

* dition.
This has been a week of liberal
marketing at all leading primary

points. Locally the total of 14,400 is
4,300 ahead of last week and at five
points the aggregate of 176,000 is
43,000 larger than for last week. This
large volume of cattle has included a
very big proportion of common and
trashy stock and comparatively few
fully fat corn-fed steers. The condi-
tion of large percentage of common
stock is not an unusual one at this
season of the year, as it is a time of
unloading stock that owners do not
want to carry Into winter,

~ STOCKERS ANDB FREDERS,
Not much business in this line was
transacted on the open market, as
receipts were limited. There was
good inquiry for feeders with flesh
and welght but light and medium
weight stockers met a peddling onat-
let at steady to weak prices.

Demand in this branch of trade
has centered this week In good fleshy
feeders. Steers having the desired
welght and quality met quick sale
and prices are closing steady to strong
compared with a week ago. A large
proportion of the useful feeders sold
in a range of $4.40@4.85. An lowa
feeder took out a bunch of warmed-
up 1,100 Ib steers Thursday at a cost
of $5.40, having to compete with
killers for the kind he wanted. Yard
traders accumulated quite a showing
of weighty feeders early In the week,
but the movement to the country has
been brisk and nothing in the feeder
line will be carrled over to next week.
While good, fleshy feeders have sold
freely the outlet for thin, light and
medium weight stock steers has been
very narrow. This end of the market
has had dull, unsatisfactory tone and
prices now current are 15@ 25¢c lower
than a week ago. Speculative dealers
have a large showing of this class of
material on hand which they are
anxious to dispose of at the reduced
range. Anyone wanting thin steers
to rough through the winter can find
some bargains at this time.

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A Stealy Market Today—Good Lambs
Selling Well.

Above a normal Friday run of sheep
and lambs at this point was disposed
of on a steady basis of prices. Re-
ceipts of 1,600 ran largely to lambs
and the few sheep Included were not
of a very attractive class, Demand
seems to center in good to cholce
lambs and this class of offerings met
a free outlet at lately advanced guota-
tions. For top lambs $7.00 was again
realized, while most of the better
grades sold between that figure and
$6.50.

The week has been a very Satis-
factory one for sellers of live mutton.
Good lambs have enjoyed marked
popularity and prices have been
materially elevated. Sheep and year-
lings did not advance much but this
end of the market shows good,
healthy color.

Local veceipts for the week will
total out 9,800 and show an increase
of 4,000 head over last week. In the
five point aggregate, however, a fall-
ing off is noted, the figures being 192,-
900 this week agalnst 218,900 a week
ago and 165,800 a year ago.

The lamb market has shown a
strong, upward tendency all week and
current values are 40@G50c higher
than a week ago. The $7.00 level
was reéached for good lambs, the
highest point since v, last. Bulk
of the good to choife lambs sold at
$6.50@6.95. Even common and me-
dium lambs have sold better, but the
call is for finished stuff.

state’'s wheat crops were raised. It is
the most valuable wheat crop ever
pro®uced by Kansas, and rated worth
$7,007,634 more than that of 1807,
which ranks second. The average
value per bushel this year was above
83 cents, the highest since 1881, It
is suggestive of the present-day ad-
vantages of the Kansas farmers' sit-
uation, that according to the official
records the wheat of 1908 was worth
over twenty million dollars more than
was received by the growers for their
combined crops of the four years from
1893 to 1896 inclusive, from an area
of 17,481,468 acres sown. The crop
this year is sixth in volume, and, ex-
cepting 400,362 bushels of the spring
varieties, it is all winter wheat. This
year's spring wheat area shows anoth-
er decrease; the crop was practically
a failure, especially in those half-doz-
en or so of the northwestern counties

Eight counties raised
two million bushels or more, Barton
leading with 4,251,248 bushels, fol-
lowed, although remotely, by Pawnee
with 2,970,436 bushels. The better
average yvields were in the counties of
the northeastern and central portions,
Nemaha reporting 20 bushels, which
was the highest. The lowest yields
were rﬂ:::od from the western and
southeas! counties, and In some
of these the wheat amounted to almost
nothing.

EFFECTS A LARGE SAVING.

New Two-Cent Postage Rate to Britair
Means Much to People.

New York.—One resnlt of the new
two-cent postage rate to Britain, ac
cording to Postmaster Morgan, wil
be the saving of $1,350 a day to the
senders of letters.

On 40,000 pleces of malil the differ |
ence of three cents on each plece rep |
resents a saving to the senders ol
$1.200 a day The yearly saving
amounts to $438,000, It is estimated|
that about 5,000 pleces of mall for the
United Kingdom are daily sent by the|
clities whose foreign letters do not
pass through the foreign branch here
That increases the saving to all the
people of the United States to $1,350
a day of $492,760 a year.

from San Francisco or from New
York to London. It would be prac
tically impossible to fix the cost with
precision, as the proportionate amount
of labor devoted to the one letter by
the large number of men who handle
it, together with its share of the mall
wagon, rallroad and steamship trans
portation cost, would have to be fig
ured.
For this reason it is a question
whether the two-cent rate will be a
losing or profitable venture to the fed
eral government.

GIVES BACK HIS PENSION,

Conscience-Stricken Veteran 8ays He
Is Not Entitled to Money.

Washington.—After having drawn
for years a pension to which he was
not entitled, an unnamed veteran of
the civil war has returned to the gov-
ernment $1,172 to be added to the ever-
growing “conscience fund.”

Commissioner of Pensions Ves-
pasias Warner related this remark-
able case of stricken conscience to
President Roosevelt, but refused to di-
vulge the mame of the veteran, not
even disclosing it to the United States
treasurer, into whose hands the money
was placed.
