Land at $7.50,

Another advance of 10¢c was record-
ed in the sheep house today and lambs
made a new season top, a string of
choice 87 b fed westerns selling at
$7.50. Receipts were 1,000 head, half
of these being direct to packers.
Buyers were hard pressed for supplies
and the meager run was closed out
in short order at advanced prices. A
good class of western ewes sold at
$4.50.

The live mutton market this week
has acted just the reverse of last.
Where last week demoralization reign-
ed the market has this week been ex-

citedly higher., This condition has
been brought about through the
agency of small receipts, total mar-

keting at five points being less than
half what it was the preceding week,
due, no doubt, to the Christmas holi-
days. Locally lamb values have more
than regained the loss of last week
and current quotations are the highest
of the season. From low time last
week the advance has been 75@85c
and in cases more, and the market
stands 26@ 35¢ higher than before the
break. The country should realize
that this sharp advance has been
scored solely because of limited offer-
ings and a reaction is logical should
receipts be Jincreased above actual
needs. Shipping operations ghould be
governed accordingly.

The Agricultaral Colleges and Schools,
The recognition of agriculture as a
teachable subject, having educational
value comparable to that of any other
gclentific subject, 18 no longer confined
to the institutions ind wmen whose
main work is along agricultural lines,
Jts recognition and advancement in
wcollege and school courses no longer
depends solely upon those who might
be expected to be prejudiced in 1its
favor, It is now rated with other
sclentific and technical subjects as a
guitable major for the doctorate in
philosophy, not only in agricultural
colleges and sgch large universities as
Cornell and Wisconsin, where agricul-
ture Is regularly taught im undergrad-
nuate courses, but also in universities
svhich do not idnclude agriculture
among undergraduate courses,

The progress made in agricultural
education in the United States during
the past eleven years as a result of
popular demand stimulated by the
mwork of the state agricultural colleges
and experiment stations and of this
department 48 unprecedented in the
history of the world. In 1897, when
the present administration of this de-
partment began, all but one of the
Jand-grant colleges were “in running
order and doing excellent work, but
ftheir total income was only $5,000,.-
000; today is it almost $15,000,000:
The property of these institutions was
then wvalued at $51,000,000; now at

$96,000,000. Then there were less
than 4,000 students in agricultural
courses; now there are over 10,000,

Ninety of the 1907 graduates of these
wcourses acceplted positions in the ag-
rlcultural colleges and  experiment

stations or in this department at sal-
nries ranging from $500 to $1,700 and
averaging $948.66, It is stated by
presidents of the agriculiural and me-
_chanical colleges that of late the grad-

mates of agricultural courses find re-

usable form for the teachers and pu-
pils.

The director and his assistants are
also called upon to Yecture upon meth-
ods of teaching agriculture at the
grafluate school of agriculture and at
the summer sessions of state univers
sities and state normal schools, One
of his assistants this year spent the
month of June in a summer school
for teachers In Louisiana and July in
a similar school In New Jersey., An-
other gave lectures on methods of
teaching agriculture at the graduate
school of agricultnre at Cornell Uni-
versity and at summer schools for
teachers at the University of Texas,
University of Tennessee, Miaml Uni-
versity in Ohlo, and Massachusetts
Agricultural college. These men are
also called upon frequently to attend
state meetings of teachers and other
large conventions assembled for the
conslderation of educational problems.

Congress has granted a small addi-
tional appropriation for the work of
the office of experiment stations in re-
lation to agricultural colleges and
schools, which will enable the office
to increase the effectiveness of its or-
ganization to some extent, but not in
proportion th the rapldly increasing
demands made upon it by eduecational
institutions throughout the country.
It will not be possible to branch out
along new lnes, but it is hoped that
with the aid and co-operation of oth-
er bureaus of the department, a be-
ginning may be made in the prepara-
tion of two new classes of publications
now much needed for the assistance
of teachers and pupils in publie
schools: (1) Instructional publica-
tions or brief monographs giving re-
liable and up-to-date methods of per-
forming certain agricultural opera-
tions, such as how to restore humus
to the eoll, how to prevent soll eros-
fom, how to manage the wood lot, how
to get a good stand of corn, how to
make and apply bordeaux mixture,
ete.,, and (2) informational publica-
tions, brief wmonographs concerning
the origin, distribution, and lnport-

son that all of this will be accomplish-
ed by the construction of the rallroad
and that it wil require time for the

The manager of the right of way
department says that the road is not
an object of charity, and does not
want it to be considered as such, dbut
for the reasons glven above It I8 en-
tieled to special consideration. And
the company will certainly appreciate
and remember all the aid extended to
it in the way of right of way dona-
tions, which aid is very material, very
fmportant, and has no small part in
the furthering the suocess of the en-
tire project,
