M ailing correctly can speed tax refunds
SPECIAL TO THE JOURNAL 

WASHINGTON —  Tax­
payers can help themselves to 
faster refunds by usin gthe cor­
rect address label when they 
mail their federal returns.

The IRS sent tax packages 
with two address labels — a 
yellow one for those claiming 
a refund and a white one for 
those with a payment.

Use of the appropriate label 
helps the IRS sort the mail ar­

riving at its processing centers.
Taxpayers who do not have 

the tax package will find the 
appropriate processing center 
address in the tax instructions. 
The final digits of the Zip+4 
Code identify the type of form 
and whether it is a refund or 
payment return.

Taxpayers also should send 
their federal return in the IRSlit u :< .-n.ri’.
envelope.

One way to avoid possible

mailing errors is to do what 
nearly half the taxpayers have 
done so far —  file electroni­
cally.

There are no envelopes to 
stuff, no labels to affix, no 
chance of sending returns to 
the wrong agency, and it’s the 
fastest possible route to a re­
fund.

Although Texas is not af­
fected, individual taxpayers in 
12 states are sending their re­

turns to a different IRS center 
from what they have used in 
the past. This is part of an on­
going workload redistribution 
among the 10 IRS centers.

Affected states are Alaska, 
Colorado, Delaware, Idaho, 
Indiana, Kansas, M ontana, 
Nebraska, Oregon, West Vir­
ginia and Wyoming.

When the redistribution is 
complete, individual and busi­
ness returns will be separated.

For as long as human beings 
have lived, herbs have been in 
use —as medicine, as botani- 
cals and as flavorings for foods.

And even now, as the 21st 
century o ffic ia lly  daw ns, 
“Americans are spending be­
tween $3.5 billion and$5 billion 
annually on herbal supple­
ments,” said Dr. Jenna Anding, 
assistant professor and Exten­
sion nutrition specialist.

Herbs that are touted to be 
health aids —  whether as pre­
vention of some condition or 
other or as cure —  count for a 
lot of those billions of dollars. 
Some devotees say because 
herbs have been sued as medi­
cations for thousands of years, 
they must have some value. 
Other consumers and health 
professionals are more skepti­
cal. If herbal medications were 
so wonderful for all those years, 
they ask, why was life expect­
ancy so much shorter in the 
past?

In fact, many health-care pro­
fessional — including Anding 
herself — are very cautious 
when it comes to herbal supple­
ments. “Most of the research on 
herbal medications has been 
done in Europe, where herbal 
supplements are regulated more 
tightly than they are here,” she 
said.

In an article on “Herbal 
Therapy: What a Clinician 
Needs To Know To Counsel 
Patients Effectively,” Brent A. 
Bauer, M.D., defines herbs as

“a plant or plant part valued for 
its medicinal, savory or aro­
matic qualities.”

Botanicals, he wrote, are “any 
plant-derived product used for 
a medicinal or health purpose.”

Sometimes herbs and botani- 
cals are the same th ing; 
sometimes they are not.

B ut according to information 
from the Natural Marketplace 
Trends Report (copyright The 
Natural Marketing Institute, 
2000), the three top sellers in 
the world of herbal remedies 
are g inkgo , garlic and 
echinacea.
GINKGO

“Generally speaking, ginkgo 
is often promoted as a means of 
improving short-term memory 
— improving concentration and 
short-term memory,” Anding 
saicl. “There are some studies 
that suggest the herb might have 
some merit — and some (stud­
ies) find that it doesn’t work.”

Perhaps these studies were 
done differently, used different 
levels or different strengths of 
the herb; or the herb was given 
in different ways for different 
lengths of time; or the symp­
tom s w ere m onitored 
differently, she said.

“The jury is still out,” Anding 
said, adding that many studies 
are still being done.

“One concern is that ginkgo 
may have some blood-thinning 
properties,” she said. “If one is 
already taking blood-thinning 
medication — even aspirin — 
the ginkgo might thin the blood 
even more.” If someone who 
has been taking ginkgo is in a 
serious accident, she said, the 
bleeding might be difficult to 
stop. >

Anding said the recommen­
dation is to stop taking ginkgo

at least two weeks before a 
scheduled surgery, just as any 
other blood-thinning agent 
should be discontinued under 
the circumstances.
GARLIC

Garlic is promoted as a way 
to reduce blood cholesterol lev­
els, as well as being a possible 
antioxidant and “it may have 
some antibacterial properties,” 
Anding said.

But when garlic is taken in 
high doses (and as Anding 
points out, “Who knows what a 
high dose is?”), it may enhance 
the effectiveness of high blood 
pressure medication and blood 
thinning medication. In theory, 
the use of garlic with insulin or 
with a drug for hypoglycemia 
might have an adverse effect on 
those medications, she said.

Garlic in food is not a prob­
lem, Anding said. “Cooking 
with garlic is fine, although 
some may get an upset stomach 
if they eat too much.

“Using a little bit is good; 
using too much could be harm­
ful.” And, as with other herbs, 
use of garlic should be discon­
tinued one to two weeks before 
scheduled surgery.

Since the Food and Drug Ad- 
mi ni strati on does not test herbal 
supplem ents, these supple­
ments are not scrutinized with 
the same standards as more tra­
ditional medications. “Herbs are 
not tested for purity before go­
ing on the market,” she said. 
“Herbs in this country are regu­
lated differently from drugs, 
although some of them may 
have a drug-like properties.”

Anding advised anyone who 
is thinking of taking any herbal 
supplement to:

•Talk with adoctoror health­
care provider, and get into the 
habit of discussing any and all 
medications with them, includ­
ing pharmacists.

• Get an accurate diagnosis 
before using any herb.

• Learn all about the poten­
tial side effects of the herbs 
considered. Do your homework 
— get educated and make in­

formal decisions.
• Seek unbiased and scien­

tific-based research for your 
source of information.

‘There are plants that may 
help and plants that can harm,” 
she said. “Many times the dif­
ference between a drug and 
poison is the dosage.”

L ETTER TO THE EDITOR

Dear Editor,
I am writing to you on behalf of 

my brother-in-law. On Feb. 20, he 
was stopped by an officer from the 
Muleshoe Police Department for 
having a broken taillight.

He soon found himself in hand­
cuffs and being hauled off to jail. 
They told him that his driver’s 
license was no good.

He had his car taken from him, 
and then dogs were allowed to 
sniff through it. My sister had her 
personal belongings gone through, 
including everything in her purse. 
She wasnot with him when he was 
stopped, but her purse was in the 
car. He was on his way back from 
dropping off their 4-year-old son 
at preschool; he works at a dairy, 
and his shift had not yet started.

They were charged $ 125 toward 
a $750 bond and $75 to get their 
car from the towing company. My 
brother-in-law was made to spend 
two hours in jail.

Well, it turns out that his driver’s 
license was good and that there 
was a mistake in Austin, but my 
sister had to go through many chan­
nels to get them to believe that.

The mistake is not the basis of 
our complaint. Our basis is the 
way they were treated by police 
officers: My sister and her hus­
band were made to feel like 
criminals. I believe they had their 
civil rights violated by having all 
their things in the car searched 
without any probably cause or

explanation from the police.
At one point my brother-in-law, 

who does not speak English, told 
the translator that he did not un­
derstand all that was being said to 
him during the Miranda reading. 
The officers paid no attention to 
this and told him to sign the paper 
stating that he understood every­
thing anyway!

My brother-in-law gave no per­
mission for them to search his car, 
nor was he asked if it could be 
searched.

My sister contacted the county 
judge and was told that no report 
had been filed. When she called 
the police department in Mule­
shoe, she was told that none would

be filed because they are hard to 
read and understand. I think it was 
done to cover up all that they did 
to my brother-in-law.

We are not a wealthy family and 
we do not understand the law as 
well as we would like to, but we 
are human beings and, I believe, 
entitled to protection from those 
who wish to abuse their authority.

I know that you are probably too 
busy to mess with such trivial 
matters,but if you stand for some­
thing, you ought to stand for the 
small people out there who are 
working as hard as they can to get 
by.

My sister was told that every­
one they stop is put through this

and that it was not any type of 
racial profiling, but it would prob­
ably get pretty crowded at the jail 
if EVERYONE they stop was put 
through this.

We don’t know what to do, but 
we would like an apology and 
assurances that this will never 
happen to anyone again. This is a 
horrible thing for anyone to have 
to go through, whether they be 
brown, black, red, pink or white.

I just thought that maybe you 
guys might be able to help us in 
some way or at least keep some­
one else out there from having to 
go through this, too.

Enzyme could provide continual fat burning

HOUSTON — An enzyme 
discovered by Baylor College 
of Medicine researchers iscriti- 
cal to the metabolic pathway 
that governs the body’s ability 
to bum fat and could open a 
door into new ways to reduce 
obesity, diabetes and other fat- 
related human diseases.

In an article in the March 30 
issue of the journal Science, 
Dr. Salih Wakil described mice, 
whose genes were manipulated 
to make them deficient in the 
enzyme acetyl-CoA carboxy­
lase 2, or ACC2, as being able 
to eat as much as 40 percent 
more than normal mice and 
weigh 10 to 15 percent less.

ACC1 and ACC2 are in­
volved in producing

malonyl-CoA, which is key to 
the formation of fatty acids and 
to fat burning.

Wakil,chairman of Baylor’s 
department of biochemistry and 
molecularbiology.andhiscol- 
leagues found that there are 
two pools of malonyl-CoA in 
the cell. The one in which 
ACC 1 is important is critical to 
the formation of the long car­
bon chain component of fatty 
acids.

The other pool associated 
with ACC2 regulates the trans­
fer o f fatty  acids to the 
mitochondria, the cell’s pow­
erhouse. Without ACC2, fat 
bums continuously in the mi­
tochondria.

ACC2 was identified in 
Wakil’s laboratory in 1989. Re­

searchers sequenced its DNA 
and located it on the chromo­
some. To determ ine the 
different effects of ACC1 and 
ACC2, Wakil and his col­
leagues created two forms of 
“knock-out” mice. The mice 
that lacked ACC1 died as em­
bryos, demonstrating the value 
of fat in development.

“However, the mice geneti­
cally engineered to lack ACC2 
seem very happy, li ve and breed 
well,” Wakil said. The differ­
ence was that they ate more, 
weighed less and accumulated 
less fat than the normal ani­
mals.

Studies demonstrated that 
the ACC2-deficient mice had 
nearly half the fat of the normal 
mice. The fatty livers of nor-

mal mice looked pale compared 
to the bright red, virtually fat- 
free livers of the genetically 
engineered animals.

In one study, the researchers 
gave the ACC2-deficient mice 
insulin, which is produced in 
response to eating carbohy­
drates. In a normal system, 
insulin stimulates production 
of an enzyme that activates 
ACC1 and ACC2, increasing 
the production of fatty acids 
and inhibiting the burning of 
fat. However, in the ACC2- 
deficient mouse, “fat oxidation 
continues in the presence of 
insulin,” Wakil said.

“This enzyme ACC2 could 
be a target for generating drugs 
that could regulate the burning 
of fat,” Wakil said.
