mtns AND FEEDERS,

The week has been a disappoint-
ment in the volume of stocker and
feeder trade. Supplies have been
quite liberal for the entire week but
during the first half of the week there
was very little demand for cattle to
g0 back to the country and accumu-
lations were enormous. But during
later days there has been some call
for cattle to go to feed lots and the
supply has been worked down some-
what. Prices for all grades of stock
steers and feeders have declined 10
to 15 cents and cattle to go back to
the country have been selling at this
decline. Tt is likely that prices are
now about as low as they will he seen
this fall unless the westerns keep
coming In large numbers untjl later
than usual. There is a good assort-
ment of cattle in the stocker division
that should attract prospective buy-
ers,

Moderate Supply On Sale,
Holds Steady.
Receipts today, estimated at 1000,
were practically all of western origin,
only one deck of natjves being includ-
ed in the supply. As has been the
case heretofore this week, big end of
the supply were lambs. Supply of
feeding classes were comparatively
small, fully two-thirds of the supply
being consigned to killer trade. The
moderate supply of good sheep and
lambs met a good packer demand and
prospects were for a mid-day clear-
ance., Prices remained unchanged
compared with yesterday. Feeder buy-
ers are still conspicuous by thejr ab-
gence and with the slack demand
sellers were forced to grant small
concessions before clearances could
be made. Best lambs sold at $6.80,
as compared with $6.60 yesterday.
Trade during the week has been in
splendid condition, The table of re-
ceipts and list of quotations bringing
out this fact most forcibly, Despite
the fact that the big barn was taxed
to its capacity the forepart of the
weeR with enormous runs of western
range stock the supply was not jn ex-
cess of the demand and as a Ttule
wlearances were made in seasonable
time on the day of arrival. Prices
were well sustained, only one soft
spot developing through the week
and that was Thursday when a mod-
erate volume of marketings met a
slack packer demand and prices
slumped a dime all around. However,
these comditions did nmot prevail long,
as the big portion of the supply at
the end of the week are moving at
prices that show little change com-

7Tbhe startling decvease in the rural
population of Mlissouri, Michigan,
Iowa and the other agricultural states
is due, primarily, to these conditions,

in the opinion of IHenry J. Waters,
president of the Kansas State Agri-
ciultaral College:

America Is drifting toward the stu-
pendous blunder of Great Britain In
ereating a land owning class to be
supported by tenants.

Unless checked — and President
Waters suggests a remedy—this will
retard improving of rural conditjons,
in which is included better homes,
better schools and a more compre-
henslve system of rural education;
prevent road building and seriously
discourage the scientific cultjvation of
restricted areas from which would
come increased yields.

How to Reduce Cost of Living,

The cost of living must be reduced
by improved methods of production
rather than by reduced profits to the
producer.

“The decrease in rural

Waters said, “is due, mainly, to im-
igration to Oklahoma, Texas, Canada
and other places, and to the fact that
s0 many farmers of the states affected
havemoved to town to enjoy the better

touch with the agricultural situatjon
this decrease In rural population is
not surprising. We have seen our ag-

He
well knew that at the prices for farm
| Jroducts to which he had bheen ac-
customed, and under the system of
farming with whioch he was familiar,
his land would not yield a reasonable
return upon the money for which he
could sell it. In other instances there
was awakened in the owner desjre to
exchange his limited acres of high-
priced land for a larger holding of
cheap land in the West or South, in
the hope of reaping a benefit of a
rapid and decisive rise jn its value
such as had occurred In his smaller
huldlnx. In many instances the farm-
Pr had in the era of good crops and
satisfactory prices, accumulated a sur-
lplus fund with which he bought out
his nejghboring farmer and thus
doubled his land holdings, his neigh-
bor moving to town or to some other
Isnte. his house and farm in many

cases remaining vacant.

! Has Money Enough to Retire,

| “In a still larger number of cases
the farmer found himself suddenly
!we.llthv enough ,to retire, under the
lne-w regime of land values, to live in
comfort in the county seat town, or in
| the city and give his family advantages
which the country had not afforded.
Many young men hesitated to engage
in farming with land selling at $100
an acre who, with land worth $25 an
acre, would have chosen agriculture
as a business. In short the high price
of land, the fear that it might decline
in value and the conviction that It
would not further increase in value
has forced many young men into oth-
er professions who wonld otherwise
have become farmers. Much of our
best agricultural land has passed into
the hands of capitalists and city and
town business men. On farms where
formerly lived the owner now lves a
tenant,

“The real reason, however, for this
exodus from the farm must be sought
in the condition of rural life itself If
the people generally believed that
country life possessed the bhusiness op-
‘portunities and attractiveness of town
and city life, there would be plenty of
people to take the place of those who
left the country for the other states or
for the town. If the schools, dhurches,
roads, social and home conveniences
had reached the same devélopment in
the country as in the ¢ity, thers would
not be complaint of k of sufficient
people on the farm,

“Added to this sjtuation is the ex-
tremely unfortunate fact that the dif-
ference between clty and country life
in these respcts is greatly exaggenated
in the public mind. The people of the
country largely overestimate the ad-

cor-

to appreciate its great and pecullar
advantages.”
The Remedy Suggested.,

The important thing to be decided,
then, President Waters said, ks: How
to keep young men and women on the
farms, so that the average Intelligence
of the farming community may not be
lowered. The remedy, he belleves, will
be to Improve the rural school, erect
within riding distance of the home of
every boy and girl In the rural dis-
tricts a first class high school in which

agriculture, manual training and
home economics are taught; the rural
church must be strengthened, de-

veloped and redjrected; and the coun-
try road must be made passable in
comfort the year through,

“We do not need additional immi-
grants to this country of the class we
have been getting In the past,” Pres-
ident Waters saild. “We do need emi-
grants of the sort that we may profita-
bly put on our farms. This means they
must be intelligent, 'well educated,
have capital and the sort of experi-
ence that will keep them In sympathy
with country life and enable them
quickly to adopt the American view-
point and teh American methods. It
should be kept in mind that the for-
eigner is Americanized more slowly in
the country than in the ecity, and the
wrong sort Is a far greater menace to
soclety when in the open country than
in the closely guarded city, *

to Introduce a better system of agri-
culture jn the South and specilically
to prevent the wreckage of the cotton
industry after the advent of the boll
weevil, has attained remarkable re-
sults. From one fleld agent it has in-
creased to 430, from one farm to 60,
000 farms from a few farmers In-
structed to 75,000 Instructed, from
work in one siate to work in 12 states,
Dr. 8. A. Knapp of the Department
Agriculture, who is at the head of
this work, employs the most success-
ful methods known to scientific farm-
ing. By better drainage, better prep-
aration of the soil, better selectlon of
seed and better tillage, the yleld has
been greatly Increased, and by the
growth of legumes and the skillful
management of fertilizers, the worn-
out sofl of many places has been re-
deemed. The superiority of the dem-
onstration methods may be seen by
a few comparative figures Last year
in Virginia 896 farmers working under
the direction of Dr. Knapp's agents
averaged 41 bushels of corn to the
acre, while the average yleld of the
state was 23 bushels. In Nort Caro-
lina the demonstration men averaged
40 bushels and the state 16.8 bushels
