WANT A MACADAM ROAD.

Delegation of Farmers \ppear Before
County Court With Petition,

Farmers, market gardeners and
dairymen along the Pickett road east
of 8t, Joseph want a macadam road-
way. A delegation from that part of
the county ecalled on the county
judges yesterday and asked that the
county court make a rock road for
them from the ciiy lmits of St. Jo-
seph to the Rock Island tracks, east
of the ecity,

The Pickett road residents want
four miles of rock road and explain-
ed that they would rather wait for
the improvement than have only a
part of it macadamized, An attempt
was made four months age to induce
the county judges to mucadamize the
Pickett road and at that time the
property owners along the stretch to
be Improved stated that they were
willing to pay $1 per acre toward the
expense of the improvement,

The cost for the four miles of pro-
posed rock road is estimated at $24,-
000, Theé road was graded two years
ago and is ready for the rock to be
placed upon it,

The delegation which talked with
the county judges yesterday was com-
posed of the following: . A. Chris-
tian, 8. 1. Leonard, G, E. Sampson,
William Howard, Joe Pickett, Arch
Anderson, Frank Frogge, G. R, Butch-
art, Warren Nichols, W. B, Pistole,
Lawrence Snyder and W. Sherwood.

“We are not asking for any more
than the land owners along other
roads have asked and have received,”
sald G. E, Sampson of the delegation,
“We have more dairymen and market
gardeners, who are compelled to
make hauls to the city than any other
road leading to St. Joseph, and we

impassable during ratny weather,
should be the next one that is macad-
amized.”

The county judges made no prom-
ises regarding the proposed improve-
ment but said they would investigate
the need of the rock road, The dele-
gation also called upon 1.
