Barly estimates called for 2,000
cattle at this point but this was sub-

About half
of the local offerings came from the
range districts, The proportion of
steers was normal,

Native steers were not very plenti-
ful and for the nost part the supply
was made up of plain to fair qualitied
short feds. However, included in the
offerings were a couple of loads of
the best heavy cattle seen at this
point during the past two weeks. The
general market did not carry a very
active tone. Buyers were all out in
the yards at an early hour but in view
of conditions prevailing at other cen-
ters they were a little slow to take
hold and on first rounds bids on cer-
tain classcs of steers indicated a dis-
position to cheapen cost of their pur-
chases. However, sellers were averse
to taking any less for their holdings
and held out for steady flrures and in
the end were able to realize prices
well up to the level of Tuesday's
trade. Despite the rather late start
most of the fat steer offerings were
moved scaleward during the forenoon
session.

Top for the day and week was reg-
stered on a two-car drove of thick,
fat, Missouri-fed beeves, averaging
1,441 1bs, that sold at $85.10. Aside
from this bunch sales included noth-
fng above the $7.00 line.
