In response to late declines in prac-
tically all classes of cattle, receipts
were cut down today at all of the lead-
ing markets, the five point total show-
ing a falling off of approximately 18,-
00 head as compared with last
Wednesday., The decrease in supplies,
however, did not bring about material
improvement in the beef steer situa-
tion but it did have the effect of put-
ting the brakes on and a steadier tone
pervaded the trade, Locally there
was a very scant Wednesday run of
cattle on sale and the showing of
steers was proportionally light, Early
estimates on the supply called for 1000
head but this proved too high, actual
receipts falling around 860 head.
Westerns were conspicuously scarce in
the small gencral marketing, practi-
cally the only rangers offered being
hold-overs from yesterday's mean ses-
sion and there were not many of them,
For the most part the beef steer run
was made up of warmed-up and short-
fed natives,

The crop all told was hardly large
enough to stimulate much interest
from the buying side and about the
best sellers were able to do was to
effect a clearance of their holdings at
prices generally steady at yesterday's
lower level. Nothing in the run showed
suflicient quality to land above the
$7.00 line while tlp majority of sales
ranged from $6.50 down.

Light receipts of butcher stock
stimulated the feeling of trade to-
day. Abont $00 cattle were register-
ed today as compared with 2,500 last
Wednesday, of which over half were
butcher grades. Packers were in the
market fairly early and a good com-
petition was the result, The fresh
supply was of falr to good quality and
all gradesg sold aetive at firm prices,
Good cowsg and helfers were in de-
mand and found a ready outlet. Can-
ners and cutters sold freely at steady
prices. No mixed yeariing heifers and
steers were avallable, Western cows
and heifers were scarce and all that
was on offer met with a good demand,
Bulls were fairly numeérous and sold
readily at firm prices. Calf trading
was slow at prices 26¢ 50¢ lower gen-
erally, although a few selected vealers
brought $7.50,

HOGS SELL UNEVENLY

DESIRABLE KINDS RULE FIRM TO
NICKEL HIGHER—LIGHTS
STEADY TO EASY,

TRADE HAD SLOW OPENING

Later Developed Cood Life on Better
Classes—General Quality Fair-
Iy Good—Top Hogs
Land $6.50,

Esgtimates on the loecal crop of hogs
called for 7,500 head and arrivals fig-
ured around 7,000, as compared with
11,071 a week ago and 5,660 a year
ago, At the five leading markets a
total of 80,000 hogs was reported. The
same points combined had S$2,000 a
week ago and 54,500 on the corre-
sponding day a year ago, Trade had
a rather slow opening but developed
fairly active tone later on the desir-
able welghts and qualities at steady
to 5¢ higher prices, The general
trade on the better classes was quoted
strong. Hogs with a combination of
welght and quality sold at $6.50 for
best, a nickel above the highest mark
scored yesterday. After a movement
was started there was a fairly brisk
movement in the attractive grades.
On the other hand it was slow trading
in light mixed and light lights. The
market was inclined to a werker trend
on these classes. Buyers bid more or
less indifferently on stock. lacking
welight during the early rounds and
few of these sold until bulk of the
welghtier offerings were disposed of,
Sellers found it hard work holding
prices to a steady level with yester-
day and in some cases slight conces-
slons were required to move the light-
er grades. Most of the selling talent
quoted it a steady to weak market on
lights, It was a hard matter to get
above $6.20 for best hogs averaging
under 200 Ibs and $6.05@6.20 took a
lot of decent lghts, with riff-raff
ranging on down to $5.50 or under,

General quality of the day's offer-
ings was fairly good, desirable weighty
hogs being more plentiful in propor-
tion to the size of receipts than yes-
terday,

Pigs met a fair sort of demand at
steady to strong prices,

Prices ranged from $5.50@6.50,
with the bulk selling at $6.00@ 6,45,
The bulk yesterday sold at $6.006
6.35, a week ago at 86 005 6.45, a
month ago at $6.10@6.30, a year ago
at $7.00@ 7.10, two years ago at $7.70
@ 8.05, three years ago at $5.30@ 5,60,
and four years ago at $4.20@ 4.35.

MARKETS LOAD OF HEIFERS

One of Missouri’s Largest Farmers on
Yesterday's Market With Stock,

“Jeff” Kemp, of Bethany, Mo., rated
as one of the largest farmers and land |
owners in the “Show Me" state, was
on the local market yesterday with a
one-car congignment of grass heifers
that sold well, considering market
conditions. Not in the least bit con-
scious of the fact that he is one of the
largest landowners in Harrison coun-
ty, Mr. Kemp is an interesting, agree-
able talker, and shows no hesitancy in
talking on any subject relative to
farming, and from the short interview
that he gave out to a Journal repre-
sentative, he showed that he is a close
follower of agricultural conditions,
despite the fact that the management
of a five hundred acre farm rests al-
mest entirely on his shoulders, “In
my opinion 1 think this is an off year
in my section of the country in re-
gards to cattle feeding,” said Mr,
Kemp, “We raised a surprisingly
good corn crop and the scarcity of
feed is the least of our worries, but at
the same time farmers and feeders
are not warming up te the feeding
proposition as they ought to. In spite
of the abundance of corn and forage
feed, corn is selling as high as 0
cents and in a few instances up to 53
cents a bushel. With corn at that fig-
ure and the finished beef product sell-
ing the way it is now, feeders are not
going to gamble with market fluctua-
tions, when they can get the fgures
mentioned above for their corn, Hog
feeding is an entirely different propo-
sitlon, We had a bumper pig crop
last spring and with praectically no
disease in the herds through the sum-
mer the bulk of the crop is rapidly
rounding into maturity and it looks
like Harrison county will be among
the top notchers in the marketing of
pork this winter.”

FARMERS OPTIMISTIC.

Towa Feeder Says Conditions Are As
Good As Could Be Expected.

One of the representatives of the
“Hawkeye'" state on yesterday’'s mar-
ket with hogs was “WIill" Mullen, a
prominent young farmer and feeder
of Maloy, who marketed a one-car
shipment of heavy butcher hogs,
There were 75 hogs in the shipment,
averaging 260 lbs, and sold at $6.35,
within a dime of the day’'s top. Mr.
Mullen was decidedly pleased with his
sale and on receiving his weights
started to figure, aund soon his cisage
was illuminated with a smile that told
which side the profit and loss column
the balance was on. Although Mr,
Mullen is just out of his ‘teens, he is
rapidly making a name for himself
among the big feeders in his section
of the country. In reply to a question
as to how conditions were in his part
of lowa, Mr. Mullen said: “In
a general way farmers are facing a
prosperous winter., The drouth this
summer put a deecided crimp in the
corn crop, and it is my own personal
opinion that on an average the yield
will not go above 20 to 25 bushels to
the acre, but at the same time we have
plenty of feed to run us through the
winter. Fat cattle are fairly plentiful
and the next week will witness the
marketing of some 17 or 18 cars of fat
beawes from the country tributary to
Maloy. We are not troubled with hog
sickness of any kind, and bulk of the
spring pig crop has been marketed
with the result that feedlots are now
rather sparsely populated with swine,”

Nebraskan Markets One Car of Heavy
Butchers at Top Figure.

B, G, May, an extensive farmer and
feeder of Campbell, Neb., considers
hog feeding the most profitable of all
farming operations, and if he is as
successful in every instance in the
marketing of the product of his feed
lots as he was at this point Monday,
his opinion is easily accounted for,
Mr. May accompanied a one-car ship-
ment of heavy butcher hogs to the
market that carried off the honors for
top figures. There were 51 hogs in
the shipment, averaging 341 1bs., that
sold at $6.45, the only load to sell at
that figure and a nickel above any-
thing in the yards, That he was
pleased with the sale would be putting
it mildly.

BULK OF RUN IN RANGERS

Good Showing of Feeding Material
and Usetul Thin Stock Found a
Ready Outlet to the
Country.

Moderate receipts of sheep and
lambs at this point today found a mar-
ket that was decidedly uncertain and
slow., Receipts were estimated at
3,000 and about that many registered,
consisting of eight cars of
practically all lambs, four cars
Mexiean lambs and a deck of mixed
natives, Outside markets furnished
the hint for local packers to continue
their price hammering tactics, with
the result that bids from all quarters
during the early hours averaged from
15 to 25¢ lower, Salesmen absolutely
refused to grant packers any conces-
sions and trade was in a deadlock
throughout the greater part of the
morning.
