mental assistance was al­
ready ap p roved  at the 
highest possible level un­
der cu rren t budget 
constraints, most produc­
ers would be hard-pressed 
to show a positi ve cash-flow 
given carry-over debt that 
has been piling up, vanish­
ing equity, and projections 
for more low prices.

Producers also  know, 
mainly because they have 
been glued to every infor­
mation source available and 
studying every projection 
and estimate that has been 
released about proposed 
farm programs, that both 
the House-approved Farm

Security Act o f 2002  and 
the bill being considered in 
the Senate provide signifi­
cantly more support than 
the current program plus 
supplemental assistance.

Pressure to act must re­
m ain high so rural 
communities that rely on a 
stable agricultural economy 
don’t get left out in the cold 
because it is easier to say 
there isn’t really that big a 
problem or there is plenty 
of time to get things done 
before current law runs out.

Reality is thatcurrent law 
has proven inadequate for 
the jo b  since shortly after it 
was enacted.

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New species of salvia introduced to gardeners

A new species of dryland 
salvia is being introduced in 
America this year.

High Country Gardens of 
Santa Fe will be offering the 
plant via mail-order in its 
new catalog.

Being marketed as dwarf 
s ilv e r -le a f  sage, Salv ia  
daghestanica (how ’ s that for 
a name?) likes full sun, well- 
drained soil, doesn’t need 
much water, and is deer and 
rabbit “resistant.”

I put “resistant” in quota­
tion marks because I don’t 
know exactly how resistant 
the species is supposed to 
be.

I suspect that, as a salvia, 
the plant has a scent and fla­
vor that animals will avoid 
as long as there’s something 
more palatable to chew on. 
As I’ve said many times, 
though, I have known cot­
tontails to leave things alone 
for years and then chew ev­
ery last stalk to the ground.

But at least, if you live 
where deer or rabbits make 
pests of themselves, plant­
ing “resistant" plants is better 
than planting “main course” 
staples.

Dwarf silver-leaf sage pro­
duces rosettes o f silvery 
foliage, not too unlike some 
other salvias, with spikes of

clear blue flowers in late 
spring.

Unlike some of the nice 
salvias, this one iscold-hardy 
well below zero.

It’s an Asian species.
With all the nurseries that 

have blossomed in recent 
years as gardening has be­
come the nation’s No. 1 
outdoor activity, the number 
of new plants introduced ev­
ery year is almost countless.

Another “new” species of 
in terest in our clim ate , 
though, is Grand Mesa beard- 
tongue ( Penstem on  
mensarum). As its name tells 
you, it’s a native of Grand 
Mesa in western Colorado.

Itproduces 15-inch spikes 
o f flowers in cobalt blue and 
likes hot, sunny places with 
not-too-rich soi 1. Reportedly, 
it is a long-lived perennial, 
u nlike the Penstem on  
barbatus that was about the 
only penstemon available to 
our parents’ generation.

Also just out are new culti- 
vars o f many species that are 
adapted to our area.

Stachys coccinea, com ­
monly known as scarlet 
hedgenettle although I sel­
dom hear anyone use that 
name, is not com m only 
grown on the High Plains 
and I don’t know why.

If you have driven in Cen­
tral Texas and admired the 
meadows of spectacular red 
wildflowers, it could well 
have been this species you 
were seeing.

Anyway, one new form of 
it called ‘Hot Spot Coral’ 
(I ’ve said it before- I don’t 
make this stuff up) offers a 
coral-red shade, maybe a 
little more subdued than the 
red-red of the species.

This one does require more 
water than the salvia or the 
stachys, but not more than it 
takes to maintain a high-qual­
ity lawn. Despite coming 
from downstate, there is no 
problem with its hardiness 
on the High Plains.

A new cultivar that doesn’t 
need much water is ‘Shasta 
S u lfu r’ buckw heat. The 
flow erin g  buckw heat 
(Eriogonum umbellatum) is 
another greatly underrated 
plant that should be more 
popular than it is.

The big crops o f sulfur- 
yellow flowers open in late 
spring and last up to a month 
and a half.

‘Spring Sulfur’ is some­

what bigger than any flow­
ering buckwheat you may 
know about—  18 inches high 
be 2 feet across.

Looks as if hummingbirds 
are not going to leave the 
High Plains at all this winter 
if  they can keep finding 
something to eat.

The weekend o f Jan. 5-6, 
an Anna’s hummingbird was 
photographed at a feeder in 
Amarillo.

I find it unbelievable that 
those little guys can survive 
the temperatures we’ve been 
having, but apparently their 
migration to the tropics is 
based only on the need for 
food, not any lack of hardi­
ness on their part.

I haven’t talked to any of 
these people who still have 
their hummingbird feeders 
out, but I’m guessing they 
must bring the feeders in­
doors at night to keep the 
nectar from freezing.

Also, if  you’re going to 
experiment at this time of 
year, remember that there is 
no point in filling the feeder 
more than a quarter full.

area’s strong winds have al­
w ays kept L o w er R io  
G rande V alley  nursery 
growers out o f the lucrative 
cut-flow er business. But 
scientific research and the 
bird of paradise, a common 
landscape plant that thrives 
in South T e x a s , could  
change that scenario.

Yin-Tung Wang, a horti­
culturist at the Texas A&M 
Agricultural Research and 
E x ten sio n  C en ter at 
W e sla co , said grow ers 
could make up to $50,000 
per acre per year selling 
bird-of-paradise cut flow­
ers p lan ts to re ta ile rs  
throughout the country.

“Right now, the onlyU.S. 
producers o f bird of para­
d ise are in Sou th ern  
California and Hawaii, but 
they can’t keep up with the 
d em and ,” W ang said . 
“Flowers have to be im­
ported from South America 
and Europe.”

Bird of paradise produces 
long stems that bend at the 
top to produce brilliant, 
pointed yellow flowers that 
resemble a bird’s beak.

“This is a subtropical 
plant that is ideally suited to 
V a lle y  grow ing co n d i­
tions,” Wang said. “It stands 
up to Valley winds, it’scold 
tolerant, its flower stems are 
so stiff and erect they don’t 
need staking. And once a 
field is established, these 
plants will produce flowers

“The freeze of Decem­
ber 1983 killed leaves of 
the bird o f paradise here, 
but plants recovered well 
and then bloomed quickly. 
Light freeze and frost do 
not appear to harm this 
crop,” he said.

W ang envisions a re­
search project to determine 
the establishment, growth 
and flower production of 
bird o f paradise (Strelitzia 
reginae Ait.) and has sub­
m itted a $ 5 0 ,0 0 0  grant 
proposal to the Texas De­
partment o f Agriculture’s 
new Specialty Crop R e­
search  and Product 
Development Grant Pro­
gram.

‘T h is  research would last 
for several years and would 
determine how best to es­
tablish plants under partially 
shaded and non-shaded 
field conditions, optimal 
spacing for best flower pro­
duction, leaf and flower 
production per plant and per 
acre and econom ical re­
turn,” he said.

Eradication producing notable returns to Texas cotton producers
S P EC IA LTO TH E JOURNAL

Boll-w eevil eradication 
produces sign ifican t re ­
turns to cotton grow ers, 
according to the Texas B oll 
W eevil Eradication Foun­
dation.

T h is  im pact has been 
well documented in co t­
ton-grow ing  states that 
have eradicated the w ee­
vil, the foundation stated 
in a press release this week, 
but the effect in Texas is 
ju st becom ing clear.

Two recent studies draw 
a stark contrast between 
areas in eradication and 
those still struggling with 
the d am age cau sed  by 
co tto n ’s m ost consistent 
enemy.

A report prepared by 
John Robinson, an agricul­
tural econom ist for Texas 
A & M , com pared cotton 
production in the South

T e x a s/ W in te r  G ard en  
Eradication Zone with pro­
duction in nearby counties 
that are not conducting 
eradication activities.

His report, taken from 
data provided by the Texas 
Agricultural Statistics Ser­
v ic e , show s the South  
Texas zone greatly outper­
form ed the counties not in 
eradication.

The zone showed an av­
e ra g e  in c re a s e  in 
production o f 119 pounds 
per acre, a 24 percent gain, 
from 1997-2000  compared 
with the four previous 
years. Fort Bend, Jackson, 
M atagorda and Wharton 
counties, which are not in 
eradication, posted an av­
erage loss o f  38 pounds o f 
cotton per acre, or a 7 per­
cen t d ecrease, over the 
sam e tim e span.

“W e can ’t explain the

difference other than the 
boll weevil eradication pro­
gram ,” Robinson said at a 
recent m eeting with grow­
ers in the Upper Coastal 
Bend Eradication Zone.

The zone is com posed 
o f  the four cou nties in 
R o b in so n ’s study, along 
with Austin, Colorado and 
Brazoria counties and part 
o f W aller County.

Growers in the zone will 
vote this month on begin­
ning eradication activities.

The econom ist said the 
yield increase translates to 
a benefit to South Texas 
cotton growers o f $ 75  per 
acre, or a return o f $ 6 .4 0  
for every dollar spent on 
eradication.

“Any region that does 
not eradicate the boll w ee­
vil will find itse lf in a 
c o m p e tit iv e  d isa d v a n -

The South Texas/Winter 
Garden zone began eradi­
cation in 1996 and recently 
reaffirmed its com m itm ent 
to eradication when almost 
88 percent o f  growers in 
the region approved a mea- 
su re  to co n tin u e  
eradication.

Another study confirm s 
the benefits o f eradication. 
The 20 0 0  “Cotton Insect 
L osses” report, prepared 
for the 2001 Beltw ide C ot­
ton C onference, showed 
dramatic differences b e­
tw een  the L o w e r R io  
Grande Valley and Upper 
C o a sta l B en d  areas o f  
Texas compared with the 
South Texas/Winter Gar­
den.

During the 2000  grow­
ing season, South Texas 
showed no losses because 
o f boll-weevil damage, but 
more than 3 7 ,0 0 0  bales o f 
cotton were lost to boll 
w e e v ils  in the U pper 
Coastal Bend. The Lower 
Valley, which encompasses 
the southernmost counties 
at the tip ofTexas, lost more 
than 15,000 bales.

From  a dollars and cents 
perspective, boll weevils 
co st the Upper C oastal 
Bend more than $10 .8  mil­
lion, or $42 an acre, and 
the Low er Valley almost 
$4.5  m illion, or $18 .2 2  an 
acre. Add the expense o f 
insecticides growers ap­
p lied  to  co n tro l b o ll 
w eevils, and the cost in the 
Upper Bend increases to 
$ 7 8 .3 6  per acre and $ 6 9 .2 9

per acre in the Low er Val­
ley.

South Tex as growers pay 
an assessm ent o f $ 2 3 .1 4  
per acre for eradication.

“From  the experience in 
other states, w e’ ve always 
know n that erad ication  
benefited cotton grow ers,” 
said Lindy Patton, execu­
tiv e  d ir e c to r  o f  the 
fou nd ation . “Now data 
from Texas cotton fields 
show that Texas producers 
can reap the same results.”

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Former 4-H’er delivers red, white and blue message

C O L L E G E  ST A T IO N  
—  When Jennifer Roberson 
joined 4-H as a third-grader, 
she didn’t realize how life­
changing the experience 
would be.

The leadership skills she 
learned from her years in 4- 
H, a youth development 
program that stresses leader­
ship and community service, 
helped her make a difference 
after Sept. 11 —  and lead her 
to New York City.

Now a junior at Texas 
A&M University (Class of 
2003, she said), and a student 
employee of the 4-H Founda­
tion office, Roberson laughed 
when she explained she has 
been involved in 4-H “for a 
while!”

All those years in 4-H in 
Vernon (third grade through 
high school) even influenced 
her choice of major. An agri­
culture development major, 
Roberson is also the recipient 
of the Houston Livestock 
Show and Rodeo Scholar­
ship.

But it’s not so much what 
she did while she was a mem­
ber of 4-H, but what she has 
done with what she learned 
there that has made a differ­
ence in lives other than her 
own. Roberson is one of the 
Aggies who worked with the 
Red, White and Blue Com­
m ittee, raising about 
$ 180,000for the rescue work­
ers’ funds in New York City.

She was also one of a dozen 
or so committee members

who traveled to New York in 
November to present the 
checks to two charitable or- 
gani zations— $90,000 to the 
Patrolmans’ Benevolent As­
sociation  W idow s and 
Children’sFund, and $90,000 
to the UniformedFirefighters 
Association's Widows and 
Children’s Fund.

Roberson credits her years 
in 4-H in helping her develop 
skills as a team member and 
as a leader. She took part in a 
lot of projects during those 
years —  as she laughingly 
said, “What were not my 
projects?” —  including food 
and nutrition, method dem­
onstration, record book, sheep 
and of course, leadership.

Roberson was involved in 
leadership in 4-H on the 
county and district le ve Is, and 
in 1999, as a member of the 
state council. And in the sum­
mer of 2000, she worked at 
the Texas 4-H Center in 
Brown wood.

She also served on an ex­
change group, with other 
4-H ’ers in both Missouri and 
Washington, D.C., and she 
was a leader/mentor for 
younger 4-H ’ers in her area.

“1 had a great county Ex­
tension agent” to work with 
as a4-H ’er, she said. Mozelle 
Montano was county Exten­
sion agent for 4-H and family 
and consumer science in 
W ilbarger County when 
Roberson was a 4-H ’er there, 
she said.

Like so many others, 
Roberson wanted to do some­

thing to support both the vic­
tims of the Sept. 11 attacks 
and the rescue workers who 
rushed to the scene.

“My boyfriend and 1 are 
both involved in student ac­
tiv ities , but in different 
organizations,” she said. One 
night shortly after Sept. 11, 
he called “and told me about 
the red, white and blue T- 
shirts” and the movement to 
get the T-shirts made, sold 
and worn at the Sept. 22 foot­
ball game between Texas 
A&M and Oklahoma State 
University.

Roberson immediately vol­
unteered. The plan was for 
fans attending the game to 
dress in red, white and blue to 
show support for the country 
and for the victims of the Sept. 
11 attack, Roberson said.

Through the efforts of 
about a dozen student orga­
nizers and 20 to 30 volunteers 
who sold the shirts for $5 
each —  and the overwhelm­
ing support people who 
bought the shirts, sometimes 
by the dozens —  the commit­
tee was able to rai se thou sands 
of dollars in support of those 
directly affected by Sept. 11.

“It’ s hard to describe be­
cause ... 1 have a theory,” 
Roberson said. “People just 
wanted to help and didn’t 
know what to do. We pro­
vided an outlet for A&M. I 
feel like we helped in a small 
way.”

And when she actually saw 
the stands at Kyle Field on 
game day, with fans in the 
bottom tier dressed in blue T- 
shirts, fans in the center

dressed in white and fans on 
the upper tier in red, “It was 
incredible,” she said. “It re­
ally happened!”

Roberson was one of about 
10 of the students on the com- 
mi ttee who went to New York 
City in November to present 
the checks. She said three 
things from that trip stand out 
most for her:

One was when she and a 
couple of other committee 
members came upon a fu­
neral service at St. Patrick’s 
Cathedral for one o f the 
firefighters whodied because 
of the attacks. “A bagpipe 
was playing ‘Am azing 
Grace,’ ” she said. “It was 
beautiful."

Another was the check pre­
sentation itself, along with 
seeing New York City sights

and attending a production of 
“42nd Street” on Broadway.

And the third was a visit to 
Ground Zero. “I was right in 
front of the site,” Roberson 
said. She had a difficult time 
describing it. “It’s a yery vivid 
picture of the most horrible 
devastation you could eve: 
imagine. It looked like ashes 
still in the shape of the build­
ing, yet it’s twisted beams of 
steel.... I couldn't believe it ”

She was surprised to learn 
that many of the New York­
ers they met considered the 
Aggies to be heroes for their 
work with the Red. White and 
Blue Committee.

“I don't feel like we’re any 
sort of heroes because all we 
did was give people an idea 
of a way to helpf’ Roberson 
said.
