In addition to this, says
the .Engineering and Mining Journal,
at the time of printing, there is sure
to be a certain waste due to poor ex-
posures, blotchy paper, etc. A method
for turning this waste into a useful
article 18 presented by E. B. Birken-
bend, In the American Machinist.

These old or useless prints may be
bleached by immersing them in a soda
bath containing four ounces of soda
to one gallon of water. If it is desired
to bleach only a portfon of the print,
this may be done by painting that part
with this solution. By washing the
prints In fresh water, after bleaching,
any discoloration Is prevented. The
blank paper thus obtained furnishes
a fair grade of sketch paper,
there are numerous other uses to
which it could also be put.

Motor Regulations In Japan.

The regulations for motor trafic in
Japan are neither long mnor compli-
cated. In case of a vehicle being in
the street in an unsafe state it i{s the
Auty of the police to order it to stop
or to allow it to proceed only after
defects have beem remedied.

Speed is limited to eight miles an
hour, save in Yokohama, where the
gpeed limit {s six miles. Motors must |
not race. When cars meet they must
slow down. When a jnotor meets a
procession, a funeral or fire engines
proceeding to a fire, & must pull-up
and take another reute. Violation of
these rules will be followed by flne
or imprisonment. The regulations are
not quite so Draconic as they appear,
for the Japanese streets are very nar-
row and abound in picturesque and
capriclous turnings,
