Oklahoma City, Ok., Jan, §.—Hun-
dreds of horses and mules, among |
them some of the best breeding stock |
in the country, are dying of blind
staggers in the eastern part of the
state, asccording to reports to the State
Board of Agriculture, In two weeks
more than 500 fine animals have died |
in Delaware county, and the death
rate Iin other localities has reached
proportions of an epidemic,

Dr. J. K. Callicotte, state veterin-
arian, who has returned from a tour
of the eastern side of the state, says
that hundreds of farmers have lost
stock.

Death is said to be caused by the|
animals eating musty corn., Nubbins|
left on the stock are made musty by

moisture, and when stock eats the
corn the disease follows,
“Farmers, and especlally those on

the eastern side of the state, where
it was expected the largest crop of
corn would be raised this year, were
warned early about the danger of
feeding stock this way,” said Dr. Cal-

Virus, for hyper-immuning, from a
hog with cholera in a4 mild form, or
with an inherited or acquired re-
| sisting power against the disease,
would produce a serum with very lit-

tle protective power,
lLarge gquantities of virus of a high
virulence, to fill the body of the im-
mune from which serum is to be
drawn, is essential. The virus must
remain within the body of the immune
at least ten days, or longer, if he does
not do well, before the serum is drawn
or the results of the serum treatment
may be the opposite desired.

Too frequent and too many hbleed-
inge for serum weakens at the later
drawings the potency of the serum,

A reliable tested serum may be pro-
duced by taking the two or three
bleedings of serum from hyper-ime

muned hog, mixing, applying to a sus-
ceptable hog or hogs and then expos-
ing them to virulent hog cholera,

A testing of the serum is not al-
ways practiced by some plants when
the demand is greatest, because of the
extra time it takes to determine the
results of the test,

Serum should be in a cool place at
all times and if exposed to the hot
sun, even while sealed, or if it be
placed by a hot stove for too long a

time, perhaps while in transit, the
serum may become impotent,
Application,
With a potent, reliable, tested

serum many mistakes are even then
made in its application, making the
results of its use unsatisfactory. Ap-
plication is made inside the thigh of
the pig with a hypodermic syringe of
20 ¢. e, (cubic centimeter) capacity.
There are two methods of treatment
with serum—serum alone and serum
symeltanous. The serum alone gives
protection where cholera has broken
out in a herd. The serum symela-
taneus gives a more permanent im-
munity without the necessity
accompanying outbreak,

Serum Alone Application.
Clean quarters, well bedded,
the parts where injection is
must be washed with an antiseptie
golution, the needle cleansed after
each injection, No sick hogs should be
treated except with the maximum
dose.

There is
an inevitable 10 per cent shrink no
matter who handles it. The other 20
per cent represents tankage, blood,
hair, bristles, grease and fertilizer. A
larger proportion of the hog is edible
than any other food animal, and the
value of the by-product I8 corres-
pondingly less. The bones go with the
cuts, OfF recent years tankage has
found a broad and increasing demand
from hog ralsers, who realize its pro-
tein value as a balance for the heavy
corn ration fed to most hogs, Tankage
Is leargely used in Kansas, lowa, Mis-
sourl, Nebraska and llinois, Our ex-
perience is that tankage hogs dress
out hetter than = straight corn-fed
stock., And this recalls the fact that
In recent year quality has depreciated,
resulting in lower yields, the logieal
result of corn economy and shipping
hogs off grass. In the opinjon of ex-
perts the fall rush of immature stock
to market was due, among oiher
causes, to washy grass, in consequence
of excessive precipitation following
the drouth.

In breeding and Improper feeding
result in hogs losing their capacity to
resist disease. In former days, when
corn was a cheap commodity and in
many localities could not be profita-
bly hauled to the elevator, hogs were
fed out and given a hard finish before
marketing, but during the past three
or four years there has been a pro-
nounced tendency to market early with
lack of finish, presumably fo aveid
running up a feed bill.

The problem of what kind of a hog
best suits trade needs is frequently
discussed.

Here in the corn-
belt he thrives as nowhere else. Corn
and grass constitute an ideal ration
and had nature not seemingly placed
a curb on production by repressing
periodical  expansion with disease,
such as growers have encountered
this year, the American hog could
feed the world. In the development of
the Mississippi Valley he has played
no insignificant role. He came west
with the pioneer army that wrested
these fertile plains from their abori-
ginal tenants and supported that move
ment to the very outposts of civiliza-
tion. He assisted in converting to pgrt-
able and marketable form the hulky
corn crop of the West, and furnished
energy for conquering the forests and
developing the transportation require-
ments of the nation, He came to the
relief of the meat-hungry millions of
Europe, provisioned the navies of the
world and created for himself a su-
premacy-demonstrating record,

The accomplishment of the Amer-
fean hog is a conspicuous chapter in
the history of modern achievement.

the bag until the product is marketed,
He must either hedge against his hog
purchasca or carry the porduct
through the period required for the
curing process, subject te market
mutations meantime, which is a ver-
itable gamble, The cash he pays goes
into immediate circulation; the money
he collects requires time for the com-
ing-back process, Criticism s fre-
quently heard of the failure of retail
prices to move to unison with the hog
market, but these critics ignore the
time necessary for the curing process
and the fact that the packer is merealy
a manufacturer, not a distributor,
and that the product frequently passes
through several hands before reach-
ing the ultimate consumer, each
change of ownership resuiting in levy-
ing additional toll. Present distribu-
tive methods might be simplificd and
cost of the process reduced,

It is an economic truth that the
value of a domestic product is regu-
lated by the opportunity for market-
ing the surplus. Our export trade in
cured hog product is of considerable
volume, but that outlet is proverbiaily
fickle. Experience shows that Eurepe,
our principal customer, buys freely
when prices are attractive, but cur-
tails purchasing promptly when cost
rises to a level prohibitive to the con-
sumer whose purchasing power is less
than that of the average American,
This was demonstrated last year when
a short crop of hogs on this side of
the Atlantic practcally put the pro-
duct out of the reach of the average
Kuropean consumer. It was a condi-
tion accountable for the startling con-
trast between the volume of the ex-
port trade in 1910 and 1911, No sooner
had prices returned to the normal
level, however, than the export out-
let broadened, demonstrating that we
can depend on a European market
only when the prices is right.

American hog products are sold in
nearly every country of the world,
the only countries exporting hog pro-
ducts to any great extent besides
America at the present time beéing
Denmark and China, The production
of hogs has been stimulated in China
du the last year or two owing to
the prices ruling in Ameriea.
