The first salt well, as they ar* 
known today, to be drilled In KanssA 
was put down In Dickinson county, 
near Solomon City. In 1867, by C. W. 

Ha 
struck the salt at about lOO feet, 
pump*-d out the brine and evaporated 
it, making salt, somewhat sim ilar to 
the old style pan process o f Hutchin­
son plants.

Salt was made In Kansas, however, 
long before Tuth ill's crude iilant w a « 
opened in Republic county. Tho In­
dians were the first suit manufactur­
ers, making it from  the briny w afer* 
o f the salt marshes.

Previous to the admission o f Kan­
sas to the union. In 1S61. the salt 
marshes w-ere regarded as o f great 
value, und the government donated 
twelve different "salt springs’ ’ to tho 
new state from  gov.-rnment lands.

Th* ae were located on marshes 
which later formed part o f the en­
dowment o f the state normal t ' hool.

WAS HISTORIC O L D  BUILDING
Mint at Phlladsiphia Was th# Ftrat 

Building Eraatad by Authority 
of Oongrsss.

In removing tba foundatlona* of tb« 
coinage building o f tba old mint, at 
Nos. IT and 3* North Beventb atr««t. 
aoms quaint st>aciavenn of oldtime 
building construotion. Including sev­
eral curioua vauMe, were uncovered. 
The cellar In which the vaults w«ra 
located was reaofaed bjr heavy stone 
steps, supported by brick or stone 
arches, a method banded down from 
medmval timea. Ona of the vaults in 
which bullion wms stared consisted 
of a Tsalt within a vauh, and was de- 
signtd. It is salit at the time of the 
war o f 1812 to conoeal material* 
which could not be readily transported 
to other hiding placea. Several small 
windows In the cellar were protected 
by hoary hand-wrcnigbt iron bare. 
These hare been preserved, and will 
be added, along with other relics, 
such as locka and btngea, to the col- 
leotkm In Independence ball. In dig­
ging out an old wall In the yard a 
number o f copper coins, bearing tha 
dates 1818 and M18, were found, at 
well ae a quantity o f scrap coppar 
from which the coins had been cut 
FroBi old i>a|>era relating to a lawsuit, 
found by Frank H. Btew-art, president 
o f the company which owns the prop­
erty, It was ascertained that flva 
buildings were originally Included in 
the old mint, all o f them grouped 
around the coinage building. It Is an 
historic fact that this old atrurture, 
which was the last o f these buildings 
to be razed, was the first building of 
any description erected by authority 
o f the Valted Stales congress.— Fhlla 
delpbla Record.
