The higher valued 
classes did nut move guile aa lively In 
the early rounds but the market had 
a strong undertone on the hotter 
grades o f steers and the bulk o f them 
were cleaned up before noon with 
pricea right fully a dime higher than 
last Friday, The advance o f I0 '<i I ac 
over last week's linul pricea |>uts the 
general run o f steers 25*i4i>c higher 
than a week ago, or on a basis I5 t i 25c 
higher than before the break o f last 
klond.iy.

as large as a week ago. The shurlej^. 
there was the result of a heavy snow­
storm In Chicago territory that greatly 
handicapped the movement o f trains, 
and prevented a lot o f stuck from  get­
ting to shipping stations. Locally, 
about lO.Oqp hogs were counted In 
but only about 7,000 head were uct- 
uall) on sale, around 3.500 head be­
ing hogs bought for speculative pur­
poses at Umaha and hilled through 
to St. laiula A  week ago 8,230 hogs 
were received here and a year ago the 
arrivals numbered 4.1*9 head. Sell, 
era were bullish at the start and ask­
ing prices were a flat dime higher 
than .Saturday. Buyers, while hold­
ing good orders, were inclined to lim ­
it the advance to 5® 10c and the mar­
ket was Itn.illy established on this 
bnata. Salesmen generally were quot­
ing prices moaily a nickel higher than 
Saturday, with only an occasional sale 
here and there showing 10c apprecia­
tion. A fa ir clearance o f the offerings 
had lieen made up to noon.

The biilletlii sug­
gests the planting o f seeds, such as 
walnuts at pm fier fence lengths and 
letting them grow up Large enough to 
attach to the fence. This makes ,i per­
manent and stationary fence, which 
some farmers object to.

ing It succersful.
