Sup-
plies In the aggregate al the five lead-
ing western markets show a gain of
nearly 24,000 head over last, but a
decrease of 13,000 head as compared
with the same period of 1911, A good
share of the arrivals at this point dur-
Ing the week consisted of beef steers,
with the bulk compeising cattle of
only medium to falr quality, a!though
there were a few loads of good to
choice grade included in the agregate
marketings. The market has been
more or less irrezular but without any
great shifting of values, On the two
first days of the week trade displayed |
a slow and weaker tendency, medium |
and plain classes declining 10@ 15c
from last week's final levels while the
good to choice kinds held about
steady, exceptions ruling weak to 16¢
off. Wednesday, under the influence
of a light general run, a better feel-
ing to the market was apparent, with
prices firm to 10¢ higher on practical-
ly all grades of steers. Since Wednes-
day theer has been very little, If any,
change in conditions. As compared
with a week ugo the good to cholce
beeves are closing firm with the me-
dium and plain classes weak to 10e¢
lower generally, exceptions being 10@
15e down.

COWS, BULLS AND MIXEID,

The market for all classes of butch-
ers’ stock today was nominally steady.

There has been some unevenness to
the market for butchers' stock this
week. In sympathy with fat steers
trade on Monday and Tuesday exhibit-
ed signs of weakness, especially on
medium and plain heifers but Wednes-
day the market showed improved tone
with prices ruling stronger all around.
As compared with a week ago current
prices on the general run of butcher
and dressed beef cows are strong to
10¢ higher. The better classes of
heifers are also closing on a strong
bagis but medium and common grades
selling below a $5.00 level are around
10¢ lower. There has been relatively
little change in canners and cutters
all week and prices for these are about
in the same position as a week ago.
Strictly choice to prime cows have
sold during the week at $5.504@ 6.00
but there have not been many of that
kind offered, only a few odd lots sell-
Ing at these prices, Good to choice
sold at $5.00@5.35 largely, fair to
good' at $4.50@5.00 and medium
grades at $4.256@ 4.50.

1 understand that in one Ohlo county
they have used the old steel of a
bridge in making a threc-arch con-
erete bridge and found it very satis-
factory,

“There are many light Kansas
bridges that would be avallable for
this and the Kansas county hoards and
township trustees ought not to sell the
old material for junk, but use it in
building concrete bridges. It would
save more or less money in the build-
ing of the concrete structures,”

TEST YOUR SEED CCR N.

Good Seed First RHegquirement Neees-
sary for a Good Crop.

——

Red Cloud (Neb,) Chief The cry
“Test your Corn” is considered by
many to be a hue and ery about noth-
ing. As something sent out by the
newspapers to fill up space and draw
attention to themselves Lut a careful
examination of existing conditions
show that the sitnation is really eriti-
cal. One farmer informed us that his
corn was absolutely useless for plant-
ing purposes. The germ life is dead
and he says that it would be folly to
use it for seed. He intends to use his
last year's crop for seed the
season. In view of this condition the
action taken by our ceunty superin-
tendent, Gertrude I, Coon, asking
that the teachers of the country or-
ganize thelr schools and get them to
test all corn intended for seed is a
most worthy one, It is the easlest
and the most practical way to reach
every farmer in the county and we
trust that every teacher will feel that
| the public welfare demands their ef-
forts in this direction, It needs no
{ argument to convinece anyone that
good seced is the Mrst requirement nec-
essary for a good crop. Definite in-
structions are sent out so that anyone
can find out whether or not his corn
is fit for planting, For some reason
the season just past elther killed the
germ or else wag not favorable for its
development so that the greater por-
tion of it is absolutely useless for seed.
Let no one take it for granted that
his corn is the exception but let every
ear be subjected to a thorough exam-
ination. A little time spent now wil
pay big dividends at harvest time.

I'd take
the cup of milk waiting at the baby's
chair, I'd take the cream, the cheese
the bhutter, the custard pie, the cream
biscuit, the steak, the smoking roast
of beef, and leave you to a meal of
potatoes, beets, pickles and toothpicks.

“There is not a thing from nose to
tail but that is wtilized for the use of
man. We use her horns to comb our
halr, her skin upon our feet, her hair
keeps the plaster upon our walls, her
hoofs make glue, her tall makes soup;
she glves us our milk, our cream, our
cheese and butter, and her flesh is
the greatest meat of the nation; her
blood Is used to make our sugar white,
her bones are ground to fertilize our
#oil, and even her paunch she herself
has put through the first chemical
process necessary for the production
of the best white cardboard, and they
have disoovered that such paper can
be made into the finest quality of false
teoth,

Milo and peanuts should make the

dry farming sections of the Southwest
one of the best beef fattening sections

of the country. Oklahema City, Fort
Worth, Denver and Kansas City are
short all the time of the quality of
beef cattle that these two drough-re

sisting feeds will produce.

Peanut hay, made from the vines,
fed with the by-products of the rice
mills—srice meal, rice bran and rice
polish-—makes a combination having
the same qualities as alfalfa and corn,
the great beef making feeds of Kan-
sas, Nebraska and OKklahoma. The
peanut hay supplies the nitrogenous
matter and keeps the animals in
prime vigor with keen appetites, and
the rice products furnigh the starchy
material, the same as corn, These two
feeds should make northern Louisiana
and Arkansas large producers of well
finished baby beef that will top the
market anywhere in the United States.
The animals should be fed the last few
weeks with rice products and the pea-

nut hay made from the whole plant,
the oil in the nuts being of special
value,

Calves are particularly fond of the
hay made from the whole peanut
plants, and it is probable that this hay
will have a wide use in fattening
grade calves, using it in connection

Ginger Pudding, Lemon Sauce, Fruit

Coffee in large cups Ale Cider

Drain the liquor from the oysters,
strain it, add to it its own bulk of rich
milk, and if the quantity is insufficient
half its own bulk of good stock. Add
a lump of butter rolled in flour, season
with salt and pepper, and make very
hot, but do not let it quite boil. Stir so
the broth shall net curdle. Pour into a
hot tureen, already furnished with tiny
squares of hot toasted stale bread or
crisped oyster crackers.

For the sandwiches make a light,
rich biscuit dough, cut it in four-inch
squares, bake them quickly, split while
very hot, and fill after buttering with
the oysters which have been bearded,
chopped well, and made very hot in a
bag with butter cream, a dash of cherry
or lemon juice or cider, seasoned light-
1y with salt and pepper and cooked for
three to five minutes. Serve as quickiy
as possible along with the broth.
Finely minced celery mixed with the
oysters improves them.

For sour cream dressing beat until
very light two yolks of egg with a
pinch of salt, a dust of pepper and a
little paprika. Then add half a cup
of thick sour cream and cook over hot
water, stirring hard all the time for
five minutes, Add a heaping table
spoonful of butter, a tablespoonful of
lemon juice and two of vinagar. Cook
smooth, stirring hard. Use cold,
