COOKINQ CHILDREN'S Q0001E8.

B y  Martha McCulloch W illiams.
Lives there a child with appetite so 

dead that bis mouth never waters 
when the word "Goody” is menliuned?

Goodies of all aorta are the especial 
gastronomic delight of ali children, 
and let me add that goodies of all 
sort! can be made more digestible 
and more delicious by being cooked 
In paper baga.

It waa an acute social observer who 
wrote: “ Housekeepers Instinctively 
add grease and sweetening when cook­
ing for company.”  The same rule 
ought to prevail In cooking for chil­
dren. Food cannot be too rich for 
young, thriving creatures, provided It 
Is properly proportioned. Perfect 
pound cake is a meal in Itself, ginger- 

i bread as perfect, but little leas satia- 
' fylng, while aa for tea cakes of the 
light sort, crisp, sugary, melting, an 
active healthy child may eat all It 
chooses of them, and be better for 
the eating.

Make all tbeae not merely good, but 
attractive to the eye. Make alao 
aponge cake, raisin cake and many 
manners of fancy tartlets. Make them 
Individual—In that will lie the su­
preme charm.

Begin by cutting a big bag length­
wise Into strips two Inches wide. 
Grease each strip half an Inch from 
one edge, and cut blunt notchea Into 
the crease, three-quarters of an Inch 
apart. From another bag, split open, 
cut rounds or ovals, four to five Inches 
across. Fasten the notched strlpa to 
these with small clips, letting tho 
notches stand outside and clipping the 

I ends where they come together. Tbua 
' you have a flat-bottomed Individual 
mould, to be filled, after buttering, 
with anything you like. Filled, tha 
moulds are slid Inside a large lightly 
greased bag, the bag set on a trivet, 
and after oeallng. baked In the oven.

Let the cokea cool In the moulds, 
then tear away the paper and frost 
them or decorate them with caudy or 
cuts.

Here is Mammy’s Pound Coke— and 
better never went In anybody's mouth. 
Take ten eggs, a pound o f flour, sifted 
with two teaspoonfuls of cream tartar 
and one of soda, a pound of aided 
sugar, three-quarters of a pound of 
best butter, a wineglass of brandy or 
sherry, a tablespoonful lemon extracL 
Cream tbe butter very light with half 
the sugar, add the other half to the 
yolks of the eggs after beating them 
foamy light, and then beat again. Put 
In the butter and sugar, mix well, add 
tbe liquor next, then half the flour, 
puuing in a cupful at a time. Fold In 
next part of tbe egg whites, which 
should be beaten to stiff that they 
will stick to the Inverted dish. Add 
the rest of tbe flour, then the last o f 
the egg white. Stir In the lemon ex­
tract last of all. Pour Into thickly 
butteKd bags or very thin tin moulds 
thickly buttered. Seal the loaded bags 
and set on a trivet In tbe oven. Put 
moulds Inside greased bags, seal and 
put on tbe grid shelf. Have tbe oven 
but enough to turn white paper yellow 
in five minutes. If tbe paper scorches 
It Is too hot—cool it by setting a very 
abatlow pan of cold water upon the 
floor just before putting In the cuke. 
Take out the pan after a few minutos, 
of course, first turning down the gas 
flame, or pushing in the dampers to 
reduce beat Cook at moderate heat 
until done through. It will take an 
hour to an hour and a half, accord- 

! ing to tbe thickness o f the cakes.
, Midway the baking they should be 
shifted—those from tbe grid shelf set 
low on the b'oller, those from the 
broiler put high, so that they will cook 
evenly. Make boles In the bag tops 
and test the cakes before taking them 

' up by thrusting in a clean straw or 
I thin knife blade. I f  the thing thrust 
In comes out with no stickiness cling­
ing to It, the cake is done. Bag cook­
ing prevents crusting over, and there­
by facilitates rising. It also saves 
from burning and avoids the risk o f 
jarring by too much opening o f the 
oven door. Baking powder can be 

' used In place of soda and cream of 
tartar, but to my thinking the old way 
1s the best

I Raisin cake Is made almost the same 
aa pound cake, but takes a little longer 
and slower baking.

I Every household almost has Its own 
; favorite gingerbread and tearcake. 
Make them in your own way, but re­
member to make them festive. You 
can do this easily by cutting them 
out In all manner of fancy shapes be­
sides those already suggested, from 
frosting them In many colors—white, 
pink, green, yellow and brown, and 
sprinkling them before the frosting 
hardens, with tiny colored candles, or 
chopped nuts, or candled peel, or 
citron very finely shredded. Make 
stars, crescents, crosses, trlanglss, 
what not— the more, certainly the 
merrier when you come to set them on 
your dUb.

Pound cake and raisin oaks baked In 
paper hags can be cut In cubes, rounds, 
fingers, or any shape desired, frosted 
all over, and be more than ornamental. 
A  centerpiece for a child's party can 
be built In tbe shape o f a log cabin, 
using alternately long strips trotted 
white and other strips e f choeolato 
brown. Or It may be wbKe and pink, 
or all white, with a roof o f frosttng 
■now and candy-iclolea hanging Along 
the eaves. VegeUble eoIoHng, which 
It cheap and perfectly wholesome, can 
be bought from any first class grocar.

Tbe losncet publtahes a concluding 
article upon tea which eunis up tha 
reaulte of an Investigation Into the sub­
ject under tbe title of "The Chem­
istry, Physiology and Esthetics of a 
Cup o f Tea.”

The suggestion that an Infusion of 
good tea consUta chiefly of caffeine 
tannate la confirmed. U la pointed out 
'.bat when caffeine and tannin are in a 
state of eomblnatlon, neither being in 
the free aiate, the ihanuful astringent 
qualities of the tsqoln disappear and 
the bitter taste o f free caffeine is not 

, perceptible.
The teas o f high quality yield as a 

rule a simple Infusion of caffeine tan­
nate, not of caffeine or of tannin. Such 

I teaa muat be regarded aa tbe moat de- 
I strable from a physiological point of 
view. It is interesting to find that aa 
a rule tbe expert taater picks out 
these teas as teas o f high quality.

I Good teas. In short, according to thta 
I inquiry, are those which on a five mln- 
, ute Infuaion yield only caffeine in the 
, form o f caffeine tannate to the In- 
' ruaion and bad or indifferent teas are 
those which yield on infusion a tea 
'ontalning. In addition to caffeine tan- 
late, either caffeine or tannin, but ea- 
pecinlly tannin. In exccea. A good 
lea may be made a bad tea, but a bad 
tea can not be made a good tea ex­
cept perhapa by very akllful blending. 
Eiceaalve Infusion will spoil a good 
tea, but even a short Infusion of a 
bad lea may be as objectiunable as 
aa excessive infusion of a good tea.

On physiological grounds, therefore, 
b « consumer of high quality teas runs 

(less risk of digestive disturbance pro­
vided the tea Is made properly.

Birth of Induatrlal Combinations Ouiv 
Ing President McKinley’s Term 

Netted Financiers of Amai^ 
ica Vast Wealth.

New York —The great railroad and 
Industrial development of this country 
which baa gone on elnoe tbe Spanish 
war baa produced a remarkable crop 
o f men whose fortunes have mounted 
Into the millions at a rate unknown In 
any previous period of our country.

One who died recently was John W. 
Gates. Mr Gates' fortune has Just 
been appraised at tll.OUu.OOO.

Like Mr. Oates. Mr. Harrlman poe- 
sessed a fortune made practically 
within tbia period. It was a much 
larger fortune than Mr. Oates', 
tbe aatimatea o f It at Mr Haniman'a 
death ran aa high as $154,000,000. The 
Harrlman estate paid taxes on a tor- 
tuna of $71,000,000.

Next to Mr. Harrlman tbe moet con­
spicuous of tbe new millionaires who 
have been made eaaeotiaUy by rail­
road manipulation la Edwin Hawley. 
Ten yeara ago be was regarded as a 
newcomer on the financial stage and 
was being deeciibed as ‘‘Wall street's 
new constructive genius In railroad 
operations.'*

On# of Wall Btreet'a moat IntareaV- 
tng figures in these years of rapid for­
tune building has been former Judge 
William H Moore. Of all these newly 
made mtlllonalrea bis record Is unique. 
Within tbe same period—tbe period 
that began with the consolidation of 
tbe great Industrial plants—Judge 
Moore has made and lost one fortune, 
and has mads another on tbe ruins ot 
tbe flrsL^

Daniel O Reid la a man who baa 
made a large fortune in the same 
record breaking time and In much tbe 
same way. With him should be claas- 
ed the late William B. Leeds, for they 
hewed tbelr way together, ‘ ‘two little 
Indiana boys," Reid used to call them.

As the youngest, possibly, of this 
remarkable group of swiftly mads men 
of millions, Charles M. Schwab baa 
come la for perhaps more attention 
than many of the older flguree in It. 
Strictly speaking, be belongs to tbe 
Carnegie gronp of mllllonairee, men 
whom tbe ironmaster took Into part­
nership and helped to push along to­
ward fortune, though belonging to a 
younger generation than himself. WIV 
Ham E. Corey and several other men 
might be named In tbia group. Tbelr 
fortunes have been made In tbe same 
quick manner. Tbe career of Schwab 
baa been almost meteoric.

These are perhaps tbe moat con- 
spirnous figures In tbe group of new 
men of great fortunes In this country. 
It  Is a group that la younger than tbe 
men with fortune made from oil and 
tbe railroad development of a quarter 
o f a century ago. Twenty-five yeara 
ago few of these men bad even tbe 
small beglnningR of a fortune. .Air 
moat without exception tbelr fortunes, 
runnlDg up Into millions, have been 
made since McKinley was Inaugurated 
and tbe Maine was aunk In Havana 
harbor.

MORE BEEF ON THE FARM.

ANTS ARE SMART GARDENERS

They Are Known to Orow Grain, 
Bowing and Harvasting Lika 

Real Farmor*.

Man ia not tho only animal who baa 
llacovered tho dlvlalou of tho vogo- 
'Able world Into weoda on the one 
hand and garden plants on tba otbar. 
Our Ingentoua little alx-legged work­
ers, tba anta, have anticipated us In 
this, aa In so Baay other useful in­
ventions and d^cverlea . There are 
anta In Texas which grcAr grain, and 
each asst owns a small claim in tba 
vicinity of Its neuiid on which It cul- 
ttvatea a kind o f grass, commonly 
known as ant rice

Tbe claim la circular, about ten or 
twelve feet In diameter, and tbe ante 
allow no plant but the ant rice to en­
croach upon tbe clcered apace any* 
wbere.

Tbe produce of the crop they care­
fully harvest, though authorities are 
still disagreed Upon tbe final question I 
whether they plant the greln or mere* 
ly allow It to soar its  own seed on the 
protected area.

One thing, however, la certain-^ 
that no other plant is permitted to 
sprout on tbe tabooed patch. Tbe 
ante wage war on weeds far more 
vigorously and effectively than our 
own agriculturists.

There are at least three reasons why 
beef can be grown to advantage on 
many farma, says a corn-apoiuleiit o f' 
the Iowa Homestead. In the first place, 
one class o f men doea not wish to de­
vote the time necessary for the aupur-| 
vision o f a large dairy; In the second 
place, another cliiaa does not care to 
direct large numbers of men; and lust 
of all, the net returns from beef are 
large because expenses are cut down. 
Thla la different from dairy farm ing,, 
where expenses are Increased in order 
to make the vreateat possible gain 
from the given acreage of land at 
hand. The beef funner cannot carry 
on nearly aurh Intenshe operations.

As there la a constantly decreasing 
supply o f meat In comparison with the 
increase In population. It Is natural 
that beef will not drop very far In 
price, unless through some miracle the 
whole world suddenly become addict­
ed to the vegetable cult. It ia equally 
true that beef cannot rise so very 
sharply over present prices, for then 
it would be out o f the reach of the 
great majority o f our cunstimera. 
Neither la It very probable that feed 
stuffs and land In many localities will 
soon rise to such a height that It will 
be Imimsstble to ralee beef at a profit. 
Thus In many romniunities where the 
farmers are now- making slaves of 
themselves and their families by keeti- 
Ing dairy cows which have no busi­
ness on that partiVular style of farm 
and under the conditions of thst par­
ticular Community, they could have a 
great deal easier time snd make a fair 
amount o f money by going Into l>ee(.

Of Course, the day of the heavy 
aged ateer Is fast passing. All animals 
make the fastest and most proittabl, 
growth could bo profitably grown, 
right close to the great market cen­
ters and with the best of shipping 
faelllttea available.

I f  the men living In these regions 
possessed farma of 200 to 400 acres of 
land ao as not only to provide an 
abundance of pasture, but also make 
It possible to raise enough corn sllag, 
and other roughage, they could do 
worse than to change from dairying 
to baby beef raising. They would find 
that the drudgery o f milking many 
cowa has been eliminated, the problem 
of dally getting the milk or cream to 
market has been cut out, the eterani 
Washing of dairy utensils ceuass for 
the moat part. Chorea will become 
much leas i."nflning and It will yt 
easier to keep the few hired men I 
needed. U fe  on the farm will bo much ; 
ptfssanter.

Just a word of warning In this cop-i 
noctlon will not be out of place. I f  tj^e 
farmor Intends to buy most of bis 
feeders In the open market he had 
better think twice, and then twice 
more before ho decides upon the step.' 
The feeding problem Is a complicated 
one and It la necessary to be well ac- ; 
qualntad with market conditions bs-! 
sides being a goqd Judge of animals. 
For the average man. the one who has: 
not had the oportunity to grow up Ini 
the feeding business. It la far better' 
If he keeps his own cows, rulsea hla| 
uWD aioers, and at the most pick up, 
inly a few nnlnials In hli own neigh­
borhood for fattening purposes. I
