Feb. 24.— It h.is been ths 
conviction o f n good tu iny people who 
have observed the pri-gresa o f farm ing 
without irrigation In wesu-rn Nebras­
ka that tu make a su- reos o f It— nr to 
make the greau-at s j e  .-sa o f  auch 
farm ing— there ahould lie some means 
o f breaking the gro"nd to a consld- 
eralilc depth. tlrdlnarily. what la 
teriTji-il "deep pluwlng” does not go 
m ore than six Inch.-- If that, lielow 
the surface o f  the iinplowed ground. 
There has been a good deal o f talk o f 
plowing to a greater depth than six 
inches, but wo doubt If It Is ever dona 
with an ordinary plow.

An I'Xiiurlment will lie made this 
year near Alllnncs with a deep tilling 
machine. It Is guanuteed to break 
the ground to a depih o f sixteen 
Inches. One disc follows the other. 
Iiut it Is not termed a subsiillor for the 
reason that It works In sui-h a way 
as to mix the dirt thnt Is turned up 
Instead o f throwing the subsoil on top 
o f the surface dirt. This process iie- 
aidcs placing tho land In a condition 
to ahaorh nnd retain tho rain that 
falla upon It also nerutca the soil, that 
IS, puts It In a position to ho exposed 
to the air, which Is very essential 4o 
mnlntnln Its fertility  without tho use 
o f  artificial fcrtllliors.

RABIES IN COLORADO SHEEP

.Xgrk'iiltnral Cidtcge Fxplalns Symp- 
tume tVlwn XlTc<i4*«l.

F ort Collins, O lio., p'eh. 23.— Re- 
ce?*Uy there h;u» been trouble neiir the 
northern Colorado boundary Hne, with 
rabies In sheep.

A  few weeks previous lo the.xe out- 
breaka a rabid dog was known to 
have gone through the country and 
attacked several hands of sheep.

Brains and nerve centers o f soma 
o f Iheee .'vlieep, which died of tbu dis­
ease. were sent to the laboratory of 
pathology o f the Colorado ugrlcultural 
college and the lesions o f rabies dem­
onstrated.

The symptoms o f the sheep so a f­
fected. according to' Dr. Kaui>p. were 
as follows; Volee l>erame high pitch­
ed. Weakness in hind quarters; latar, 
pri«tratlon . Tenflency to attack any 
person or animal going Into the cor­
ral. They would attack fence posts, 
feed raeks and trees. la te r  in Ihe dl»- 
eaae. the law  would drop. Death ad- 
wsys ensued.

There are several Pasteur Institutes 
that are now sending the antlrnblc 
vaccine for vaccination fo r  treatment 
o f  both men and hnlmals. These la­
boratories are liis|>acted by and under 
control o f the Fyilted Btatea marine 
hospital service d0par|ment. The cost 
o f treatment fo r  parsons la ISO, which, 
plu* the doefoFs fee, makes shoot 
ll-OO. Tho cost o f treatment for ani­
mals Is one-half tt|at amount. There 
must be twenfy-qBe dose* given In 
that many days, A dose being sent 
from  the laboratory each day at a cer­
tain hour so that the vaccine should 
reach the destination at stated Inter­
vals.

D IN N E RS COOKED IN ONE B A a

By M. Soysr, Chef of the BrookY 
Club, London.

In my last article I gave menus for 
dinners for Sunday, Monday and Tues­
day that could be cooked In one bag, 
the dossert, of course, excepted. Here 
I give menus that can be so cooked 
for the other days of the week.

Wednesday.
Let the dinner be roast and atuffed 

breast of mutton.
Tske a lean breast of mutton four 

pounds weight, getting the butcher to 
bone It for you. Maku a stuffing with 
two ounces of stale bread crumbs, a 
dust of salt snd pepper, a finely 
chopped union, and a heaped dessert­
spoonful of minced parsley, or. If 
pressed for time, a little finely pow­
dered mixed eweet herbe. Add a good 
lump of dripping or cut a little fat | 
from the thick part of the breast, .chop i 
this finely, and use instead of dripping 
Bind if possible with an egg. or, fall­
ing this, use a little cold milk. Lay | 
this mixture on the inside of the meat. | 
Roll aa tightly as possible, tie Into 
place with clean tape or string. Grease 
the bag well. Put In one pound of 
peeled and halved potatoes, choosing' 
theaa all as nearly of a sige as pos-1 
slble. Then put In the meaL Add the , 
other and put In the rest of tbe po­
tatoes. Put In bag in a very hot oven. 
Lower the gas half way (or push In 
the dampers), and cook for an hour 
and a quarter or an hour and a half, 
according as the meat la liked well, 
over or underdone. Turn out, serve 
with a little red currant Jam, If Jelly 
la not possible.

Baked bread pudding will be found 
very acceptable after this. |

To make it, soak half a pound or | 
more of stale bread over nlgbt In cold 
water. Then beat up with a fork till 
quite IlghL Now add to It an ounce 
of brown sugar, two ounces of well- 
washed currants, two ounces, ditto dit­
to raisins, one ounce of candled peel, 
and a good lump of dripping. Beat up 
tbe mixture thoroughly. Sprinkle it 
thickly on top with brown sugar. 
Urease a bag thickly, put In the mix­
ture, and bake for forty minutes. Open 
tbe bag, slip out gently, dust with 
sifted sugar and serve.

Thursday.
Chop the cold mutton left over from 

'Wednesday finely. Dust It with pepper, 
salt, a little powdered sweet herbs, I 
and add to It a large finely chopped 
onion. Sprinkle the whole well with' 
seasoned flour. Add any cold gravy ; 
which may be over from the day be- j 
fore, and a couple of slices of lean' 
flank of bacon and a tablespoonful of 
Worcester sauce, with the same 
amount of water. Grease the bag. 
Put In the mincm Cook gently for 
half an hour, turn out, and serve with 
baked potatoes.

A Jam roly-poly padding arlll be a 
nice finish te this dinner. It la too 
well known to need a recipe.

Friday.
A little fish once a week not only 

makes a nice change In the monotony 
of the midday meal, but la oBen a dis­
tinct saving iMth la health and pocket.' 
Stuffed and baked haddocks are de- 1  

llclous. I
Make a stuffing In exactly the same; 

way aa described for stuffed breast of i 
mutton. Wash the fish well and cut 
off the head; then put in the stuffing. 
Sew up the fish or secure tightly with i 
white cotton. Grease the outside of the 
fish slightly, this to take the place of | 
the "bits of butter” put on fish when j 
the latter la cooked In the oven In the I 
old way. Grease the bag welL Put in , 
tbe fish and bake for from SO to SO ! 
minutes, according to whether tw o ! 
small fish or one large one U  used. I 
Slip out gently and serve with baked | 
potatoes. I

Dressed macaroni will serve for s j  
pudding.

Take half pound of cooked macaroni. I 
Add to It a little white pepper, from I 
two ounces to four ounces of grated ; 
cheese, and a liberal two ounces o f ' 
nut margarine, which la quite equal to g 
butter In every respect, snd contains 
no animal fat whatever. Grease tbe 
bag well with the nut margarine. Mix 
the macaroni well up with the cheese 
and nut butter, slip Into the bag, and 
cook In a bot oven for ten minutes. 
Slip out onto a bot dish and serve 
at once.

Bsturday.
On Saturday the housewife usually 

has a good deal of cleaning up and 
mending to do for the morrow, so she ' 
will need something which does not I 
require much preparation beforehand, j

U ver and bacon, always s highly ap-! 
predated dish, wlU meet tbe difficulty, I 
and there Is no fear of it “catching” 
In the bag If ah# should chance to be I 
called away for a minute or two. |

Slice one pound of very fresh liver, ' 
dip each piece into flnsr nicely seasoiy ‘ 
ed with salt and pepper. Put a piece j 
of liver on top of eadli rasher of bacon. | 
Grease the beg slightly. Put In the ! 
rashers and Uver. Cook for twenty- 
five minutes. Open the hag, and slip 
ont the meat gently onto a very hot i 
dish.

little boiling milk or water over them. '
