It prevents ths 
eggs from  becoming a drug on th* 
market (luring spring, th© si*ason o f 
beat lest production, and makes It pos­
sible for a man of averagi means to 
eat a few- eggs even during winter.

The packers gen, rally begin to put 
eggs Into cold storage In March and 
.Vprll an-d store heavily until Jims, 
Summer eggs, on account o f their low 
qtiullty caused by lin k uf care during 
Ihe hot w-eathcr. do not keep wall In 
cold storage and few- o f them ars 
stored therefore. In September a 
heavy drain upon th© eggs In the coIA 
storage halla and ths stock is gener­
a lly  cleaned out by December or Jan­
uary.

Much loss has been experienced by 
holding eggs too long. Early, warm  
siiring weather may Increase the pro­
duction o f iqfgs on the farm, and 
storage eggs must be sold at a lose. 
In cleaning out the storage stock, tho 
summer eg gw, that Is, the eggs that 
were put In last, alw-ays go out tlrst, 
wh ile the early spring eggs go out loaU 
This is entirely opposed to the usual 
point o f view- o f  the consumer. I f  he 
has to use storage eggs at all. he asks 
for those lh,a.t have been In sturag* 
fo r  the shortest time, hecause h* 
thinks they are better than those that 
have be,-n store-! two or three niontha 
longer. He does not take Into account 
the quality o f the eggs whan they w er* 
put Into stortxge.

F I S T U L A -P a y  When CURED

wonder, too. If my readera will not 
be likewise glad to get back to home­
lier fare, at least for one day, and 
that fare poaaibly perfect roast mut­
ton.

rhoose a saddle. If you want the 
very beat Buy It a day ahead of the 
cooking, have the rib-eads cut abort 
and neatly rounded, wash It quickly, 
salt It very, very lightly, brush over 
with melted butter and v in egar-a  taa- 
spoonful of each mixed—and keep In 
a cool, airy place until ready for cook­
ing. If It la banging outside. It should 
be well wrapped In damp cheese cloth 
and hence will need no mere waihlng 
when brought tn for cooking. Grease 
a bag that will ba a loose fit, very 
thickly, clarllied drippings answertog 
for this better than butter. Sprinkle 
fine herbs in powder llghUy over the 
meat, also a very little more aalL red 
and black pepper, and a few drops o f 
tobasco, chill vinegar or Worcheatei^ 
shire sauce. Melt a teaspoonful o f tart 
jelly, currant or crabapple. In a spoon­
ful of claret, lemon Juice or vinegar, 
add a taaapoonful of good buttar. mix 
well, and bruah the meat well over 
with the mlxtura Save any remain­
der for the gravy later on. Slice an 
onion very thin and lay upon top of 
the meat. Place It In your greased 
bag with a little more butter, seal, 
cook In hot oven five to seven xnha- 
utea, then alack heat half and flnlab 
the cooking, allowing eighteen to 
twenty minutes to the pound.

I.ayer baaf la hearty, tasteful and 
not too costly. Get as much round 
meat as you need, have It cut in thin 
slices and tbs allcea divided length­
wise Into strips. Make a square or 
oblong mold from a paper bag, butr 
ter It well, after clipping the comers 
firmly, lay upon the bottom either 
toasted breadcrumbs or thinly sliced 
potatoes and onions, dot with butter 
and cover with a layer of beef, cut to 
fit the mold neatly, and aeaaoned with 
salt and pepper. Butter the meat on 
both sides if you like things very 
rtch. Repeat the layers until the 
mold la full, then pour over a little 
milk and enough tomato catsup to 
moisten the upper layer. Dot with 
bits of butter. Set the mold Inside a 
greased bag. put on trivet In the oven, 
using either upper or lower shelf, 
and cook thoroughly, allowing twenty 
minutes to the . ound.

IJver and bacon are not beyond the 
paper bag. Slice the liver thin, aea- 
aon it as for frying, put It In a well 
greased bag. lay bacon allcea all over 
It, seal and cook for fifteen minutes—  
five In a hot oven; ten after stacking 
heat. Keep the heat full five inlnutea 
longer If you like It very crisp.

Every mother 1* aware of the nour^ 
Ishlng properties o f barley, but not 
every child can be got to take the 
barley In tho shape o f porridge. The 
appended recipe solves the difficulty 
by giving the barley at dinner instead 
of at breakfast time.

Boak four ounces thoroughly wash­
ed B^arl barley for twenty-four hours. 
Have ready a well greased bag, six 
small peeled whole onions (select 
those about the site o f a Ungerlne), 
and the requisite number of cutlets. 
Free the cutlets from all but tho 
smallest quantity o f fat. dust them 
with salt and place them in the bag. 
Add to them the onions and the bap 
ley, salt to taste, and If any of the 
water Y  which the barley was soaked 
remains, add this also. If  noL add 
half a pint of chicken stock. Fold 
and clip the bag, place on broiler and 
cook gently In only moderately hot 
oven for an hour and a half.

Veal can also be cooked this way, 
and for Invalids the dish can bo most 
highly recommended, as It contains 
nothing to upset the most delicate 
■totnach.

This dish should he selected when 
there has been roast fowl the day be­
fore, as the stock can be made from 
the cooked carcass of the fowl, as fol­
lows; Break up the carcass Into small 
pieces. Add any pieces of skin re­
maining, an onion stuck with a clove, 
a tlay bit of mace, and a good-sised 
sprig of well washed parsley. Add 
rather more than half a pint of water. 
Bring to the boll, then simmer very 
slowly, and do not let It boil away or 
reduce at all for three-quarters of an 
hour. Strain off. Add salt to tasta

Cutlets a Is Indlenne: For those 
who like hot things the following may 
be recommended; Tsko a teaspoonful 
of salted flour, mix with It thoroughly 
a heaped large teaspoonful of good 
curry powder—two If liked. Grease 
s bag very thoroughly. Have ready 
four to six cutlets trimmed ms directed 
above Dust these with the flour, 
put them Into the bag and add to 
them a heaped dessert ei>oonful of 
finely chopi>e(l spring oniopt and half 
a pint of chicken or other well flavop 
ed stock. Fold and coek gently lor 
three-quarters of an hour.

In the district of Dinan 
a piece of consecrated bread was used 
for the same purpose. The people of 
the Bordeaux district place In the cof­
fin a sprig of myrtle blessed at Easter. 
This Is considered to Insure entry In­
to paradise.

On the borders o f Brittany and 
Poitou a little pebble Is placed on the 
tongne o f the deceased Without this 
It Is thought he might plead bis cause 
before the great tribunal with such 
\’oInbtIlty as would Insure hts condem­
nation without appeal.

riep lan t la one of our oldevt, beat 
known, and moat highly prlxetl gar­
den vegetables. It la one of the ear- 
lleat to appear in apring, and conae 
queotly cornea at a time when auccu 
lent or acid pluuta are appreciated. 
Aa prepared for the table. It par- 
lakes In character of the nature o f a 
fruit, being sprightly and acid like 
the berries. Its greateat use comes 
before the strawberry begins to ripen 
to take Its place.

The soil requirements are similar 
to those o f asparagus, that Is, the 
richer the soil the better. Heavy ma- 
huring IS essential, and a dressing of 
manure should be put on every year

The best varieties o f pieplant are 
Linnaeus, V ictoria and Mammoth 
The Linnaeus is the first to produce 
in spring It has smaller stems, how 
ever, than the Victoria or the Mam 
moth. For that reason, Idnnaeus Is 
usually planted fur the first early 
crop, to be followed later by the Mam 
moth and Victoria.

i'lan ls may be secured from seed 
or by dividing the crowns o f old 
plants. Plants do not come true to 
variety from seed. The seedlings are 
very variable, some of them having 
small slender leaf stalks, and ucca 
slonally one having the large desira­
ble leaf su lk s  On account o f this 
Tartablliiy, new varieties are occa 
slonally secured from seed.

Ordinarily It Is best to secure dlvts 
ions o f old pieplant crowns for plant 
mg Theae may be aecured from tht 
nurseryman, or by dividing any got>d 
1 'aUiK from an adjacent garden.

The plants may be set either In au 
tumn or In early spring. They should 
be sot so the crowns are barely cov­
ered by the soil. If plant%»d deep, the 
crowns are almost sure to rot during 
the hot weather of the first season 
Plants fhou;d be set two feet spali 
In rows four feet apart, for the home 
garden In large comm**rclal area* 
where It Is '!»■».rable to cultivate the 
plants both uu.is. they may be set 
In check rows S*-* feet apart each 
way. L ike asparagus. lovplunt should 
ha ^veQ  thorough cuit.v.iiion dur ug 
the summer and liberal mauuriog 
every winter

In pulling the leaf stalks for the 
table, care should be taken to pull 
out the bate- o f the leaf stalk. Not 
Inireouenlly. the leaf w ill be broken 
off at the surface o f the ground, leav­
ing a short piece of Us b iw  attached 
to the psreiit plant.

Protestantism In France. j
According to an article in tho Revuo i 

tho number of Proteetants in Franco ' 
Is decreasing. They now number 700,- 
000. The Lutherans, who numbered 
more tban a quarter of a million In 
1870, can now boast of a roemberihip 
of only 80,000 in France. The Calvin- 
iata aro the moat numerous sect left, 
numbering over half a million. But 
they are losing ground. At the same 
lime the political Influcnco o f the 
French ProteManta la out of all pro­
portion to their numbers. This the 
writer attributes to their superior 
system of education, and above all to 
their great wealth. Their wiealth haa, 
however, tended to asp their exclustve- 
ncea. They now pay less atu-ntlon to 
tbelr religion, and the result la, says 
the writer In the Revue, that Protes­
tantism In France will In the near fu­
ture be a thing of the past. This Is 
a rather bold conclusion, and it would 
be Interesting to know If this alleged 
decrease In the Huguenots la correcL 
— Westminster Qaxette.

Incubator Chickens.
Expert poulfrymen in the weet claim 

that In the west a fter several genera, 
tions. Incubator-hatched chickens loee 
the Instinct to alt upon their eggs, 
and it la believed that In time all 
chickens will have to bo batched by 
artificial means.
