"The Iniportadon of mulea Into Cu­
ba from (he United Stati-w—the coun­
try which for many years h.is enjoyed 
a monopoly In the tradi— haa long 
been an established and (irolUable bus­
iness, since uf all draft itmmals. ex­
cept oxen, the mule Is probglily best 
adapted, after accllnialtution, for 
work In this country, it has been 
found that American-bred mules 
quickly become accustomed to Cuban 
climatic conditions and will get along 
upon the native food supply, although 
they are maintained In better condi­
tion upon .Xmerlcan forage and grain. 
The animals, moreover, seem to en­
joy comiiuratlve Immunity from dis­
eases and to retain all their natural 
vigor If given gix>d treatment, which 
Is usually the case, since they are re­
garded as an expensive animal.

"in  Cuban titles heavy hauling Is 
done almost exclusively by mules, and 
while the undersized animal predomi­
nates, many are flue examples uf Ihe 
best types. In the country, except on 
certain American sugar and tubacco 
plantations, few mulea are In use, due 
to their cost, which Is beyond the 
moans of the ordinary farmer, and tu 
the natiniml rustntn of using oxen. 
However, mules are steadily supplant­
ing oxen in farm work, and those who 
can'afford to purchase (hem do so, 
realizing that a team of mules means 
economy In time and great ettlclency 
in work In coniparlsuu to the service 
of oxen.

"In  Havana, naturally the main port 
of entry for this American importa­
tion, acclimated mules coniniand from 
$150 each for the smaller sizes to $300 
for the large, and It Is not uncommon 
to see an extra line pair bring $800.

"The duty on mules of over 150 
cfflitlmelers (nearly 5 feet) In height 
is, from the United Stales, $10 each, 
and from other countries. $12.50 each. 
On sizes less than that given the duty 
is respectively $5 and $6.23 each. In 
1909 Ihe Importation of largo mules 
w.'is 349; in 1910. 346; of the smaller 
sizes the importations in the years giv­
en were respectively 1057 and 1 454. 
TTiese llgures appear to represent 
abnut the average annual Importation 
and the classe.x. The larger mules are 
from 1000 to 1200 pounds In weight 
and the smaller from 600 to 1000 
pounds.

"Thera has not been much effort in 
breeding mules In Cuba, although at 
the Central Agricultural Station at 
Suntlngo do las 'Vegas. In Havana 
Province, a stud is nniintalned. and 
there are one or two other places 
where the services o f Js«'ks can be ob­
tained. It has been stated, however, 
that several American plantation and 
ranch Interests are contemplating es­
tablishing breeding farms on a large 
scale and wHh good stock. As far as 
known there has been no materializa­
tion of this announced Intention.

When the flrst white settler came to 
thla section the mound was there. 
Recently Jobn Nolan decided to level 
It and use the land The workmen 
struck what appeared to be a stone 
wall. They dug deeper and around 
It and soon uncovered a tomb 30 feet 
In diameter with stone walls 10 feet 
thick. The top. which had been 
arched over at one lime, bad caved In. 
It was 4 feet high.

Entrance was gained to the tomb 
by a passageway 3 feet wide and a 
chamber 10 feet long The tomb had 
been constructed of natural surface 
rock.

The tomb contained no trinkets, 
guns or other articles by which Iden- 
tlflcatlnn could be made poseible.

Death ef Great Frsnch Actrsss Due 
to Brother's Master Stroke 

of Economy,

The greatest tragic actreea that | 
France ever produced was KacheL 
Her last appearance In New York waa 
on November 17. 1855, at Tiipler ball, 
as Pbedre In "L e  Molnean de Lesbte."

“While playing at the Walnut 
Street theater, Philadelphia, an Inci­
dent occurred that w-as tbe cause of 
her death. It was an extremely cold 
night, and between the acts Rachel, 
instead ot going to her dreasIng-room 
or green room, where a tire rendered 
It pleasant and comfortable, sat be­
side a amall table placed near the 
prompter’s seat. On tbe table she bad 
placed aeveral wax candles, tbe book 
of the play and some papers. There 
in the extreme cold, with but a alight 
covering, sat this fragile, classic form, 
the cold air rushing down, around and 
about her, chilling with lU  Icy Influ­
ence even those who were seated in 
the parquet. Raphael Felix, Hachel'a 
brother, had taken tbe theater in Its 
entirety, assuming all tbe expenses of 
heating and tighting, and he thought 
It probably a master stroke o f econ­
omy to auppresa the furnace flres, or 
possibly he did not trouble his bead 
about them. But Rachel awoke the 
next morning gasping with pneu­
monia, and Raphael's saving In fuel 
resulted In the untimely death of his 
great sister.

After the 
terrible elaugbter by the whalers ot 
the alcohol frenzied natives of Cape 
Prince of Wales. In Bering strait. It 
was a rather ticklish Job for a white 
man to start a Bible class. Still, H. 
A. Thornton attempted It, but he was 
shot dead l>y a boy of fourteen, who 
was killed In hla turn by hU own 
kinsman. This affair happened In 
18&0. Two years after W  T. Lopp ap- 
|>eared on the scene with bis wife. 
They settled at Cape Prince of Wales, 
and year after year, until 1903. they 
taught humanity to the Eskimos. The 
reindeer was introduced from Stterta, 
and Mr. Lopp got hla pupils to learn 
to rear the herds He also taught 
them boat building, carpentering, etc., 
ind. to put a final touch to his valua­
ble work be had a small press brought 
from the states, and It was not long 
after that hla pupils were able fo com­
pose and print their own pa[ier.
