Not content with dra fting clear and 
decisive Instructions to Egyptian 
fariiie ia  nil the destruction o f pests, 
loord K itchener la pushing along va ­

.Next January a plan w ill be put in- 
tv> operation whereby l.bUO.OOO seres 
will coma under rulllvution, on which 
nm riy  one-half will produce cotton.

How easy It 
would he (or secret service agents of 
Great Britain to be employed on the 
staff of these chartered accountants 
in their navy yard work."

It Is further said that British firms 
of accountants have transferred llrnx 
m- mbers and a majority of their mi­
nor assistants to this country, sup- 
plsnUng Ameiicidi acconntanta

Becretary Meyer has rcplli-d In s 
letter to a member of the bouse that 
these accountants "did not have so  
cess to records, processes or types of 
machinery that could be considered 
In any way of a confidential nature."

Parley Morse, president of the New 
York accountants, has written to Mr. 
Harrison that Recretary Meyer has 
not stated all the facts. Mr. Morse 
added that Mr. Meyer neglected to 
say that thess British accountants 
have tx on Installing cost aystema In 
American navy yards and that they 
could not do thla without acceaa to 
secret processes and methods of man­
ufacture.
