Now York.—T b « laat word In fro g  
Mcioluvy ta the way ProL Baahford 
Uaan descrlbea the new bullfrog group 
which haa luat been InataUad in the 
Mat tower of tha aecond ttoor of the 
Aaaricau niuBaum of natural bUtory. 
The bullfrog group rapresanta a July 
acene typical of aoutbarn New Kng- 
land and la unique tnaamuch as it la 
tbe Erat group with deacriptive labela 
to ba placed on view Ln a public mu- 
aeum abowlng tbe general biology of 
the frog. Ita awinmilng, croaking, tta 
food hablta in connection with email 
mammala, anakea and Uab and alao tha 
metauiurpboaia from a tadpole.

The bullfrog group repreaenta about 
two yeara of atudy and preparation by 
Mary Cynthia Uickeraon, of tbe mu- 
aeutu atatf, and la novel in that it baa 
a tranaparent poroua background 
curved in panoramic faahlon and made 
o f fine and durable linen. Tbe back­
ground waa painted by Hobart Nlcb- 
ula and Albert Opertl and la in trana­
parent colora, the high lighta on tbe 
IronL tbe abadowa on tha back in an 
effort to obtain a reallatlc woodland 
acena with abiftlng light In and 
tbrongh it aa in nature.

Tbe light at tbe bock of tbe canraa 
baa been kept at tha minimum and 
balanced on tbe canvaa In front by a 
week Indirect light, while a relative­
ly atrong direct light haa been focuted 
OB the foreground aa if from tbe weat- 
em  aky. To help the perapeettve In a 
minor degree, the arranger of tbe 
group haa reaorted to yurloua amall 
devices. For Inatauce, the foreground 
slopes upward to meet tbe back­
ground: tall shraba la  the front are 
made to lead Into otbere lees tail far­
ther back, while the large leaf planta 
such aa alder and birch have been 
placed In the Immediate foreground.

The story of the itrOup tells Itself 
at sight. One frog ta moulting Ita 
akin III typical frog taahlon; a aecond 
la dashing from the water to catch a 
white footed mouse deacendlng from 
a Bpkrruw'a neat: another Is croaking 
and a fourth ta demonstrating bow 
lnrg«< a mouthful of young water 
anakea a bullffi>g can master.

A swimming frog la send­
ing up a stream of bubblee from her 
noetrila. showing that the lunge are 
emptied u( air aa the akin comes Into 
play for breathing.

In addition to the bullfrog group 
there have been put on view recently 
a Monitor group and various amaller 
exhibits. Tbe modeling of these 
groups in form life; all work on both 
form and color ta done from the llrlng 
aalnial, tbb N '^  York toological park 
and the New York aquarium having 
loot many living specimens for study.

News haa been received of the 
Congo expedition of the museum, 
which is being conducted fk Africa un­
der the leadership of Herbert Lang. 
Tbe expedition has been unusually 
suecesaful among the Maagbetu.

The collection In anthropology now 
coaatsta of some 1,100 apcrlinens, ac­
cording to Mr. I-ang. and is unique not 
only on account of Its numbers, but 
especially by reason of the selection 
that baa been made throughout the 
territory Inhabited by the Mangbetu 
and other tribes.

ACORN DIET PROVES FATAL

Seventy Head of Cattle on One Eetato 
Killed by Eating Fruit of 

Pheasants Thrive on Them.

London.— During the past few days 
70 cattle hs-longing to J. Bishop at 
Haughton, / Bbropabire, have died 
through eating acorna. The cattle 
were graxlng in a field In Aqualate 
park, Staffordshire, belonging to Sir 
William Boughey, where acomt were 
very plentiful. Tbe loss to Mr. Bishop 
la estimated at nearly £1,000. Sev­
eral cowa belonging to other farmers 
In the neighborhood have died from 
thr *i.me cause.

F. .m tbe Henley-on-Thamee district, 
where a number of cattle died through 
eating acorns, further cases were re­
ported. One beast died, and three 
were found dead In a field some miles 
(Hatant. An examination of one of 
them revealed two bushels of acorna.

Many farmers In South Oxfordshire 
and Buckinghamshire have cattle ly­
ing aerioualy ill from the same cause, 
while many caaca of rattle dying 
have been reported recently, notably 
from tbe Newbury district of Berk­
shire and the Market Drayton district 
of Shropahlie.

Cattle in many districts have died 
from eating acorna, which are excep­
tionally plentiful this year. In a few 
districts abeep also have suffered, but, 
on the other band, many farmers have 
found that both cattle and sheep hare 
fattened on dally rations of acorns.

It baa been found that tbe best 
method la to let the cattle and sheep 
have daily acceea to fields where there 
are acorns, because tbe animals then 
eat the acorns aa they fall and cannot 
devour too many or eat too quickly. 
On the other hand, if there la already 
a store of acorns under the trees, or 
If excessive amonnts of collected 
acorna are given to the cattle, digea- 
tivr troubles are at once set up and 
in many cases the animals die.

It Is a curious fact In connection 
witn acorns aa a food for ducks, which 
usually fatten rapidly on this food, 
that this year they will not eat acorns. 
TTie reeson probably la that the 
acome are of such an enormous size, 
and this fact may also have some Influ­
ence In causing tbe trouble with the 
cattle Although ducks will not eat 
acorns, pheasants are eating them, 
with unusual gusto, and early In the 
rooming one may see the spaces un­
derneath tbe oaks quite thick with 
pheasants.

A south side resident expressed hla 
opinion o f the annual fall nut crop 
recently. He has not lived In Chi­
cago long, having come here about 
eight yeara ago from a small Indiana 
town.

“ Why. we used to go out every fall." 
he continued, “ and we would get all 
tbe nuts we could carry home. Shell 
bark hickories, walnuts, hazel nuts, 
chestnuts and ’chinkapins' used to be 
so plentiful In roy locality that we had 
a good store of them every year. But­
ternuts were not so thick, and we 
prized them more than all on that ac­
count. Southwest of my home town 
there was a grove known as “ Hinck­
ley's woodt.’ and the boys from town 
would tramp out there after the first 
frost and carry back grain bags filled 
with the fruit of the big trees.

“ I like walnuts best of those we 
could get easiest, and my brother and 
I would take a small wagon out to 
the woods and bring it back loaded 
with tbe green barked goodies. Then 
would com« the hulling.

"There, Is only one way to hull wal­
nuts and that is to lay tbe nut down 
on a brick, bit It with a mallet or ham­
mer and then peel off tbe hull with 
bare hands. We did not deign to 
wear gloves, as only 'slaies’ did that, 
and we gloHsd In the beautiful black 
ataln our bands used to have until al­
most Christmas. The boys would see 
who oould have the blackest hands 
during nutting tlihe."

I like yours, are gold."
What a satisfying couplet to come 

from a fairy queen after the opening 
vicissitudes of the wordless play.

Perrot. Arlecchino, Pantalene aid 
Columbine were charae’ ers In Italian 
masque plays of tbe middle ages. An 
Incoherent plot waa strung together 
to embrace acrobatics and ballet dan­
cing. It waa 400 years later that tha 
descendants of the Italian quartet ap­
peared before an American audience.

Plots o f the older pantomime plays 
were simple and fantastic. Without 
speech there must be swiftness o f ac­
tion to sustain IntereaL The story of 
“ Humpty Dumpty," whose popularity 
began In the spring of 18C8, when 
George L. Fox played tbe great clown 
at the Olympic theater in this city. 
Is a good example o f tiantomlmlc plot. 
Goody and Tommy were matte lovers 
and were forced to make love In se­
cret. Old One-Two was tbe^tuardlan 
of Goody, and at the beglnn f^  of the 
play cornea npon the pair and threat­
ens punishment Humpty appears to 
take away the ugly guardian In hla 
wheelbarrow.

Then tbe good fairy appears to de­
liver her hopeful couplet about true 
love and changea the characters Into 
Columbine, Pantaloon, Harlequin and 
Clown. Tommy Tucker becomes the 

' Harlequin, garbed In scales of yellow, 
symbolizing Jealousy, blue for love, 
red for passion, black for death. Har­
lequin is given a magic hat and a 
mask to make him Invincible. Old 
One-Two, for offense against true love. 
Is put In the power of Humpty's 
tricks, Humpty becoming the clown of 
the harlequinade. Such wAn Humpty. 
who has gone where.
"A ll the king’s horses and all the 

king's men
Can never put Humpty together 

again.”
Pantomim* la a distinctly different 

art from that o f acting. Some of the 
clowns o f the day who are pantomlm- 
Ists are Adams, Ravel, Melville, M ar 
cellne, Mioco. A pointed finger must 
often tell the whole story. Tbe most 
difficult task In pantomime Is to 
mimic animals. The animal costume 
does not suffice. A close study of ani­
mal movements Is necersary.

Without speech an actor la wholly 
- Ineffective unless he can express his 
thought and emotion by facial expres- 
Bion, manner and gesture. Tbe nice­
ties and gradations o f feeling until 
lately have not been considered within 
the province of pantoroimists. Panto­
mimic acting has been "broad” to the 
point o f bad art The art. It is said, 
never gained permanent favor be­
cause of the very fact that It lacked 
the resources of suggestion.

RETTUNG KEEPS MEN AFLOAT

New Material Invented In Oermeny 
May Replace Old Life Preservers— 

Successful Testa Made.

MISS GOULD’S HENS
The Hague.— Most interesting dem- 

onstrattoae were made recently at tha 
Hook of Holland' by tbe crew of tha 
lifeboat with the new safety girdles 
made of a mateslal called "rettung" 
(saving), which poasesaes tha prop­
erty of keeping those who wear It 
afloat In tbe watar. Prevtonsly the 
first damonatratUm In Hollagd had 
bean givea before the quean and i 
prince consort on one of the oma- j 
mental lakes In the too palace garden, i 
A few days later the Rotterdam river 
police tried It and then at the special 
request o f the prince consort, who Is 
always to tbe fore wbere anything > 
baring to do with life saving Is con-! 
cerned, tbe Lifeboat society of South > 
Holland arranged a test, at which | 
Prince Henry himself was a most In­
terested spectator.

The test was made in the open sea 
near the north pier. The lifeboat crew 
all wore girdles of “ rettung," which I 
they declared did not Incommode 
their rowing at all, as It was much 
more comfortable than the old fash-: 
toned life saving belts.

Holland’s champion swimmer, M r., 
Ooma, who also wore tbe "rettung." 
over which was a seanian’a heavy oil- 
cloth coat, and who had requested to 
be permitted to join In tbe demonstra-. 
tlon, was the first to jump overboard. 
For a while be floated on hla back 
full length, then be swam In all sorte 
of posUlont, and at last tried to dive, 
but this he found was quite Impossi­
ble, owing to the buoyant qualities of 
tbe material. Some of tbe lifeboat 
men next tried the experiment, and 
all Were entirely satisfied that "ret- 
tung" Will prove a most valuable ally 
In their struggle with the elements 
when next they go on a life saving ex­
pedition.

DECLARES WOMEN CAN SMOKE

Must Not Disturb Pescs, However, 
New York Corporation Couneel 

Holde—Uses Tobacco Himsolf.

New Tork.— Women may smoke In 
public providing their performance In 
that respect does not bring about a 
disturbance of the p< .ire. They may 
smoke even a clay pipe—a dudeen— 
if they wlab, but if public peace le ruf­
fled by that act then tbe woman 
smoker may be stopped by a police­
man and tf ahe persists she may b « 
arrested, according to an opinion just 
rendered by Corporation Counsel Wat­
son. who himself uses tobacco spar­
ingly.

Recently the aldermen asked tha 
corporation counsel to advise them If 
women could legally smoke In public. 
Alderman Dowling Introduced the res­
olution seeking to prevent women 
from smoking In public places.

“ I f we don't stop it now,” be said, 
"some of these fine days we will be 
seeing women going down Broadway 
or Fifth avenue bitting a big clay 
pipe. How would that lookT’

In hla opinion tbe corporation coun­
sel says:

"I may call your attention to the 
fact that tbe prohibition would at­
tempt to control personal conduct 
which In no way encroaches upon tbe 
rights of others, and which many 
might consider to be not subversive 
of public order, health or morality.. 
Personal conduct or habits wMch 
might be merely vulgar or Indelicate 
In tbe opinion of your board or In­
volve bad taste would not necessarily 
be sufficient to sustain tha validity 
of a prohibitive ordinance."

New York.—There may be SO.OUU,- 
(KK) eggs in cold storage In New Jer­
sey or anywhere else, but Mias Helen 
Miller Oould can snap her Ungers and 
forgat about It, for the owns one of 
the finest poultry farms In New York 
state, writes a Tarrytown correspond- 
enL Tbe establUbment of this farm 
has proved Miss Gould to be a good 
business woman, for It is practically 
self-sustaining. This la an added com­
fort to tbe convenience of bavtug 
fresh eggs when you want them and 
as many as you wanu

Mias Gould deckled about a year 
ago that she wanted a poultry farm 
to free herself from any egg trusL 
She has a most capable superintend­
ent Id Archibald Robbie, and upon 
him devolved tbe work of carrying 
out the plans. Mias Gould baa plenty 
of land, said the site selected for the 
chicken farm was on tbe property on 
the White Plains road, east of Mead­
ow street.

Only two breeds are boused on the 
farm—white Leghorns and Wyan- 
dottes. Miss Gould tries to keep tn# 
number up to 2,000. Just now It Is 
below that figure, but the Incubators 
will be started soon and a large num­
ber of broilers are planned for tha 
spring. The farm provides Mias 
Gould with all the eggs she wants at 
all times. It also provides broilers, 
chickens for roasting, squabs, capons 
and ducks. In the spring, when the 
egg harvest Is grsatesL Miss Gould 
often finds that she baa more eggs 
than she can use.

Following the policy that nothing 
■hall be wasted, these eggs are sent 
to some grocery stores tn Tarrytown. 
where they are on sale as the Gould 
estate eggs, and great le the demand. 
These eggs bring tha highest prices 
end are sold quickly. That Is why 
there Is such a demand for these eggs 
by grocers.

Tbe henhouses are built with every 
convenience, proper venttlatlon and 
freedom from dampness. Tbe houses 
are of wood and are not lined with 
plaster boards, but have a tlgbt board 
wood finish which prevents dampness. 
This wood Is sprayed with wbltenlng 
once a floor l> o l con­
crete, and about one and one-balf 
Inches above the concrete la a tight 
board flooring.

A cottage adjoining the farm haa 
been built. Tbis Is occupied by tbe 
keeper. The chickens have to be ted 
at regular periods and all the food Is 
selected with the Idea of getting max­
imum results. A pond has been made 
for tbe ducks.

As to tha egg production, no exact 
figures are obtainable, but It le said 
that often a thousand are obtained In 
a day. Mias Oould Is fond of cnick- 
ens and the choicest stock Is always 
at her disposal. The farm Is one of 
the sights for a visitor to l.^rndhurst. 
It has proved a great succees, and 
Mies Oould la very proud ol It.

This collection was prepared for tbe 
world’s fair at St. Louta In 1M4, as an 
expression of tbe Interest of Germans 
prominent In government, science, art 
and literature In the United States and 
In Qerman-Amerlcans.

At least an acre o f ground siqtiild 
be enclosed for each 60 skunks, and' 
even then there is danger of cannl-| 
halism unless there are plenty o f sep-| 
arate dens for the females.

Manhattan. Kan., March 27. —  
Cholera, paraaitea and pneumonia arc 
B u m s  o f the worst troubles hog breed­
ers have to tight this time of year. 
The parasites, or worms as they are 
called, commonly, are always with 
the hogs, more or less It will he pus- 
alble to eradicate cholera from the 
MWine industry, according to Dr. F. H. 
Kchoenlebcr, state veterinarian of 
Kansas, before the breeders will be 
able to rid their stock of par.isitva 
Pneumonia may be prevented by 
keeping the hogs from taking cold.

Hogs are kept for years on the 
same lot— generation after genera­
tion— until the eoll becomee saturated 
with the dlfTerent parasites and their 
eggs. With aueh surroundings n hog 
is certain to t>e aflected. The animals 
look scrawny, and cholera Is blamed 
for their condition.

Kanntorluni Is the foundation of 
BUeceasful hog rearing. A hog lot 
should be plowed fri'quently. And 
thoroughly disinfected. Every two or 
three years the lot should la* changed 
to a m w location. A hog Isn't dirty In 
Its halilts. I f  given a chance It will 
keep clean.

One thing few persona know about 
a hi>g; It requlrea twice the breath­
ing epuce fur its weight aa a horse or 
cow. A hog can stand only half the 
exposure. Its fat may aeem like a 
blanket, but the blood Is the heat of 
all animals, A hog gets chilled easily 
becauae of the poor surface circula­
tion, contracts pneumonia, dies, and 
cholera Is credited with another vlc- 
tl m.

A simple remedy for worms Is a 
mixture of wood sshes. Kill, and alr- 
alackcd lime, mixed about equal parta 
it won't do the hog an injury If allow­
ed to eat ail they wish. This mixture 
will also help to tone the system.

W.tshington, Mar<h 26.— Yesterday 
a unique train departed from Browna- 
vllle. T i-xhs, for a four-months’ trip 
over tho Frisco Bystatn. This will be 
the good roads special to be operated 
!>>• the Frisco Railway Company, the 
office of public roads of the U. S. ds- 
parimenl of agrlcuhure, and tho Am­
erican assod.itlon for highway ' Im- 
igovemeiit. It will be a train of four 
cars, specially equipped, and will car­
ry lecturers and an unusual exhibit. 
This exhibit consists of carefully pre- 
ptired models of all types of road 
construction from Band clay and grav­
el to bituminous m;o .tdain and of re­
inforced concrete bridges and cul­
verts, completed and under construc­
tion. It also contains miniature mod­
els of road machinery and a rock 
nnarry, whinh are operated by elec­
tricity. Each model In the car la 
properly labeled 00 that the object 
lesaon In Itself affords a considerable 
road education. The equipment of 
thia train even surpasses that of the 
four similar good roads trains recent­
ly uperate<l over other railway sys­
tems In the United Htates.

This train will cover about 15.060 
miles In the slate of Texas, Louisiana, 
Misaourl. KansuK .\rkansas, Okla­
homa, Mississippi and Alabama. A 
complete schedule of stops has been 
prepared which provides opportunity 
for more than three hundred lecture* | 
upon good roads topics. These lec­
ture* will be Riven upon those road 
subjects which are moat intimately 
connected with the locality visited.

Mr. H. C. Wells, superintendent of 
road construction, o.‘<s(sted by Mr. J. 
W. Jansen, both of the U. 8. office of 
public roads, will accompany the train 
to give good roads lectures. Their ad­
dresses will be Illustrated by over 100 
colored lantern slides. The represent­
ative o f the American nssociation for 
highway Improvement will effe*ct good 
roads organizations where there Is a 
desire to have them. These men are 
expert highway engineers and are pre­
pared and willing to answer all ques­
tions which permits at each stop.

Washington, D. C.. March 27.—
Enough potash to supply the United 
Mtates probably for the next thirty 
years has been dls«'Overer by govern­
ment s<'lcntls(B in Seiirles lake, 8an 
Bernardino county. Cal. Estimate of 
field men for the geological survey 
and bureau o f soils Is that the de- 
p<jslt may amount to 4.000,000 tons, 
but the authorities here from data In 
their posaessiun consider that esti­
mate conservative and believe that 
more than lO.ttOO.OOO tons of potash 
Is available there.
The 'great value of the find Is that 
the product is In readily available 
commercial form. Potash Is known to 
exist In many slates In the United 
States but in most of the cases no 
commercial means has been found to 
use It.

Hoyt Scale, representing tho geol­
ogist survey, and K. E. Free, of the 
bureau of soils, recently took sam­
ples from six wells distributed over 
the salt flat, analysis of which at the 
Mackay School of Mines, Reno, Nev., 
revealed Its value.
