Insurance Company Guards Wrecked
Ocean Liner, Oceana.

London, April 16.—In the strong
room of the sunken Oceana lies $3.-
738,050 in cash which was shipped
on this P. & O. steamer and insured
by Liloyds. The wreck lies off the
Newhaven harbor and divers are going
down to ipcate the treasure, but con-
signors are not vitally interested, for
the insurance company has already
paid the full amount and it is up to
them to do the worrying.

The masts of the steamer are vis-
ible above the waves, and a guard is
kept on watch day and night to pre-
vent volunteer divers from making a
search on their own account.

When the divers get into the ship
they must first find the purser’s room.
In this they must find a desk in which
there is a key. This will open another
drawer, in which will be found the
key to the strong room. If they find
the first and second keys, the next
difficulty will be to fit the second key|
into the strong-room door. That
done, it will be easy, for the specie
and bank notes are packed securely
in boxes.

Poreign Methods of Purnishing It o
Be Studied b? National Commission,

The finance committee has reported
favarably to the Unjted tSates senate
the Gronna regolution, It provides for
a national commission on farm fi-
nance, to be limited to one year, It is
to investigate  and (report upon the
system of co-operatiye rural credit
unions, which have achieved such
stupendous suctess in Europe,

If this cl4s® of institution can be
enjoyed by American farmers, the
result will be of prafound importance,
says an editorial in Farm and Home.
The Nashville conference, which con-
sidered this problem, takes the same
view. An offichl repgort of the British

government syys that these methods
of co-operative rural credit are *“a

modern discovery which may be lik-

very eompact, and much flattened on
the two-ridged sides, it is a hardy
plant, resists drouth and rust, and is
recommended by Prof, Carleton in
Farm and Home as a valuable grain
in the section above mentioned, It is
in fact a grain for the semi-arid re-
gions, but often compares well with
other crops in the more humid sec-
tions because it stands up well, is
comparatively rust, smut and fungus
proof, and drouth resistant,

It is probably the least exacting of
all the grains so far as cultivation is
concerned, It should always be drilled,
at about the same rate per acre as
oats and as early as possible, as it
will stand a good degree of spring
frost,

The yield is usually from 20 to 40

bushels per acre, although as high as
63 have been obtained. Its average
yield probably does not differ much

from that of oats, and it is preferable
where oats are liable to rust or lodge.
Its feeding value is probably less than
that of either oats or barley,
