Increased receipts of cattle at all
of the principal distributing centers
this week did not serfously impair the
good tone of the trade In beef steers.
Slower action was noticeable Tuesday
and Wednesday and in these two ses-
sions there were spots where slight
weakness was apparent. This was
offset, however, by strength Monday

and Thursday and the market closes| O

the week in good healthy condition,
with prices steady to 10¢ higher than
a week ago. The better grades of
beeves are closing around a dime
higher, this applicable to steers of
$8.00 value or higher, and to good to
choice yearlings. For steers selling
below $85.00 and medlum grades of
yearlings present prices are on a par
with & week ago, according to the
popular verdict of both the buying
and selling side.

The week has brought out more
good fat steers than have been seen
on this market for months, including

It has been a mildly uneven trade
In butchers’ stock this week, the mar-
ket following closely the trend of fat
steer values, The gap between sell-
ing prices of plain and strictly good
cows and heifers has shown a ten.
dency toward widening but withal
there has been no decided shifting of
values during the week. Good to
prime cows, heifers and mixed year-
lings are closing strong, and in some
cases 10c¢ higher, as' eompared with
a week ago. Medium grades show
relatively little change in position.
On plain killing cows, however, buy-
ers discr'minated to some extent with
the result that prices for cows selling
under $5.25 are weak to 15¢ lower in
extreme cases, Canners have held
about the same old level during the
week, Good fat cows and heifers are
closing at the high point of the sea-
son. Prime cows have been taken at
$7.00@7.26 and mixed yearlings up
to $7.75. One prime heifer brpught
$8.00 but few lots were good enough
to sell at $7.50 or better, $6.75@

much trouble to keep the records ana

A LESSON IN PURE-BREDS

It Pays to Raise Good Horses, na
Farmer Learncd,

Columbia, Mo., April 20.—Fifty-
five dollars is good Interest for the use
of $7 for a year. And when the feed
of a colt for another year is savea,
the proposition is all the more a:-
tractive,

A stock farmer living In the south-
east part of the state has bheen rearing
a number of colts every year, using
the services of a grade stallion,

This horseman wasn't very enthust-
astic about paying a larger fee for the
service of a pure-bred stallion. He
had been using grade and inferior
sires with a fair degree of success. He
saw no reason for changing.

In the season of 1910 he degided te
try a good pure-bred stallion just
once, to see if it was worth the differ
ence in the service fees,

The second week In this month this
stockmen held a sale. The three-year-
old colts, sired by a grade stallion,
sold at an average of $76. The two-
year-old eolts, the progeny of another
grade sire, brought an average of $49,
The weaning colts, sired by a pure.
bred stallion, sold at an average of
$101,

The service fee of the pure-bred
stallion was $15, that of the grade $8,
a difference of $7. The fead eaten by
the older colts was saved, and 8§53
more was recetved for the weanlings
than the two-year-olds. and $25 more
than the three-year-olds,

FARM POULTRY RAISING.

General Purpose Breods Should Be
Kept—HKeep Only One Breed.

The general purpose breeds of
pouliry, such as the Piymouth Rocks,
Wyandottes, Rhode I1siaind Reds, and
Orpingtons, should bhe kept on the
farm, rather tham small-egg breeds
or small mongrel stock. It should also
be remembered that the dark-plumed
varieties do not, as a rule, look as
well when dressed as poultry of oth-
er colors,

Usually, more interest is taken with
a flock of fowls that are of the same
breed and color, and it is an estab-
lished fact that such a flock produces
a more uniform product, which in-
variably secures to the owner higher
prices than can be derived from the
product of a mongrel flock.

As soon as the hatching season is
over all male birds should be mar-
keted, they having no influence
what ever on the number of eggs
laid, and eggs produced by flocks
composed of females only keep much
better than eggs from hens that are
allowed to run with males.

As soon as the cockerels weigh
three-quarters of a pound they should
be penned for 10 to 12 days and fed
all they will eat corn chop or a wet
‘masgh composed 2 parts corn meal,
1 part bran, and 1 part low-grade
flour, If this mixture can be dam-
pened with skim milk, it will add
much to its fatteming and bleaching
qualities, Birds that are being fat-
tened should be fed in troughs rather
than in litter, as exerajse at this time
is not conducive to rapid gains
weight. The birds should be kept
quiet as possible, ™
