The winter 
wheat crop Is the subject o f spuclal 
interest and observation at this time.

Ohio, Indiana and Illlnula represent 
the winter wheat are.is o f  special loss 
o f deficiency -In promlos. Those states 
represem nearly 2a per cent o f the 
winter whiml area sown— or more 
than T.IXMl.dPo S' res. Hasty abandon­
ment o f some o f the unpromising 
fields Very likely means more or leas 
loss o f  area wl^o b possibly could 
have Justified chances as to outcome 
o f the crop w ithout such ahandon- 
menL It la yvK too early to look upon 
the w inter wheat crop situation as 
not h.xv Ing , a basis adm itting o f 
average resulla. If too much aban­
donment o f  area dues not occur be­
fore a real test «lf the situation.

The seeding o f spring wheat has 
progressed, and If w «U advanced, un- 
d.-r more than an average o f favora ­
ble condltloWa

The later <t«v«h>pmrnla. Incident to 
progress o f  seeding the oaU  crop, 
with Its going Into abandoned wheat 
land, give revival to expecfatloiis o f 
a full or increaa**d area o f this grain 
in many aci-tions.

There appears to bo an un favora­
ble cundlllnn o f the basis fo r  produc­
tion o f graan and hay this neaaon. 
which Is unfortunate, under the alt- 
uatlnn o f deficiency In aupplles o f 
feeding material.

The planting o f potatoes has been 
restricted In some sections by the 
shortness In supplies o f seed slock 
snd Its high cost.

The last word In modern cream ery 
machinery will be introduced, among 
them being ice making machines 
which w ill in all likelihood aid in sat­
isfying the Ice demand o f the city.

The poultry plant will have a ca- 
po<'ity o f from  40,000 to 60,000 fow ls 
every 14 da>x and w ill employ In Uie 
ne1ghborhoi>d o f 70 hands for dress­
ing, picking and parking. The feeding 
station will be equipped with the lat­
est sanitary automatic cleaning and 
feeding devices and a model system 
o f ventilating. Twenty-five hands will 
be the working roll o f  the creamery, 
egg and butter department.

Golden A  Co., tl o new firm, have 
absorl>ed thq Hedfleld Produce com ­
pany. They will have no dlfilcuUy In 
finding a markqf, l>elng one o f the 
largest protfutVe • companies In ths 
east.

NEBRASKA WHEAT YIELD.

\cm Y'ields Btcadlly Grtiwing, Soys 
BulPqIn.

IJncnIn, Neb., April 22.— According 
to a bulletin iasul-d by the Nebraska 
experiment Statltm the average yield 
o f wheat per acre In Nebraska hat 
been steadily rllniblng In recent yeara. 
From  1*70 tS 1870 Inclutlve, the aver­
age was 12.47 biishelo. In the next 
decade it was 13.03, but from  1880 to 
1888 It dropped lo 12.12. From  1900 
to 1808 the yield has Jumped to 17.48 
largely due to the fact that winter 
wheat has been substituted for spring 
wheat in the best sections o f the state.

The Btatlon has been experim enting 
for a number o f  yeara, and aa a re­
sult denlares 4hat the Turkey Hed 
strain o f wheat is the most prufitalSe 
for Nebraska farm ers to grow. The 
yielda at (he station run from  28 to 
41 bushela per acre. Twenty-one 
farmers In scattered sectlona o f the 
state have also besn experlm entiag 
under the direction o f  the farm  ex­
perts, and their average has been M  
bnahels an acre from  the selected 
strains furnished, as opposed to 22 
bushels o f Ihclr own se«^.

W hile cat­
tle may often uae atKJlIed hay or fod ­
der It la In almoaC all cae.‘a a ahort- 
alKhted practice to uae moldy material 
for horaea. One o f our aut>a<.'rll>era la 
o f the opinion that you can doctor up 
musty hay so that It may be fed w ith ­
out Injury. Ills  recomiiiendatlona are 
contained In the fo llow liig  communi­
cation :

Aa the feed liis  season draws near to 
a cliMie, and with hay prices rullns 
hiith. many farm ers wrill make the 
yrave mistake o f feedliiK too much 
musty hay. Moderate qu.intHIrs o f it 
may be fed to moat farm  animals, but 
even this must be done with xreat 
care, and preitnant animals should not 
bo allowed to eat o f It under any cir­
cumstances, if It cun l>« avoided.

W here one is comi>elled to feed 
musty hay. It should be sprinkled with 
water at the time o f feeding, whlvh 
w ill lessen the detrimental effect on 
the dtcestive oraans o f the animals 
that eat o f It. Ilsht aaltlna. too. w ill 
prove most beiiellcial. .ta It nut only 
renders srewl ass.stance In the pn>c- 
rexs o f diKesllun, but it w ill induce a 
sreater consumption o f water and a 
cunaertuent dilution of the must nr 
mold. One must be careful, however, 
not to salt too heavily, as It would

PEANUT BUTTER IS GDOO.

I.et Um* Kaw Nuta ami RuitHt 
tirlnrl ’nioni youraelf.

W ith a little  experience and the aM 
o f a aniell meat irriiider, anyone ran 
make Kood peanut butter fur home 
use. Clet the raw peanuts and roijst 
them. The roustliiK mny be doue 
either before or a fter ahelllnr, krul in 
either case the oven should be only 
moderately hut and the peaiiuM 
should be stirred frequently. A fter 
roust ins. rub off the skins and screen 
out the small iterma, or hearts.

In Krindlnr. use the finest pltUa qn 
the Kriiider and screw up the tension 
until the crank 1s quite hard to turn. 
I f  the pul p Is too coarse a fter one 
ttrindlnx. It may be run through a 
second time.

It will not be necesaury to add any­
thing but a lIMie suH to the butter. 
I f  It la desired, the butter may be 
thinned by the addition o f little olive 
oil. This makes a more expensive but­
ter. The butter may be thluiwd in 
other waya. One way Is to add water 
until the butter Is thin, then beat un­
til thick. This method Is used very 
much In candy kitchens and lunch 
room s This Is also used In some 
homes. .Make your butler according 
to taste. Home cooks add vinegar lu 
the butler to thin It. This is very 
good when an ad d  taste Is desired. 
.Mustard often Is added.

Hume iM-rsona prefer raw nuts to 
roaslod unea Kuasted nuts usually 
are more aatlafactury. Freshly roast­
ed nuts are ucceas.iry, as those which 
have at<H>d for a day or so a fter  roast­
ing luae In rrlspneaa, do not grind 
Well, and lend to clog the mllL

I f  one desires to make a large quan­
tity o f  the butler at one time. It will 
keep well i f  sealed In glass or earthen­
ware Jara Tin cans also can be used, 
but are not quite so desirable.

Pe.tnuta are a rich nuirltioua ft»od.

The cost o f peanut 
butler U cheap when compared to the 
nutritive talue, and Is a very econom­
ical food, eapeclally when prepared in 
the home.

" I t  Is one o f the moat ImporPint o f 
garden croiia," said Mr. Ahearn a few 
days ago. ' It la on the markets the 
year round, although the fa ll and early . 
winter markets are the most Im por-t 
tunt. To grow c.dery protllubly r «-4  
quires a rich sidl and an abuiulabce o f J 
water. Heed should be sown In flat ^ 
boxes 111 April or May.

"Transplant Ihe young plants one 
to three timee la-fore setting In Ih e . 
garden. The object o f  this Is to en- 
courage the growth o f a larijs amount 
o f root liber. s<> when the plant final­
ly Is set It w ill make a ' Igoruus bed. 
’Th) time ut transplanting to the gar­
den Is from  June to August.

"Flunts should not be gr.iwm many 
se >na on Ihe same ground. M'hen 
selling out the plants a Im II o f dirt ' 
should be left on the roots, ir n.a »..ii 
la not o f the best the plants should be 
shaded for a few  days a fte r  eestlng. 
large varieties should be planted lit 
rows live feet aimrt. I f  you have only 
a small number o f plants they may lie 
planted eight to twelve Inches egeh 
way.

"Irrigasinn is neceaa.irv fo r  grow ­
ing • elery In Kansas. 'iThe furrow 
ii.cihod may be used for this purpose 
If the rows are far enough ap.nrt. A  
furrow Is oiM-ned with small plants, 
Ihnjw ing the eorth away from  them. 
The furr.w  Is then filled with w.a*'r' 
and kept niled until the gri>und — ls- 
evuiked. I f  the plants are rlooe togeth­
er they can bo Irrigated by flooding.

"B lanching." .Mr. Ahearn continued, 
"probably Is the moat important th ing 
about I .-lery raising. The object o f this 
IS to cause the growth o f new stalks 

I that do nut contain ch lorophyll— t)ie. 
-rreen matter— in the leaves. la-rge 
plantings usually are banked with 
earth. Clean straw also Is used, 'n ie, 
plot sometimes Is fenced In wMh 
boards and la then filled with dirt or 
straw, leaving only the tops exposed."

Pita, also, are used In bleaching oal- 
ery. When this la done the plants arc 
taken nut o f the befl with consider.ible 
dirt on the roots and packed close to ­
gether In th# pit. Then all but the 
tops are covered with stniw. W ater 
mum not get to the tops o f the plants 
or they are likely to rot. Hard freexas 
often injure the leaves.

Helena, M ont. April 22.— Fifteen 
and one-half ounce* o f butter here­
a fter w ill constitute a fu ll pound in 
Montana, the atate board o f health 
at a m eeting hero today, deciding to 
a llow  half an ounce for evaporation. 
The point has been under considera­
tion fo r  months by the board, the but. 
ter manufacturer Insisting that in 
every pound o f  butter there Is a cer 
tain perosntage o f moisture, and that 
allowance fo r  Its having evaporated 
by the time the package reachea the 
consumer should be made by the 
board, else they would constantly be 
liable for having sold short weight 
whereas the package weighed a full 
pound upon laaving Ut* creamery.

dally. A re  the ra ttle  young stock, 
cows? W ill sUage be their main 
rough feed? W ill ihey be fed grain In 
addition? A ll o f  these factors and 
aeveral more w ill help to determ ine 
about how much silage w ill be con­
sumed daily. W e suspect that an 
averare dally o f about twenty pounds 
o f silage to each head o f stock will 
not be fa r  wrung. In other worda, the 
flfty head o f cattle w ill eat about a 
half a ton o f silage dally. The dally 
consumption o f silage determines 
what Ihe diam eter o f the silo should 
be. According to the illa g e  experts, 
when l.OOD pounds o f silage is fed off 
dally, the diam eter should be no great­
er than fourteen feet. I f  It Is great­
er than fourteen feet there la danger 
o f the slluge spoiling faster than It 
Can be taken off. W ith  a slxteen-foot 
silo at least I.SOd pounds o f silage 
should be fed o ff dally. The next 
point to be settled la the depth o f the 
silo. That depends on how many days 
the silage will be fed. I f  there are to 
be 240 days o f feeding during the w in­
ter, this would mean a silo about 
.thirty-two feet deep In order to In­
sure a sufflclent supply o f silage for 
SO head o f cattle consuming twenty 
IKiUiids o f silage each day.

THIS IS A PEACH YEAR .

Hut >'<irllica-l(‘rn Kan-aa On-tuirdlig.- 
W 111 .Mt-e a O o p , Says llolMiiigrr.

Topeka. Kan., April 23.— A peculiar 
situation as to peaches exists In Kan­
sas this spring. The central part o f 
the state w ill have a full crop, ac­
cording to present Indications, a'hile 
the northeastern seotlon w ill have 
none. Houth o f  F\>rt Bcott and west­
ward the hardier varieties still tho^ 
enough buds to make a crop In favored 
localities. An explanation o f the un­
usual conditions Is offered by C. V. 
Holslnger, horticulturist with the ex­
tension department o f the agricultural 
college.

"T h e  favored peach section this 
year,”  Hr. Holslnger said, recently, 
"w ill be a belt beginning In the c<*b - 
tral part o f the state, extending east 
to Topeka and north to the Nebraska 
line. In some parts o f that belt kO per 
cent o f  the bloom buds went through 
the winter. Ordinarily. If live per cent 
o f the bloom survives the winter e 
full crop results. This high percentage 
o f good buds means a b ig crop of 
peaches to this part o f the slate un­
less something happens later.

"But the ru>rtheaslern part o f K an­
sas will have no peaches. I have a re­
port from  a representative o f  the 
Slate entomological commission who 
visited SO orchards up there and found 
no live buds. I account for that In this 
way: Lrist October was wet in that 
section and the trees were full o f sap 
when the first free*# came. That kllD 
ed the buds. In the central belt the 
fall was dry and the trees went Into 
winter quarters In good shape. The 
buds were dry and withstood the cold. 
Elbertas and Craw fords will not be 
so plentiful ae the hurdler varieties.*'
