LUSS FROM HOG CHOLERA
Colorado Niallon <dvcm ldca> For Ha 

....................

Fort Collins, Colo., .May 16.— C. L. 
Harnes, o f the agrlt ultnrul college, 
says: Cholera among hogs probably
causes grc;:tcr loss than any other 
disease. It makes its appearance so 
suddenly that the ram her Is unable 
to check Its spread.

Hv>g cholera la caused by a spcelllc 
organism nnd is easily transmitted 
through drinking water, food, and 
Utter. In al>out n week or ten days, 
or even less time, a fter healthy hogs 
have l>een exposed to the disease, 
they show the first symptoms. It 
iisii.'illy allui'ks the intestines but may 
also Implicate the lungs. IT ie first 
symptoms noticed are that the pig Is 
o ff Its feed, coughs, has a watery 
green diarrhoea and has an Inclina­
tion to remain In a recumbent posi­
tion. From  time to time the affi'cled 
hug may have spasms, the .ittuck 
lasting half a minute or longer. A f ­
ter the spasms begin only a few  hours 
remain before the animal Is dead.

The prevention o f hog cholera Is 
h ighly Important, us Iho very eon- 
tugluiis nature o f the Uls('ase will 
warrant the taking o f every precau­
tion against It. First o f all, avoid 
placing newly piirrhaHcd animals In 
the pens with the healthy stock, for 
at least a month. Do not allow 
healthy slock to use the drinking 
water froni a stream that Is In the 
neighborhood o f lnfec‘te<l hogs. Keep 
Individuals that have been on Infect­
ed premises from  eiuerliig the pens 
or houses In which the healthy hogs 
are kept. A ll buckets and other 
utensils that are used around well- 
kept hog buildings should not be used 
In common fo r  healthy and exposed 
huKA

In disposing o f the hogs that have 
died from  eholera. it Is best to burn 
them. The Infected yards shoqld be 
ploW(“d and limed and the houses, a f­
ter all Utter has been removed nnd 
burned, should bo whitewashed. 
Healthy hogs which h.'ive not been ex­
posed to cholera should be inoculKled. 
This method o f prevention has pr(>ved 
very s;i’ lsfactory when used In tlnte.

The lairt census shows that in 1909 
there were produced In the United 
Slates 1.691,311,371 dozen eggx, va l­
ued at $306,688,960. The production 
In 1 899 was 1,293,623,433 dozen eggs, 
and the value $144,240,641. W h ile the 
production o f  eggs during the ten 
years Increaeeid but 33.0 per cent, the 
value m ore than doubled, the exact 
amount o f  gain being $162,448,419, or 
112.6 per cent.

U. S. HAS GOOD JOBS TO OFFER

Washlngtun, MmV Ik-— Barley haa 
generally not been considered a dry 
liuid crop, bul Its success In the west­
ern stales during the past few years 
has attracted aUention to Its poaal- 
bllltles for that purpose, says 11. H. 
Ui-rr, agrunumtst. Hulled States l>e- 
partmeiit of Agriculture. In the 
-N'ortherii Oreat Plains .ind llocky 
Mountain states, where corn Is an un­
certain crop, barley will furnish an 
excellent feed for all kinds o f farm 
animals. This fact h.ia already given 
an Impetus to llie growing of live 
sloi k. esiH'clally hugs, throughout the 
northwest. In tho KotTiy Mountain 
and Pucltlc (.'oust slates hooded, or 
beardless, lisrley has lung l>een grown 
for hay. of whlih Is furnlshesl an ex­
cellent aad highly palaCuble crop, 
iteiirly equal to alfalfa lu feeding 
Value.

In I'tah. Idaho, iastern Colorado. 
Kansas. Nebraska, Oklahoma and 
Texas farmers .are beginning to real­
ise the advant'-o-s of winter barley
• Her spring sown barley as a grain 
crop.

Winter barley, being fall sown, has 
advant:ige of an early start In spring 
.ind will frequently produce a crop 
where spring »>wn barley may fall. 
At present there are but two forms of 
winter barley gr'iwn in the west, Ihe 
Si|Uare head Tennessee winter and the 
round he«d Ctah winter. Tho office 
of grain Investigations, bur<-au of 
plant Industry, department o f agri-
• uliure, has <de\ doped a number of 
other winter forms whli-h were dis­
tributed In 1*11, and results will be 
watehed with Interest.

No single Variety, either spring or 
winter, seems lu be iid.ipted to the 
•-nttrn semi-arld ngiuii. Among the 
winter forms Tenni-ssee winter, a 
bearded aix-rowed barley, has so far 
given best results, and Hanin-hen, a 
bearded two-r-wed spring tairley 
leads in yield In the Dakotas. Among 
the alx-rowi-d spring forms Alanchur- 
ia. (f.vtami and Odessa are the best. 
Among tho hiilbss varteties Himal­
aya (tluy .Maylc) black hulleaa and 
Ncpaul (white hulb-s-i| give the beat 
r> suits.

With the exception of sandy and 
Very alkaline land, barley cun be 
grown on a vartsty o f aulla, but the 
best results are gi-nerally secured on 
Ihe prairie or alluvial loam soMs. 
Harley Is a more certain crop on al­
kaline Bulls than is either wheat or 
outs.

The crop re<iulrea a mellow seed 
lied. If the lan<l Is plowed It should 
lie Imniedi.ifely harrowed to conserve 
the moisture. In many localities l»est 
results are ubtalned when thi- land Is 
full idowed and b-ft rough until spring 
and then disked and harrowed. Where 
thi-ri- Is u tenile'icy to blow'ing o f the 
soli, granuliir OoU Is preferable to the 
dust mulch* generally advised.

The yield anxi i|ualUy o f barley are 
consIderHbly Influenced by the kind 
of st‘ed Sown. The sei-d should bo 
thoroughly cleaned and graded be­
fore sowing, lairge, plump seed w-lll 
produ(-e strong plunts which. In the 
struggle for existence that alw.vya fo l­
lows seeding dry binvl rrops, will be 
more likely |.i survive than w-ill 
plants produced from small, shrunk­
en seeds.

The fanning mill should l>e found 
on e\ ery farm, but when not avail­
able. a simple yet highly effective 
method for cleaning and grading the 
w-rd Is to Immerse It In a tub of water 
and stir thoroughly. All the light, 
eh.iffy and dlsea.—d grains, as well as 
the larger portion o f wllxl oats and 
other weed seeil*. will come to the 
surface. ,md can be skimmed off and 
burned. I f  the seed was smutted, 
adding formalin at the rate of 1 
IMiund to forty gallons of water w'lll 
be found elTecli'.e In prcientlng Its 
further propagation.

.Numerous trials conducted through­
out the dry laml area have demon­
strated the advis.ibtllty of drilling the 
seed. This Insures a more uniform 
rote and depth of seeding. I f  sown 
broadcast and harrowed la it is cov­
ered at various depths or nut at all. 
and consi-qnently there Is a lack of 
uniformity In germination and sur­
vival that generally affects the growth 
anil yield.

May 14.— The April 
number of Country L<ife In America 
contains an excellent article on “ The 
Ureat American Apple." written by 
Air, W. 1*. Stark of this city, treasurer 
of Stark Bros. Nurseries and Orchards 
Company.

The wonderful development o f the 
apple and apple production lu the lust 
ten years makes a very Interesting 
story and shows Just how much can 
be uccompllshed In different branches 
of horticulture when business, pro­
fessional aud trained men apply theli 
knowledge and Ju<dgment. Eighteen 
years ago Ihe great Koawell orchard 
o f 1(H>0 acres, bulldeil by Mr, Stark 
and the Hon. Barkbr Kiirte, was the 
greati-st orchard prupositlon tn the 
West, and It was this ort-hard at Kos- 
well, N. M„ which attracted the atten­
tion of a wealthy mine owner of (*ul- 
uriidu, builder of railroads and Irriga­
tion projects, and proved tha fore­
runner or pnthfln-der of the many 
great orchards of the West.

This great wave of orrhard prngrees 
has swept across the continent, reach­
ing Its crest on the Bacltle. and has 
receded, linmigraliun Is now from 
West to East, and much virgin soil, 
.ilniost untouched. In New England 
and other parts of the East, Is coming 
into prominence. The man returning 
from (he West and settling In the .Ap 
palachlan region, in New Englanii 
and In Michigan, flnds hls ex|>erienre 
gained In the West Invalunble.

Tha last decade has wilnessi'id the 
advancement of fruit growing In the 
West and the beginning o f Ihe reiillsa- 
tlon of pooslbllltles In many sections 
of the East.

In the early days ilen Havis was the 
great apple of tho commercial 
urc-hardlst, but this apple haa served 
Its day. and atlention has been turned 
to quality apples. Apples like Htark 
Hellcloua whnieaaling at $5 to $8 per 
box, ape profliable to the grower, but 
Ihe high-cluaa apple grower of tomor­
row will co-operate with tho tx-gln 
ner In supplying apples within tha 
reach of the buyer’s Income.

While great things have been ac- 
compllahed In the last ten years, .Mr 
rttark thinks fm lt growing, espei-lully 
apple growing, la just beginning, and 
we are entering upon an era of good 
quality fruit at lower prleea There 
will be big money, he aays, for 
or. hardlsts in the grow-ing of fruit, 
but the specul.aitve feature must be 
eliminated, aiMd the sucesaful orehard- 
1st will have to sell bi-ltir fruit for 
less money, but to do this he will 
hai'e to lie able to ri-duce the cost of 
growing and handling the fruit. Four 
things are essential to suei-esaful fruit 
gr-iwlng— the right soil, the right va- 
rletlea. the right m.-thods and above 
all the right man at the helm. In the 
process of the evolution o f orchard In­
dustry many aeres will lie abandoned 
because one of these factors has be<-n 
disregarded, ansi some localities now 
growing fruit for eommeri-lal purposes 
will i-eas«> to grow It altogether lie- 
cause o f not being able to meet the 
competition of other localities which 
are better adapted to the growing of 
lieiti-r fruit at lower cost,

During the past two weeks 
thousands of ai-ros of new land has 
been plowed, to be seedi-d for the 
llrst time, mostly with grain.

The Denver-Ctreeley Volley Irriga­
tion district w ill tiring lO.-oOO acres of 
prairie under eultlvaitlon for the first 
time; the (Jreeley-Poudre Irrigation 
district wlU ’eontribute as many newly 
tilled fields, and the country near 
drover and Hereford, where dry 
farming in carried on, will farm at 
least 20,000 acres, the greater part of 
which is now in fall wheat.

Most of the reservoirs tn Northern 
Cnlarado have enough water now to 
furnish a sufficient supply for late Ir­
rigation this year and with full 
streams running In dally will likely 
close (he season with a generous 
amount.

The Denver-Oreeloy A’ alley Irriga­
tion dlstrlet will receive Irrigation wa­
ter for the first time, and this will be 
the cajie also In the Oreeley-Foudre 
and the Henrylyn Irrigation dlstrlut. 
All of these districts received such a 
good snowfall that their soil Is In ex­
cellent shape.

Flax, for the first time to any great 
extent, will bo sown In Northern Col­
orado this season. laind owners In the 
Oreeley-Boudre Irrigation district 
favor It and will grow $,000 acres.

Broopects weie never better under 
old line ditches and reservolra Ditches 
and reservoirs are In flrst-clHas shape 
and with abundance of water there Is 
nothing to hinder a bumper crop. 
Heeta, of which 'Weld county will 
grow SO,#.## acres, are planted. In a 
few places the crop la coming op. It 
will be June 1 before the crop Is well 
out o f the ground, and by this time

San .Antonio, Tex.. -May 16.— En­
couraged by results obtained from Ir­
rigation, which has made possible
crops III southwest Texas undreamed 
of here several yeurs ago, farmers 
throughout this part of ttie state are 
adopting moidern methods o f every 
kind. Four years ago forty bushels 
of corn produced on an acre of bind 
was considered an excellent yield, and 
now It is seventy bushels as a min­
imum; three-quarters o f a bale of 
eotton to the acre was considered 
satisfactory before Irrigation made 
possible twice this amount and even 
more. The farmers In southwi-st Tex­
as are turning more and more to sci­
entific methods. The soli Is rich anxl 
needs llttlo fertilizing, but many o f 
the planters are having tests in.-ide of 
tho soil to learn Jf any deslrutde ele­
ments are lacking; traction engines 
are being Introduced for deep plow­
ing, and dynamite Is being employed 
to break up the siilisoll: modern ng- 
ricultural Implements of every kind 
are coming more and more Into fav­
or.

The San Antonio chamber of com­
merce Is making special efforts to en­
courage agriculture in the vicinity of 
Bun Antonio, where thousands of 
acres of land as fertile as any In the 
state Is used only for grazing pur­
poses, when only the modern meth 
ods o f farming are needed to make It 
very productive.

Alcohols and adds are unt-b.ictrr- 
lal Bubatunccs and the aldehydes ara 
quite destructive tn all Iwclcrlii. In 
Ihe serum or wstery |>ari o f the blooxi 
are auboiunces which enables the 
white Corpuscles of Ihe blood to con­
sume bacteria that invade the tissuiis 
The question naturall.v arises may nut 
Ihe fruit flavors hydrullzed and 
oxidized be sime o f those substances? 
Do the fruit flavors not serve Ihe piir- 
|H)se of ininiuntztng us against dis­
eases due to bacteria Infection? f>o*-s 
the body not need the fruit flnvors of 
fruits Hiiil vegetables for Its proper 
functioning? Why do all people i-rave 
highly tlavured fruits? An apple with­
out flavor Is quickly dts-aixlcd. Is not 
Ihe univecaul craving for alcohol a 
natural appetite'* If the natural appe­
tite for flavors Is not sillsfled, resort 
1* had In artlliclally prepared iiicnhols. 
Do not the hard drinkers, Scotch, 
.-(wedrs. UuasiHiis. live In climates 
where few fruits arc produced or con­

sumed or the fruits grown are low in 
flavor ?

It may be thought that Ihe abuva 
auggestlona do not aecord with tha 
well-known fact that cunsumers of 
alcoholic liquors, Instead of being im­
mune, are pe*-ullarly prone to dinease?

The body elaborates carbolic acid 
In minute quantities--probably as an 
antl-bacterlal aiibstance. but no one 
would think o f consuming carbolic 
acid tn ward off diai-ase. Bulphurlo 
acid and anllln are both poisons, but 
If chemically combined to form sul­
phuric acid, large quantities may be 
taken without Injury. May this nut be 
tho case with esters? Their use In 
minute quantitlee as they occur In 
fruits is beneflclal but the use of their 
constituent parts la harmful, Tho lo­
calization of chenii<-al subatances In 
the body, such as the oxidation pro­
ducts of aiensi, la attended -with great 
difficulties, but there can be no ques­
tion alK>ut Ihe iinpurtiiiice o f the ap­
pearance of chemical aulistuiu-cs at 
the right place In the body. Amyl al­
cohol is much mure poisonous than 
common alcohol, but when It la 
elalMirated In the body out o f fruit 
flavors It probably serves some useful 
purpose. Docs Ihe true remedy for al- 
cohullsin nut lie. In purl, at least. In 
tbe moderate consumpllun of fruits'? 
Has anyone ever seen a heavy beer 
drinker who was also a free user o f 
fruit'.' The use o f ali'uhollc liquors Is 
In part psychological and In part phy­
siological.

WONDERFUL SAVING OF LIFE

Modern Sanitary Mtatura Hava Cut
tha Death Rate of Chicago Almost 

In Half, Statistics Show.

Modem sanitary naeasurea and pre­
ventive medicine (which means no 
medicine at all) are chiefly responsi­
ble for nearly doubling the average 
length of human life in Chicago, and 
that within only one generation.

This statement la clearly borne out 
by statistics published by the Chicago 
Health Department, and is only slight­
ly less true of some other localities. 
But the bald statement does not suffi­
ciently convey the whole truth. Look 
at the flgures; An average death 
rate in Chicago during the whole for­
ty years previous to the last decade 
of 21.9 per thousand of population. 
During the past ten years the average 
has been only 14.7. This means a 
saving of 124,421 lives, for the ten 
years, or 12,442 per year. That is, 
there were Just that many less deaths 
from all causes than there would 
have been unt^er former measures and 
methods.

When trains 
run to the station which la to be con­
structed at Jungfraujocb, It will be 
POKsibie by desoeuding to J ingfrau- 
8rn. to reach the summit of tbe Jung­
frau In from three to four hours from 
the s'ation. It Is proposed, hon-erer, 
to exploit ftll! further whal Is, after 
all, an ezceedlnirt.r beautiful mountain, 
and construct a lift or aerial railway, 
frem the blghrst atation to tbe sum­
mit o f the mountain, so that tha 
feeblest persona, provided thuir hearta j 
are not seriously alfected, will be able 
to ascend to a height of 13.CP9 feet.

Curlrusly enough, the completion of 
tbe desecration o f the Jungfrau oc­
curs just a little more than a century 
after the first ascent of the Jungfrau, 
which was accomplished in 1811, while 
in the next forty years only four other 
ascents were recorded. As If It were 
not enough to have tunneled tbe Rtger 
ind to be going to build a hotel on 
the snows of the Jungfrau, some spec­
ulators are actually contemplating the 

instruction o f what Is calle<t a •'Schllt- 
telbahn’'—a kind of sleigh railway, to 
ronesy touris’ s from Jungfraujocb sta- 
llon O'.er Junafrauflrn and the Aletacb 
glacier, past the Majelensee to the 
Eggisiiorn. whence If will be potalble 
to proceed by cogwheel railway to the 
Rhone val’.ey. It will probably ba a 
long time, however, before this part of 
tha plan la r«-.illy carried out.

The Jungfrau railway will certainly 
foment the desire of the Ze mett peo­
ple fo see the completion of the .Mat­
terhorn railway, tbe protesti against 
which a few years ago were so loud 
that the proejet for Us (ucstrucllon 
had to be abandoned They will ar­
gue. DO doubt, t.hat tbe liernese Ober- 
land will now be able to offer an at 
traction to tourlsta which they can­
not Oder, quite forgetting the num!>«r 
of people w ho are repelled and dia- 
gusted by the "berallment" of moun- 
tai:.s

The Jungfrau railway, even aa far as
It runs at present. Is 167 feet higher 
than the Gornergrat railway (10,345 
feet), but when It is carried to Jung- 
fraujc h and the summit station It 
will be much the highest railway in 
Europe, although not, as the Swiss 
say. the highest railway In the world, 
there being at leaai two .Andean lines 
w hich are acme 4 000 feet higher.

Markowltt admitted that eicept In the 
matter of kissing hfm Mrs Markowlti | 
was a model wife, and that It was with 
sorrow he was forced to bring pro­
ceedings for annulment o f the mar­
riage.

RED GIVES A SNAKE DELIGHT;

Bronx Director Also Tails How Othsr ' 
Colors Affect Reptiles of '

Zoo. I

New Ycrk.—A report of a aeries of 
“ snake studies" made at tbs Bronx > 
zoological gardens here shows that 
snakes can be api>aaled to by colora, 
which are found to have a marked in­
fluence on tbe moods of the reptiles. 
Tbe emotions inspired are thus cata­
logued :

Red. delight; baby blue, pleasure; 
yellow, contentment; navy blue, 
ecstasy; brown, irritation; green, an­
ger; black. Indifference; purple, van­
ity.

The *epo;-t by Curator Dttmara ex­
plains furtber:

“Color Influences upon animals are 
not rare Tbe red flag, of course, ex- 
rBea the bull to anger. With the 
snake there la just tbe ot-poslts ef­
fect, and it la red that gives delight, 
while green excites to anger.”

Aa to the effect of music on snakes, 
Mr. Ditmars explains that, contrary 
to the general belief, snakes do not 
actually hear music, and have no 
sense of melody. They receive the 
sensation of tbe rtbrattoni through 
tbe tip of tbe tongue, and. like wlre- 
leat Inatrumeots, become "tuned up" 
and often awing tbelr beads in sym­
pathy, which leads to the supposition 
they are beating time.
