The fat cattle market did not open
up for the week in a very satisfactory

condition, judged from shippers and
sellers’ standpoint, There was enough
beef in singht to supply all pressing
demands of the trade and the genrl:nl
undertone was one of weakness, Es-
timates of 2,100 cattle for .the local
trade this morning cailed for 700 head
more than were on sale here a week
2go but the run was light as compar-
ed with arrivals of 3,990 head for the
corresponding day a year ago. The
five markets today reported 39,300
head againet 39,700 a week agosand
36,300 a year ago.

Chicago wired the opening trade
there slow to 10¢ lower and early
wires from other outside markets
were couched In similar terms. Lo.
cally, some of the well-fatted, strong
welght steers sold In the opening
rounds fully steady with the close of
last week and there were also a few
scattering sales of medium and cheap
short-fed, grassy cattle during the
early part of the day that looked as
high as sales of similar classes to-
ward the close of last week. The
general trade, however, was inclined
to be slow and It was late in the fore-
noon before the market could be gaug-
ed with muech accuracy, The trading
basis as finally established provided
outlet for the bulk of the good to
cholce beeves offered at prices about
steady with the finish of last week,
with the medium and plain short-fed
and greenish grades quotable weak to
15 cents lower. These latter classes
moved slowly at the weaker range
and at noon some of them still occu-
pled sellers’ pens. Not all of the
good cattle were disposed of at noon,
either, and it was late In the day be-
fore a final clearance was made, Some
cholce ecattle were In sellers’ hands at
1 o'cloek at bids of $9.00 and better.

Cultivated Tract in  Colorado
Has Unique Features,

Rocky Ford, Colo,, July 1.—An ex-
perimental farm, probably the most
unique of its kind in the world, was
started here this spring, and already
results have been obtained that bid
fair to be not only of the utmost value
to the Arkansas Valley, but to the
state.

Four hundred and fifty varieties of
grain and farm produce are today
growing on this new arm and in a
short time more than fifty additional
varieties will be transferred from hot-
beds.

Added to these cotton, flax and to-
bacco are being given a thorough try-
out and if any of these proves adapta-
ble to this region, will revolutionize
farming in the valley,

The farm is the outgrowth of the
Otero agricultural farm, which was

WHEAT CLUB VINDICATED.

Gray County Kansas Organization Has
Set Mark at 1,000,000 Bushels,

[

Cimarron, Kan.,, July 1.—The MiIil-
lion Bushel Wheat Club of Gray
county, which attracted attention last
summer when the county produced

hardly enough wheat to seed its fields
this year, is vindicated. Gray county
this year will produce more than a
i Mion bushels of wheat,

When farmers were beginning to
think it was time to quit trying to
ralse a crop, the MilHon Bushel Club
held them in lne and encouraged
them to try for another. Tt also furn-
ished seed wheat and talked better
methods of farming.

By good farming the farmers of
Giray county held their wheat away up
above the average condition through
the dry weeks of May. It scarcely suf-4
fered at all

Last week more than five inches of
rain fell, and now there will be dozens
of fields of twenty and thirty bushels
an acre, In 1892 the county average
was twenty-one bushels and a fraction.

If it averages nineteen bushels this
year the total yleld in Gray county will
be 1,083,000 bushels, which is three
times as large as any previous crop.

If Gray county arrives in the mil-
lion bushel class, the dream of the
Miilion Bushel Wheat Club will have
been realized. The club does not claim
credit for the rains, but it did step In-
to the breach and urge farmers to
take advantage of the opportunity.

Topeka, Kan.,, June 29 To save

Kansas farmers $60,000000 a year, at

least $100 each, the rallroads of the
state will issue a call probably next
week for a convention of farmers to
be held here to discuss plans for a
concerted movement to improve acre
yields, to improve rural social condi-

tions and to build better roads.

The call will be signed by the high-
er officials of Kansas roads and by
the leading men in each county.

The disease has been clearly traced to
that ancient foe of the beekeaper, No«
sema apis, which is also known as the
May sickness, often epidemic among
bees in other countries.

The report advises the removal of
healthy stocks from their present loca-:
tions, for the germs evidently remain '
in the ground, and, although a hive
may be ipymune itself, it can transmit
the disease, The only safety, there-
fore, is an entirely new start for the
beekeeper,

COMMERCE COMMISSIONACTS

Stops Increase in Rates on Fruit Ship-
ments,

—————

Washington, June 29 —Increasg in
the freight rates on fruits and vegeta-
bles from Louisiana points to St.
Louis, Cairo, Kansas City and Chicago,
averaging about 7 cents a hundred
pounds—on cantaloupes, 17 1-2 cents
a hundred to Chicago—were sus-
pended today by the interstate coms-
merce commission from July 1 until
Oet, 29.

Taxes on Real Estate.

Jeffarson City, June 29.-—8. l. Mos-
er, of St. Louls, secretary of the Equit-
able Tax league, filed initiative peti-
tions to submit a constitutional
amendment in the fall, providing for
levying all taxes on real estate.

This is the single tax amendment,
which farmers opposing Moser filed a
petition against. The petition was
gigned by 29,000 voters in ten dis-
tricts, but since it requires signatures
from eleven districts, the petition was
of no avail.
