Sellers had no complaint to offer
regarding the state of the beef cattle
market today. Moderate receipts were
readily absorbed under a good demand
on a steady to stronger basis of prices.
Four he of cholce welghty steers
sold at the highest price ever paid on
this market, $9.50. Fewer cattle were
in sight all around than last Tuesday
and the deficiency in receipts com-
pared with a year ago was even more
marked. The loeal run, estimated
early at 1,900 head, panned out
around 1,600 head, as compared with
offerings of 2,200 last Tuesday and
2,754 the corresponding day a year
#go. The five markels gave an aggre-
gate of 15,200 head, as against a total
of 22,000 a week ago and 30,500 a
year ago.

There was a fair showing of steers
in the day's run, practically all na-
tives. Some good fat beeves, including
a few loads of attractive yearlings,
were on hand but the general quality
was rather ordinary. Trade opened
in good season with the full contin-
gent of buyers in active competition
for the better classes, Hest demand
was noted for the well-fatted medium
and light welght cattle and yearlings.
These were turned al strong prices
compared with yesterday, The good
welghty beeves, however, were not
neglected and sold firm to 10c up,
sales tncluding four head of cholce
Shorthorn bullocks at $9.50, the high-
est figure ever paid at the local yards
for beef steers. Transactions also In-
cluded several loads of rather strong
welght, plain qualitied, but well fatted
steers at $8.70@ 8.85. A top of $58.70
was made on one lot of Whiteface
yearlings. Demand did not seem so
strong for the plainer grades of light
and medium weight steers but these
while moving less freely than the
higher priced kinds were rated fully
steady with yesterday. As a whole
the market was fairly active and a
kood clearance was effected before
noon,

ASK AID OF CONGRESS.

Educators Demand That Condition of
the Rural school Be Relieved.

Chicago, July 9.-—Confronted by a
demand that congress bhe asked to ap-
propriate money to relieve what was
termed, “the lowly, heart rending and
tragic condition of the rural school
of the country,” the National Educa-
tiomal association opened its fiftieth
annual convention Monday.

Reports had been submitted that of
the 20,000,000 public school pupils in
the United States 12,000,000 were be-
ing educated in rural schools and that
only one-third of the country boys
and girls were making a satisfactory
showing.

Thomas H. Harris, state superin-
a‘.ndent of schools of Baton Rouge,

« declared before the assemblage
of educators that the conditions of
the rural schools was becoming so de-
plorable It was time for the federal
government to provide both money
and methods to remedy the situation,

“The fear of federal interference
with state control of schools should
be set aside by the rising generation,”
said Mr. Harris. “National supervis-
don of county schools is an absolute
necessity. Our country needs a better
educated rural citizenship.”

A special committee has been ap-

inted to investigate the subject and
somd to urge the appointment of
fleld workers to travel over the coun-

DON'T BEAT THE HOGS.

Packers Complain of Many Bruiscd
Animals in Their Purchases,

|

*

Local packers are complaining
of the large number of bruised
hogs in their daily purchases of
late and claim that considerable

meat is sent to the rendering
tanks on account of brulses, un-
detected until the animals are

killed. Some of the hogs may be
bruised while in the car coming
to market but packer officials are
inclined to place the blame for
many of the bruised animals on
the practice of beating the stock
with a heavy club, or prod-pole

in loading the carg at time of
shipment. The Ilve stock ex-
change provides a fine for any

commission man or helper who
uses rough methods in handling
stock while in the yards but that
is as far as its authority goes,
The hog Is a stubborn animal
and during this hot summer
weather he is possibly a little
more stubborn than at any other
time of the year. He is apt to be
hard to drive and liable to give
considerable trouble in loading
him on the car. But use a little
patience, rather than a ciub, in
persuading him to do what you
want him to do. The majority
of shippers are careful not to use
the club or whip too promiscu-
ously but there are a few who do
not give this matter the proper
consideration and as a result
when their stock is sold to the
packer and is killed, some of the
carcasses show big bruises, It
does not take a heavy blow with
a club to bruise a hog so that a
whole loin is rendered unfit for
food. Even a sharp blow of a
whip is liable to cause a bloody
welted spot on the meat when it
is dressed that hurts the sale of
